WOMEN TURKEY RAISERS.

THERE ARE ONLY THREE IN THE
UNITED STATES WHO ARE LARGE
WHOLESALE DEALERS—A PAY-

ING OCCUPATION.

Although most of the turkeys this year come from
Ohio and Pennsylvania, Kentucky birds are also
in demand, many of the latter being furnished by
Mrs. B. F. Jackson, of that State, who is one of
the three women in this country to raise turkeys
for the wholesale market. It Is flve years since
Mrs. Jackson took up turkey farming as a means
of bread winning, and she now recelves orders
from all parts of the country, while her annual In-
come from the occupation is several thousand
dollars a year. For the last two years the demand
for her products has far exceeded the supply, but
success did not come at once. ‘“Turkey ralsing”
she says, ‘‘has many ups and downs, but the ups
have outbalanced the downs. Had the reverse
been true, however, I should never have regre
the experiment. Any woman who loves feat
pets must find turkey raising a most interes
occupation. Aside from the pleasure of watching
and tending the birds as they grow the husiness 18
remunerative, and all that T make is e to my
devotion to my poultry farm.

“The first thing to be learned by one who would
adopt the work is patience; a number of women
whom I have known to fall in the undertaking
were defeated by overanxiety. Ior one thing, they
insisted upon seeing the young birds out of thelr
shells before the right time, forgetting that nature
will not be forced, Once the poults have cast off
their shells they should remain as long as possible
in their nests—how long depends upon the birds
themselves, who are much like youngsters, some
being precocious and others slow.

“One general ruls must be followed in their food
Nothing must be fed to them until they are at
least thirty-six hours old, and it is better to wait
twelve hours longer befors feeding them. Then
they should receive three meals a day, each con-
gisting of crumbs of wheat bread, chopped onfons
and curds. After a few weeks this can be ohanged
to wheat and cracked corn.

“When one hundred or moreé Douite-hayve been
hatched three of the best hens should be put with
them so that they may choose their mother. This
{s & curious proceeding, and interesting to watch.
The young birds show a preference for certain
Lens, some going with one and some with another,
and they fo!low the mother cf their cholce falth-
fully, paying no heed whatever to the other two
Lens, who were equally willing to foster them, but
who have their own (nfant followers.

“At ten days old the poults may be turned loose,
and it is then that the greatest care must be exer-
clsed.

The vexing delays which have been experienced
by patrons of the New-York Central entering the
Grand Central Station within the last week, ow-
ing to the change In the system of running trains
into the station, were done away with yesterday.
The officials of the road hoped that the change from
running the trains in on a flylng switch to sending
them In “solid"” could be accomplished hout
any delay or confusion. This proved to be a wrong
supposition. The managers of the road declare
the flying switch system Is bad for the reason that
at almost any time a train may become unconirol-
lable and run right on into the station. This state-
ment s made, although this system has Leem in
use for years without an accident. The new sys-
tem of running in solld has been found an abso-
lute fallure, with the limited yard facllities. One
of two things must happen—either more room must
be secured or the old flying switch system retained.
A return has been made to the fiving switch plan,
and vesterday there were practically no delays.
Samuel R. Callaway, president of the Central,
was in Boston yesterday, and Chauncey M. Depew
was in Albany. Neither could be seen to express an
opinlon on the situation. It is understood that the
Roard of Directors is considering the advisability
of acquiring property adjoining the Central's train
yard in order to increase the capacity of the yard.

ACCUSED OF SWINDLING A WOMAN.

MAN ARRESTED FOR EXTRADITION TO
