KNOTTY POrNT IN RACING RULES.

In producing \ pamphlet of revised racing rules

for the twenty-two clubs in the Inland Lake Yacht-
ing Association th» officials are in some doubt as
t'i rhe rieht wording of the elau»e relating to

yachts •'conversing closehauled." Section 10 of

the rule !».s to rieht -.- way says:

When two yachts, both closehauled on the same
tack, are "converging by reason of the leeward
yacht holding a better wind, and neither can claim
the right of n yacht beinir overtaken, then the
yacht to leeward (or windward?) shall keep clear.

J. W. Taylor, president of the Inland Lake Yacht-
ins Association, has written to The Tribune ask-
ing1 whether this should read "windward or "lee-
ward" In the last line. There la some authority for
both readings In the New-York Yacht Cltrb Year-
book, racing rules of ISoO. it reads •'leeward." In
the 1898 rales of the Larchmont Yacht C!ttb it
reads •"leeward." In the present racing- rules of the
P itaqull Corinthian Yacht Club It is the same.
But in the ranhaka Corinthian book of this
year it reads "•windward": also in this year's rules
of the Atlantic Yacht Cub and those of the Yacht
Racing Association or" Lor.g Island Sound. The last
Issue oi "Wno Won." UM, under the head of '"Yacht
Routine In Use by the New-York. Larchmont.
Kastern and Seawanhaka Corinthian Clubs."' the
rule read-? r !." It L* said by ar. oM member
of the New-York Yacht Club that the rule was
originally framed In his club. Ha laid: "It was
framed by men who were sailors, who had for-
gotten more offshore ocean cruising than most
Lon^j Isiand Sound yachtsmen will ex-er know."
