Wire Company. Mr. Sielcken was quoted as hav-
ing said to the Philadelphia News Bureau:

1 notice that a director defends the action of
himself and his associate* by th* stele me 111 In
Philadelphia that the steamship purchase was a
good trade because it required no money.

had for the intervening season

Seventy-five per cent of the American Steam-
chip Company* stock was right there In the Amer-
ican Steel and Wire's directors' meeting. Of course
Iresigned.

Mr. Elelcken. who Is widely known as a financier.
Is a member of the big coffee house of W. H. Cross-
man & Hro.. No. 77 Broad-st., and Is understood
to be closely identified with the Havemeyer in-
terests, being the coffee expert of the American
Sugar Refining Company. It was generally sup-
posed at th* time of his entrance into the Steel
and Wire Board, in May. that he was friendly to
John W. Gates, with whom he had long had In-
timate business relations. It la said that a meet-
ingof the Steel and Wire directors willbe held to-
morrow In this city.

The letter, which Is In old French, was
addressed to a Frenchman, and was folded as the

'_ern. and find that the money has been leaned on
good lands, as a general rule, and therefor* Ithink
It would be unwise to have any hasty action t*lw*
in th* way of throwing the company into th*hands
of a receiver."

the Haverford. are being built on the Clyde. These
are Intended for the Philadelphia service.

The Vaderland ts a twin screw steamer, with &
length of s*l f*«and s. b»am of 60 feet. Her gross
tonnage is 12.000. With her passenger accommoda-
tions all taken and a full crew, she would have on
wrd ncarlv two thousand persons. Captain Rob-
erts formerly commanding the New-York and the
St Paul. Is bringing the steamer over. She will stop

at"Southampton.

It willbe seen that there was an Increase in the

amount of money available for the banks and the
people of $331,000,000 in the four years from 1"» Mto

1900, an average annual increase of nearly J134. <l<X\-
000: the Increase per capita for the period was $3 27.

The influence of this Increase of currency upon
the development of the country's resources can
hardly be overestimated; It was. In fact, Indis-
pensable, and had It not been provided a serious
pftrulysU of enterprise would nave been experi-

The most encouraging feature is the fact that so
large an amount of gold was added to our mone-
tary stock during the four yean* under considera-
tion. Not only were we able to retain our own
product of the yellow metal, averaging, after allow-
tig for the Industrial consumption, about $35,000,(>X>

annually, but by reason of our favorable trade
balance we Imported $136,000,000 more than we ex-
ported. The tot»l Increase of gold amounted to
$418,000,000. of which the Treasury reserve gained
$U,Ui««V\i>, and the stock outside the Government
vaults Increased $312,000,000. The basis of our paper
money has thus been materially broadened, even
though the reported stock of gold In the country
was in previous years overestimated.

"More than three-fifths of the increase, it will be
noted, was In gold cola and certificates represent-
ing such coin held by the Treasury outside Us
reserve. The Increase In Government notes doe*
not tlgntfy an additional Issue of this form of
paper money, but represents merely the amount
which the Treasury paid out In excess of its re-
ceipts, its balance having been diminished to that
extent. Actually the total of Government notes
cannot be increased, but must be diminished, since
those Issued under the law of 1890 (commonly
known as the Sherman law* are to be retired, and
have been, in fact, cancelled to the amount of
about $SO.OOO.»>00. We have thus a substantial re-
duction in th» amount of notes which are de-
pendent upon our gold reserve, and a substantial
Increase in that reserve, thus strengthening the
Treasury's relative position materially.

A third element worthy of consideration In the
discussion of this subject Is the manner In which
this increase of currency was rendered useful to
the people. 1 have therefore prepared a table
showing the amount of notes of $20 and under, and
of silver coin, the forms of money In which our
retail trade Is usually transacted. Itmay b*stated
that the demand at the present time for small
notes, particularly ones, twos and fives. Is greater
than the supply.

MAURICE L. MT'HLEMAN WRITES ON

THE SUPPLY FOR THE NA-

TION'S DEVELOPMENT.

The following article, on "The Supply of Money
for the Nation's Development." by Maurice I*
Muhleman. Deputy Assistant Treasurer of the
United States and an authority on the subject of
which he treats, will appear in the December Issue
of the magazine "Money":

There Is one most important factor in the recent
and continuing growth In our Industrial and com-
mercial development that has not received in public
discussions the attention which It merits; Irefer
to the remarkable increase In the supply of money—
the "tool of exchange." as Bonamy Price terma it
—without which all enterprises would be seriously
hampered. 1 have prepared a few concise table*
Illustrating this point, comparing the statistic* of
the supply of money for October 1in the years 1892.
1896 and I*X>. The first mentioned year was one or
fairly active business, the second a period of de-
pression, and the last a period of unprecedented
expansion of trade.

The first table gives the total volume of available
coin and paper money, as shown by the monthly
Treasury statements. indicating the amount which
Is In use- by the public, in millions of dollars: also
the estimated population and the amount of the
money in use per capita.

SELECTION FOR THE TUBERCU-
LOSIS HOSPITAL.

Developments yesterday make It apparent

that th* plan. of certain members of the Board of
Trustees of the new State Tuberculosis Hospital to

locate the hospital at or near Big Clear Lake, on
lands belonging to Paul Smith, has been utterly

knocked out. It was learned that the State Board
of Health Is practically solidly opposed to this site.
There are nine members in the State Board of
Health, and they can outvote the State Forestry
Board, which has only three members. Besides. It
is said. State Engineer Bond and Commissioner
Babcock, of the Forestry Board, are opposed to

the BigClear Lake site.
It seems that th* owner of the proposed site at

Big Clear Lake has not placed a definite price on
it. and there Is a suggestion of advantage being
taken of the State In case the Big Clear Lake site
la decided on without first knowing what it Is
likely to cost. Many of the members of the State
Board of Health are In favor of having a cottage
colony for the consumptives, rather than a large
and expensive building.

One of the members of the State Board of Health,
In referring to the subject yesterday, said to a
Tribune reporter: "The $jO,OOO appropriation given
as a starter for thr hospital does not represent to
any extent what the hospital is likely to cost be-
fore we get through with it. The State Institution
for epileptics In Livingston County started out
modestly enough, but to-day it Is a large and
costly Institution, having nearly a thousand In-
mates. If the different counties of the State should
¦•••ill.their consumptive patients to the State hos-pital, as they would be entitled to do under the
existing stHiute*, It would not lie more than (hre
years before the State would have spent J17.0ft1.000for Its tuberculosis hospital The counties should
be required to take c.ire of their own patients."
