A piot of land was purchased !n
First-ave.,, extending from Twenty-seventh-st. to
Twenty-eighth-st., at a cost of $160,000, and the
Medical College was started. In the same year—
1868 —the college was organized, and accommoda-
tions were found in a bullding in the Bellevue
Hospital grounds across the street from the site
of the new bullding. In October of the present
year the college moved into its permanent quar-
ters,

The bullding is five stories high, of Indiana lime-
stone and red brick, designed in a style of Renais-
sance architecture. The frontage is in First-ave.
The Medical School occupies the Twenty-eighth-
st. end of the bullding, with a separate entrance in

“I thought I saw a little business
in drawing up the required certificates. Instead I
made & rushing trade for the sign painter. I went
around explaining the new law t0o a number of
firms which I knew were doing business under
assumed names without having gone through the
formality of incorporating. I pointed out to them
how easy it was to comply with the new law and
explained that the axpense was very elight.

““So they've got a law to keep us from usin’ fake
names,” sald a prosperous ciothing merchant,

as to the real owners of the business,” I repiled. 1
thought I would get the papers in the case to draw
up, but I was mistaken.

THE CARRARA QUARRIES.

SENATOR PROCTOR SAID TO BE AFTER
THE FAMOUS MARBLE PRO-
DUCING PROPERTY.

A dispatch from Rome, printed yesterday morn-
ing, makes the announcement that Senator Red-
fleid Proctor of Vermont Is negotiating for the
purchase of the entire group of guarries from which
the famous Cagrara marble is obtained. The re-
port, which is recetved with some degreé of incre-
dulity among marble importers of this eity, Is in-
teresting because it concerns an Itallan industry of
which few detalls are generally known, although
the name of its product is In everyday use. The
quarries of Monte Sagro, in the neighborhood of
Carrara, In Tuscany, were celebrated as far back
as the days of the Roman Empire for the pure
white marbles obtained from them for statuary. It
is probable that nearly all the statues still extant
of what is called the Grco-Roman period, Includ-
Ing the copies by Greek artists made in the time of
the Cwsars from the world's greatest masterpleces
of sculnture, were chiselled from Carrara blocks
As few of the originais of these works have sur-
wived the vicissitudes of twenty-three centuries
that have elapsed since thelr creation, the civilized
world is under incalculable obligations to the quar-
ries which have furnished the material for the pres-
ervation of their forms.

One apparent reason for the hesitation with which
the report of Senator Proctor’s purchase has been
that the numerous quarries compre-
known as Carrara marble quarries are
the property of a considérable number of individ-
uals. Ameong the exporters of Carrara marble
only one firm is saild to be the owner of the gquar-

which it works, this being the firm which
plies most of the statuary and other fine Car-
rara marble used for interior decorative work in
this country. It shouid also be borne-n mind that
the mountain in that region is, to use the phrase
of a New-York importer, “only just scratched,” In
