•Btaten Inland and Mr Gooch In South Orange. In
explanation of the affair Mr. Gooch is quoted as
paying:

Iam placed In an awkward position, as Ihave
received no official notification of the action of the
Board of Directors of the American Institute of
Architect*. If what wa« rej>orted is true, the ac-
tion was not unexpected. Of course. Ido not know
whnt Ishall do in this matter tillIfind out what
action has been tak.n at Washington. The case,
ia a complicated one. and Icannot make an off-
hand statement. Iinan been going on for the last
three year*. We shall certainly have something
to say on the subject when the proper time comes.

Mr Harding la Quoted a* saying:

This is merely a personal tight which rival* are
wiping against our firm. The jiiuu.s of our firm

»-«>re rejected In the competition upon a technical-
ity,an were thone of Henry leva Cobb. When the
commit of the Pennsylvania Legislature re-
moved t*arr*re and Cook from the t'ommittee of
Architectural JuVUt<»«. we sent our plans back for
reconsideration, and Cobb's were accepted. V< .>
committed no crime in sending the plans back, but
