Mr. McKinley has been urged by some of his
most trusted advisers to withdraw the treaty
and permit Secretary Hay to reopen negotia-
(doms with Great Britain on the subject along the
jircs indicated by the debate in the Senate on
the various proposals to amend the original
gonvention, but in declining this advice the Pres-
sdent seems to be guided by what he believes to
pe the highest interests of the canal itself. That
js to say, the President, as the real friend of the
cunal. is said to be impressed with the bellef
that if he should withdraw the Hay-Pauncefote
Treaty at this time, even on the understanding
that he was to send another convention on the
subject to the Senate, canal legislation would
be indefinitely postponed.

The feeling is growing that opposition to the
Hay-Pauncefote Treaty is largely opposition to

the canal itself. Hence, the real friends of the
enterprise—to which category belong both the ‘
President and Secretary Hay—perceive that they |
can advance its interests best by permitting the |
$enate to hammer away at the treaty until the |
convention is reduced to terms acceptable to
that group of Senators which it is suspected is |
eager to find an excuse for delaying, if not de- |
geating outright, all canal legislation. !

In spite of some rather immoderate language
in the radical section of the British press there
§s a firm conviction in Washington that nearly
all of the propesed modifications of the Hay-
Pauncefote Treaty would be accepted by the
Salisbury Government. This conviction, indeed,
§s based upon the knowledge that Lord Paunce-
fote does not favor the suggestion for the with-
drawal of the treaty and the reopening of the
entire subject. While, of course, the British
Ambassador, reflecting the feelings of his Gov- |
| ernment, is disappointed. and, In fact, aggra- |
vated, by the Senate’s refusal to accept the con- |
vention substantially in its original form, still |
he is understood to take the broad ground that
the interests of his nation will be better sub-
served through the Hay-Pauncefote Treaty, ir-
respective of modifications by the Senate, than
if present negotiations should wholly fail.

TO EXPEDITE CANAL LEGISLATION.

It is obvious that the Administration, by fail-
fng to withdraw the Hay-Pauncefote Treaty
and substituting another convention, so phrased
as to meet the avowed objection of the Senate, |
s showing a desire to expedite canal legislation.
3t is realized that the cansal gquestion is well
understood by the country, and that it will be- 1
come 2 dangerous political issue if definite ac- |
tion in some form is delayed, either by stubborn- |
mess or other contributory cause on the part of |
the party in power. It is this consideration, it |
is said, more than any other, that is holding!
Secretary Hay in the Cabinet. No effort is |
made by his friends to conceal the fact that Mr. |
Hay is grievously disappointed at the reception ‘
accorded the work of his mind and heart, and |

be fecls that the best interests of the Govern-

ment a8 regards the canal are being endangered. |
. There is an impression among his Cabinet as-
scciates that if the Senate makes the treaty |
impossible of ratification by the other Power |
the Secretary will consider it an expression of
“want of confidence” in him and resign. Colonel
Hay is aware that he put the most earnest work |
of his life on the convention which bears his
name, and ne is willing that his fame in history
as an American patriot and statesman should
rest upon the ultimate achievements made possi-
ble by the Hay-Pauncefote Treaty. He cannot, |
therefore, understand why his purposes or his
motives have been so misinterpreted by the
country, or at least by the Senate. |

With the possible exception of his conduct of
the Chinese mnegotiations, Secretary Hay Is |
prouder of mo act in his public career than of |
the cansal treaty. Whether or not President Mec- |
Kinley would readily consent to the retirement
from his Cabinet of Mr. Hay cannot be stated.
It is reasonably certain that the President has |
freely discussed the subject with his Secretary |
on the latter's initiative, and that he has ear-
nestly requested him to be patient until the
storm blows over,

TEST VOTE PROBABLE THIS WEEK.

By the end of this week it is believed all of
the chief points of doubt in the matter, even
including Secretary Hay's course, will be dis-
solved. In the long executive session Saturday
Mr. Lodge made two ¢r three unsuccessful ef-
ferts to fix a final vote on the treaty for Thurs-
day. Senator Money led the opposition to fixing
& date for a vote, intimating a determination to
filibuster and thus postpone final action indefi-
nitely, or, at least, beyond this Congress. The |

effect of this would be exactly contrary to the ‘
Administration’'s desire, which is, as betorei

stated, to expedite canal legislation with all
proper speed. ‘

The Administration is earnestly desirous of re- |
deeming the pledge to the people and of making |
4 real beginning on the canal. Hence, it caa
be expected that Senator Lodge will renew his |
efforts to force an early date for a final vote,
The President also is in close touch with Sen-
ators Foraker and Aldrich on this subject, and
they will aid Senator Lodge in his effort to
hasten action. It is therefore thought that
at least a test wvote wiill be had before the |
week is out. Then the Administration and all |
the other friends of the canal enterprise will |
know approximately what the situation and the |
outlook are, and will be able to govern them-
selves accordingly.

REPRESENTATION PLANS.

DIFFERENT RATIOS OF REAPPORTION-
MENT FOR THE HOUSE COMPARED—
INTERESTS OF THE SEV-

ERAL STATES.

[{BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.)

Washington, Dec. 16.—Reapportionment of
representation under the results of the XIIth
Census is the subject uppermost in the minds
of members of the House to-day, and by rea-
son of the disposition manifested by some of
the leaders to press the matter to a conclusion
before the end of the current week and to re-
tain the existing total number of Representa-

| tives for the next ten years, much excitement

has developed over the losses which some States
will sustain, and efforts are being made in many

| directions to combine in favor of an enlarged

House.

