24 were ordered out, also those in houses back of
the factory, so wildly 4ld the flames shoot about.

When going to the fire John Barringer, forty-six
years old, a member of Engine Company No. &, in
Fulton-ave., between One-hundred-and-sixty-sev-
enth and One-hundred-and-sixty-eighth sts. Was
thrown from the tender at One-hundred-and-sixty-
seventh-st. and Fulton-ave. He sustained &
sprained wrist and internal injuries,

Edwand Rafer, a grocer, was using part of the
factory byllding as a storage warchouse. He had
rwenty barrels of spirite on the ground floor. One
of the barrels exploded, and then all the rest
went up. This catsed the fire to spread.

Time was lost by the firemen in going 10 a dupli-
cate alarm box. Patrolman Ploeau turned in an
slarm at Third-ave. and One-hundred-and-twenty-
second-st, which also registers at Second-ave. and
One-hundred-and-twenty-fifth-st. Several engines
and a truck went to the tter place. The fire had

SMASH ACUTO TO SAVE LIFE.

TWO MEN GUIDE RUNAWAY MACHINE
INTO A TREE-EXPLOSION IN AN-
OTHER VEHICLE.

Yonkers has had two automobile accidents
within two days. George Mayer and Wilbert Ol-
gan, both of Melrose, were speeding down North
Broadway yesterday at 4 p. m. Past Shonnard
Place they went in a large black steam vehicle at
the rate of about twenty-five miles an hour.
Maver, who was governing the machine, and who
is 1ts owner, did not attempt to slacken speed
antil he reached Glenwood-ave. Much to his
alarm, he discovered that some of the mechan-
ism had become disarranged and refused to
work.

He tugged and hauled at the lever without re-
sult. Despite the danger that the young men
were in, onlookers declare that they remained
perfectly cool. The vehicle reached the summit
of the steep incline at Gold-st., which leads to
the head of Lamartine-ave. Knowing the dan-
ger of death that faced them, the man at the
helm deliberately turned his automobile toward
the gutter. In an instant it crashed into a large
tree. ’

Both men were thrown from their seats and
pretty severely shaken up. The vehicle was
badly smashed, and for a time there was much
confusion, An expressman Was engaged to drag
the damaged machine to this city. The entire
front was caved in, and it appeared that not a
straight piece of metal was left in the machine.
The young men became cheerful over their
lucky escape. The owner said that he would
not take £1,000 for the vehicle, badly damaged
as It was.

An exvlosion occurred Tuesday in the 'auto-
mobile shed of Jchn E. Andrus, a wealthy man
living in North Broadway, Yonkers. Mr. An-
drus owns a machine which is operated by gaso-
lene. In the afterncon young Mr. Andrus and
some friends were at work on the machine "3
the shed. For some reason that cannot be fully
explained there was a loud explosion in one of
the gasolene tanks of the carriage. The young
men dashed from the shed in time to save their
lives. The building caught fire. The flames
were extinguished with buckets of water, The
machine was badly damaged as a result of the
accident.

FOR JUDGE BEEKMAN'S SEAT.

JOHN PROCTOR CLARKE CONFERS WITH
GOVERNOR ROOSEVELT-SEV-
ERAL CANDIDATES.

Before refurning to Albany yesterday afternoon
Governor Roosevelt had a long conference with
John Proctor Clarke at the Union League Club.
Afterward it was noised about that the place on
the Supreme Court bench made vacant by the death
of Justice Beskman had been offered to Mr, Clarke.
When Mr. Clarke was seen later he refused to dis-
cuss the subject. One of his friends sald:

“Mr. Clarke is tired of being suggested for every
vacancy that turns up in the State government,
He is a warm admirer of Governor Roosevelt, and
the (Governor likes him immensely, but Mr. Clarke
is not a continual ‘bone hunter.'™

Mr. Clarke at the present time is a speclal Dep-
uty Attorney-General for the State in prosecut-
ing the Brooklyn Rapid Transit comspiracy cases,
which now are on appeal. Among the others
spoken of for the vacancy are ex-Judge James W.
Hawes, James M. Varnum and Theron G. Strong.

Another “receptive candidate” is ex-Judge Myer
£. Isaacs, who was a candidate for Justice of the
sSupreme Court on the Republican and the Citizens
Union tickets in 1895 together with Mr. Beaman.

Mr. Isaacs was appointed a Judge of the Marine
Court in 188 by Governor Cornell, and was the
Republican candidate for Justice of the Supreme
Court in 18§i.

Whoever i= appainted to succeed Justice Beek-
man will serve unti! January 1, 1%2. At the elec-
tion in November next, however, successors to Jus-
tices ®myth and Beekman will be elected for the
full judicial term of fourteen years. For the first
time in many years the candidates on the anti-
Tammany tieket, whoever they may be, will stand
an excellent chance of election, and the men ap-
pointed 40 serve during the interval are likely to

Grimshaw, nineteen years old, of No, 140 Gov-
ernor-st., and Annie Handwerk, nineteen years
old, of No. 5 Auburn-st., had a narrow escape
from drowning in the river above the falls this
evening. They were skating, broke through the
fee, and disappeared In twenty feet of water.
There were about two hundred skaters on the
river at the time, but none of them knew what
to do. One man tried to reach the girls from
the shore. The ice would not sustain him, and
when he was waist deep in water he retreated.
A more daring man went out until hé was up
to his neck, breaking the ice as he went.

It was then that Theodore Bower, jr., who has
a boathouse near the place where the girls were,
got a ladder and a rope. He approached the
girls from the river side, creeping along on the
ladder, while the crowd held one end of the
rope. He caught Miss Grimshaw, but her
weight carried him and the ladder through the
fce, and he was soon struggling beside the two
girls. He is an expert swimmer and cool head-
ed. He replaced the ladder on the ice and, ex-
erting all his strength, succeeded in placing Miss
Grimshaw's arms in the rungs, so that she could
not slip. He left her clinging to the ladder, and

turned to help Miss Handwerk, who was going
down for the third time. The girl had been kept
up by her skirts, and Bower now held her head
out of the water until a rope was thrown to
him, and he was dragged ashore with the uncon-
scious girl in his arms,

As soon as he had laid Miss Handwerk down
Bower returned for Miss Grimshaw, and, after
a hard struggle, he succeeded in pulling her up
onto the ladder, after which she was drawn
to the shore. The girls were in the water for
about ten minutes, Both were unconscious
when taken out. They were carried to the
house of Charles Lovell, No. 98 Birch-st.,, where
they were resuscitated by Dr. Alexander. They
were hysterical, but will recover. The hercism
of Bower won the admiration of all who saw It.
