AN ESTATE VALUED AT $673,725 GOES

TO THE WIDOW WITH THE EXCEP-

TION OF AN OIL PAINTING

Anson Baldwin, of Tonkers, yesterday fllad in
Westchester County his report as transfer tax ap-
praiser for the estate of Henry Walter Webb, who
w"as vice-president of the New-York Central Rail-
road. The report shows that the personal property
Is valued at $555,725 and the real estate at SIIS.OOO.
The State will receive J5.557 as a transfer tax. The
will of Mr. Webb consisted of only one hundred
words. It leaves to his widow, Ltlla Howard
Webb, the entire estate, with the exception of a
large oil painting of his father. James Watson
Webb, which is bequeathed to G. Creighton Webb,

a brother, as a toijen of his sympathy and devo-
tion during the testator's illness. The portrait has
been appraised at $1,000.

The report further shows that the property of
the decedent at Searboro-on-the-Hudson is valued
at $110,000, and that he carried a life Insurance of

A codicil provides for the care of his two sons
in the event of his widow dying without leaving a
will. He directs that the United States Trust Com-
pany ftiß.ll have charge of all of the estate, and
that if the children are still minors at their
mother's death the trust company shall pay to
each son $12,500 annually for his support and edu-
cation.

Philadelphia. Dec. 10.—Former President
Grover Cleveland contributes to this week's
Issue of "The Saturday Evening Post. of Phila-
delphia, an extended article on the plight of the
Democracy and the remedy. Mr. Cleveland be-
gins by reviewing the history of the party, and

he discusses Its defeats since 1564 in detail. In
taking up the question of the present condition
of the Democracy, he says that the success of
the party in 1592 -was so decisive and over-
whelming that a long continuance of its su-
premacy was anticipated. Then came "the
fallacy of free silver and Populism. Mr Cleve-
land proceeds as follows:

The culmination of Democratic woe was reacted
when its compact with tr.jse un-Democratic forces
was complete, and when our rank and file were
summoned to do battle vnder banners which bore
strange symbols and were held aloft In unfamiliar
hands. The result of such a betrayal was fore-
doomed. This abandonment of the principles or
true Democracy, this contemptuous disobedience
of its traditions and this deliberate violation of the
law of Its strength and vigor were, by a decree as
inexorable as the decrees of fate, followed by the
inevitable punishment of stunning, staggering

Tne disaster of 18TS, invited by similar mad ad-
venture, was nuickly followed by a return to the
professions and practices of sane Democracy. But
th« extent and persistency of our wanderings in
18M is illustrated in a most astounding way by the

rank ir.d file, whose loyalty and obedience-" Reserved

in name: and again it was demonstrated, but more
clearly than ever before, that the only forces that
can win Democratic success are adhesion to recog-

nized Democratic principles and reliance upon
Democrat's councils and leadership.

Why should we not return to these and in tne.r

name again achieve victories no less rlorlous and
renowned than were our« in the days of courageous
advocacy of our time honored faith? Are our
principles so shopworn or antiquated as to require

renovation, or their displacement by others more
fashionable? There Is rot an honest Democrat in
this broad land that will concede these things, nor
i.« there one who would not hail the proclamation
of the old faith with that fighting enthusiasm that
for-tokens Democrat!.* triumph. As new conditions
arise our principles must be applied to them: but

When Iwas asked by the President two and a
hair years ago to again take up the mission to
Turkey, it was because matters had come to a
eiancsul!. and nc attention was paio to American
afialrs. We had tried for three years to have our
Consul who was appointed to Erzeroum recognized,
but had failed, within tnlrty cays after my arrival
this matter was carried through. A number of our
missionaries who had left their posts in the in-tenor of a.: were prevented from returning. I
Insisted u^on the rights of American citizens tv der
our treaties ta travel wherever they pleased in
Turkey, ar.d the result was that for both English
and Americans ar.d foreigners generally Ituc-
ceedec in obtaining what is generally characterizedas the open door.

Shortly before my appointment the Turkish Gov-
ernment sent a reply to our Government denying
a., responsibility for the destruction of Aaserioanmissionary property during the Armenian troubles
wtich occurred in ISSS. and refused to pern the
rebuilding of the American school and college
buildings which ¦

-
re destroyed during the troubles.Itook the whole matter up anew and argued the

question from the standpoint of international iaw.
They met the arguments and endeavored to contro-
vert them by citing against me the position ifthe
united States Government in troubles that arose
in Florida against seme Cubans and also the mas-
sacre of seme Chinese in the far West and also
the lyr.chir.g of some Italians in New-Orleans come
ler. years ago, and citing that our Government had
denied all liabilities in these eases. These cases
had not escaped me in the original argument, and
Iwas not s-prprised that they were brought up. I
then showed them that while we did not admit
strictly our liability ineach case, yet from a spirit
of equity ar.d in order to preserve the good rela-
tions between the countries we made pecuniary
compensation.
Ithen turned to the books and rave them the

evidence. This had the effect of completely chang-
ing their attitude. In«tt. under my Instructions.
Informed them that 1 would insist upon the demand
for an arbitration if they continued to deny liabil-
ity, and pointed out to them that if they accepted
we wou.d certainly defeat them upon the interna-
tional law of the Question, and at the same tim«
such an arbitration would necessarily bring up all
the questions and all their connection with the Ar-
mer.ian massacres; that ifthey refused, it would b*
notice to other rations having like claims, some- of
them much larger than ours, like England. France
and Italy, that they declined the omy just and
equitable way for nations to rorr.* to in agreement
upon so Important a matter of difference The re-
suit was that in December. 1553. in an audience had
with the Sultan for that purpose, he agreed to the
indemnity.
