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DBCIBIONIN SUIT OF DEALER WERTHEIM-
ER POSTPONED UNTIL JANUARY 9.

Paris. Dec. 26.—Before the First Civil Trib-
unal of the Seine to-day Maltre Bonnat resumed
hi« speech, begun on December 20, when the
ca«e waa adjourned for a week, in behalf of the
Count and Countess de Castellane in the suit of
Charles Wertheimer. a London brle-a-brac
dealer, to recover payment for art objects sold
to the defendants, the transaction, taken as
a test case, involving the sum of 12.946 francs.
In elaborate arguments counsel set forth the
counterclaim of the Castellanes, who demand
a reduction of the debt, provisionally estimated
to be at least 2.000.000 francs, and the restitu-
tion of objects taken Inexchange by Wertheim-
er. under the penalty of 1.000 francs for each
day's delay In the restitution from the day of
Judgment, finally claiming damages to the
amount of 300,000 francs. Counsel suggested
that experts be appointed to appraise the ar-
ticles involved, and suggested that these ex-
perts be chosen from an ordinary list or from
among the presidents of the Exposition Juries.
He explained that George J. Gould, of New-
York, in aiding the Castellanes In this suit, de-
sired to accomplish a duty which the Court
had previously confided to him, while the Cas-
tellanes. after throwing off Wertheimer's yoke,
brought the case Into court because they
thought the publicity of the hearing was better
than the mystery of suspicious pacts and equiv-
ocal arrangements. In so doing, counsel as-
serted, they did an act of dignity and courage.

Maitre Foucauld. counsel for Wertheimer, im-

plied, saying that the authenticity of only five
articles, of the value of 500,000 francs, could
be possibly questioned, and while Wertheimer
affirmed their genuineness he would consent to
another expert examination, on the understand-
ing that if the articles were declared spurious

the 500,000 francs was to be struck out of his
bill;but Jf they were declared genuine the Cas-
tellanes were to pay the full price, no revalu-
ation being admitted. Wertheimer, counsel
added, opposed the restitution of the art works
which the Count de Castellane gave him In
pledge for payment of the total of the bill on
the eve of his departure for America.

Maitre Bonnat again spoke, affirming that the
Castellanes only secured delays in payment and
the withdrawal of Werthelmer's cult by fresh
purchases of articles for 250,000 francs -which
were barely worth 15,000 francs. This, counsel
claimed, was selling delays at usurious rates.
The Castellanes, counsel continued, demanded
an expert valuation of all the purchases, and
not of & few objects.

The case was adjourned until January !),

when judgment will be delivered.

"CAPRICES OF LOCAL TRAVEL."

To the Editor of The Tribune.
Sir: Your comments on the propensity of pas-

sengers in general, and of women In particular, to

remain standing near the rear doors of trolley oars
when there are no vacant seats, are well taken.
Men are not wholly free from the propensity, but
women are by far the worst offenders. This Is
partly due to a certain native Inability to under-
stand why they should "move up front" and partly

to a dread of trying to advance when the car Is
making its spasmodic startß and halts. Many

women cannot readily reach the straps, and, failing
those, they are quite without means of retaining
their balance, save by bracing their feet well apart,

which most of them seem Incapable of doing. Trol-
ley cars should be provided with some sort of
fixed braces or supporters more readily within
reach than the ordinary straps. Iunderstand that
experiments are being made in this direction.
It occurs to me that straps or other flexible at-

tachments might be stretched, say. from the strap
rail overhead to the window ledges. These might
serve in a way for seat divisions, and would be
within easy** reach of anybody tall enough to go
about alone, while they would hardly Interfere at
all with people passing or standing In tl*e aisle.

NEARLY THREE QUARTS GIVEN TO AN ANIMAL

WHEN IT 16 BEING RESCUED.