Under the Hopkins bill, which developed a bare
majority on an informal vote of the Census
Committee yesterday, and which provides for
357 Representatives, as at present, several im-
portant States which actually lose no members
will suffer by comparison in the gains made by
others, notably New-York, Pennsylvania and
Massachusetts, while Ohio, Indiana and six
other States are directly reduced. They may
be depended on to combat vigorously any prope-
sition which will 1 their infl in Con-
gress and the Electora! Coilege.

Under the committee’s proposition, proceeding
on a ratio of 208,868 of population to a Repre-

sentative, Texas gels two extra members, while

New-York and Pennsylvania get one each. With

| twenty seats added to the House, Texas would

still gain two, but Pennsylvania would also gain
two and New-York three, and if thirty seats
were added New-York would gain four, Penn-
sylvania three and Texas three. The injustice
to two of the greatest States of an arrangement
that gives Texas as much gain as both of the
other two combined is obvious, especially when

| & fair Increase, commensurate in some degree

with the country’s great growth, would tend to
equalize the representation more nearly. Other
States fare almost as badly under the plan fa-
whe
would control all legislation in the House if
they could, and the revolt against this plan of
restricting the membership to its existing num-
ber is growing formidable.

Those who believe in a larger House, in spite
of the admitted unwieldiness of the present body,
point to the following table to show how the

growth of the House has kept pace with the de- |

velopment of the Nation, and how great the
discrepancy has become between the present
system and the standard set in the early days

when one member represented only 33,000 popu-
lation, while now it is proposed to limit a mem-
ber to nearly ten times that number. In the

The popular movement in favor of a larger
House will have an additional impetus as soon
a@s the trial tables prepared by experts of the
census and furnished on Friday to Chairman
Hopkins are published and studied by the vari-
ous State delegations affected by them. For
some reasons they have not yet been circulated
as generously as such bulletins usually are. In
fact, the edition was so small that barely haif
a dozen members have been provided with copies.

The work has been exhaustively done, and
every ratio from 213,045, giving 350 Representa-
tives, to a ratio of 186,414, giving 400 members.
has been carried out for every State to three
decimal places beyond the absolute number. Of
these the three that are most likely to figure
in legislation are those which provide no in-
crease in membership, which add twenty mem-
bers and which add thirty members. The offi-
cial results in each instance, omitting the frac-
tional details, are as shown in the following
table giving the number of Representatives to
each State under the existing and proposed
totals.

Editor and publisher of the ‘“New-Yorker Staats-

which Mr. Ottendorfer founded and endowed. As
representing the latter institution, the pallbearers
will be Andrew H. Green, E. 8. Whitman, August
Zinsser, Julius W. Brunn, Adolf Kuttroff, Richard
H. Adams and Reinhold von der Emde, with George
von Skal, Frank Schmitt, Hermann Lauckhardt,
Clemens Hunewinskell and Oscar Biron, of the
“Staats-Zeltung' staff. The muslcal part of the
service will be by Frank's Orchestra and the chorus
of both the Liederkranz and Arion societies.
George von Skal, Managing Editor of the ‘‘Staats-
Zeitung,” will deliver an oration in German ex-
tolling the late editor as a journalist and as a
representative German-American, while Jchn
De Witt Warner will pay tribute to the memory
of Mr. Ottendorfer as a patriot and a reformer.

TRIBUTE TO HIS MEMORY.
The “New-Yorker Staats-Zeitung.'" in the course
of an able and eloquent editorial on Oswald Ot-
tendorf2r, says amoung other things:

Oswald Ottendorfer represented the best quall-
ties of the German-American—thoraughness, so-
lidity, fidelity, identity, broad eé¢omprehension of
ublic life in general, and of the misslon of the
erman-Americans and the German press of this
country in particular.

The ideals of his youth he never lost. The con-
victions which he had in his European storm and
stress period became clearer here under institutions
which he studied deeply. and matured in him ideas
concerning free governments which nothing could
make him renounce. His fidelity to duty ruled him
in every step of his life. As long as he was
convinced that he was right he cared nothing for
criticlsm.

In all probability he would have made a name in
any calling, but without doubt the fleld which he
chose gave him the best opportunity to develop
his capabllities. Certain it is, he could not have
become such a leader in any other. Above all,
the German populat on of the United States owes
him a warm place in their hearts, but the entire
Nation has reason to give his efforts the highest
praise. Even across the ocean, in the old Father-
land, Ottendorfer's name will live as that of a man
who in another part of the world promoted Ger-
man culture and stood at the head of those here
who created a bpetter existence for millions of
Germans.

ERIE GETS MORE COAL PROPERTIES.

MR. MORGAN AND HIS ASSOCIATES ACQUIRE IM-
FPORTANT MINES IN ANTHRACITE REGION.

The acquisition of the Pennsylvania Coal Com-
pany, the greatest independent anthracite coal
company in the Erie Rallroad district. by that rail-
road corporation, as described in The Tribune, was
only the first step on the part of J. Plerpont Mor-
gan and his associates in the Erie in acquiring in-
dependent coal properties in that territory. Mr.
Morgan, acting for the Erie Railroad, bas acquired
other important independent coal properties in the
anthracite region. The properties said to have
been secured are those of the Coxe Brothers, egiht-
een mines. at Drifton, Eckley, Gowen, Tombicken
and Stockton, with an annual output of J,100.000
tons, price $4.800,000; George B. Markle's five mines
at Jeddo, price $1,000.000. Mr. Morgan, in making
these purchases, acted for the community of in-
terest combination which taken the coal sit-
uation in hand and the companies acquired will be
merged into the Erie Rallroad. Other mines are
also being taken over. and it is believed that it
will be ony a matter of time when the combination
controls everything in that territory.