A horse of the Street Cleaning Department fell
Into the North River from the Forty-seventh-st.
dump soon after 5 p. m. yesterday and remained in
the water four hours. In that time nearly three
quarts of whiskey was given to the animal. The
horse, attached to a garbage cart, was driven on
the dump. The driver was turning the cart when
the horse stepped over the edge of the dump and
fell. The weight of the cart held the animal sus-
pended until the harness was cut. The horse then
dropped fifteen feet into a garbage barge.

Ropes were procured and efforts were made to
hoist the horse to the dump. But the ropes parted
and the horse fell Into tbe water and floated under
the pier. Several men Jumped into a rowboat and
got the animal to the Forty-elghth-st. pier. Here
it stuck in the mud and had to be towed back to
the Forty-seventh-st. pier. It teas kept afloat
until the arrival of a portable derrick from the de-
partment stable inEast Seventeenth-st. When the
derrick had been made ready for hoisting the horse
two of the bellybands broke. At the third attempt
the animal was lifted out of the water.

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Senator Nathaniel A. Elsberg spoke to the mem-
bers of the Central Republican Club of the XXXIst
Assembly District last night, in the rooms of the
club, at No. 101 West One-hundred-and-twenty-
seventh-st.. on "The "Work of the Legislature and
Experiences of Legislative Life." Mr. Elsberg said
that the Legislature represented the average sense,
the average virtue and the average intelligence of
the community.
Mr. Elsberg objected to calling members of leg-

islatures "slavish dummies" because they occa-
sionally voted In favor of party measures for
party's sake. He said that it was not asking too
much to demand that a man sustain and advocate
the Intelligent opinion of the majority of his party,
if that opinion was arrived at ina caucus and was
to be upheld as a matter of party expediency. To
make his point clearer, Mr. Elsberg drew a dis-
tinction between politicaland non-political bills. Po-
litical bills never Involve fundamental subjects.
They are not bills on which a legislator votes by
rule of conscience; but, on the other hand, they are
merely bills in which votes are controlled by the
question of what had already been called "party
expediency."

Speaking of the State constabulary, Mr. Elsberg
said:

The police power of the State ought to be exer-
cised by the State. The State did originally exer-
cise this power, although It surrendered the peace
preserving element to localities. Itis well, however,
to remember the service of that element.

REST7I/T OF EXPERIMENTS BY PHYSIOLOGISTS OF

rNTVERSTTY OF CHICAGO.

Chicago. Dec. 26.-The Record- says that experi-

ments on turtles have convinced Dr. Jacques Loeb

and Professor D. J. Lingle, physiologists of the

University of Chicago, that common salt In the
blood makes the heart beat. What Is more, they

assert that not only does salt keep the heart In ac-
tion, but that it possibly may cause tbe heart to

beat again after It has once stopped.

For several months Dr.Loeb and Professor Lingle

have conducted a series of scientific tests to prove
their theory, and have made public the results
they obtained. In the experimental work, instead
of taking the heart as a whole a small strip from
one of the ventricles was used. The blood was re-
moved and the piece of flesh suspended Iddifferent
solutions. In this way their conclusions were
educed.

Suspended in a solution of sodium chloride the
strip of turtle's heart began a series of beats.
Separated from ail nerve connections tbe lifeless
strip of heart muscle responded perfectly to the
presence of the ealty solution.

For weeks the experimenters worked to ascertain
what properties *a.lt contained to cause this
rhythmic beating of the heart that were not pos-
sessed by calcium or potassium, the salts of which
enter the composition of the blood. Inmaking the
investigations they discovered that a pure sodium
chloride solution was destructive of heart tissues,

and that by mixing calcium and potassium solu-
tions with the sodium solutions the poisonous
destructive effects of the sodium chloride were
overcome.

FrVE YEARS FOR ALLEGED SWINDLER.
Paris, Dec. M.—The Appeal Court has confirmed

the sentence of five years' imprisonment Imposed

on an Ingenious swindler named Goftray, who
posed in clerical circles here In April last as the

to convert the young Indians of New-Mexico. Sev-
eral times Goffray succeeded in celebrating mass,
and once was nearly arrested on the point of cele-
brating mass at Strasburg.
