REPORT OF ENGINEER BOND WILL BE

READY FOR THE GOVERNOR ON

FEBRUARY 12.

Albany. Dec. 17 (Special).— State Engineer Bond
stated to-night that he would submit his report to

Governor Odell regarding the probable cost of a
barge canal Zrom Buffalo to the Hudson River on
February 11 The State Engineer's survey has
been ln progress for six months, and the en-
gineers are now making the computations neces-
sary to determine the cost of the suggested canal.
The Canal Advisory Committee, of which General
Francis V. Greene was chairman, estimated that
the cost of a barge canal would be $62,000,000, but
this was recognized merely as a rough estimate.
The State Engineer has no figures yet to determine
what the cost willbe. Lieutenant-Governor Wood-
ruff said to-night:

The Produce Exchange of New-York and other
commercial bodies are taking a deep interest ln the
movement for the construction of a barge canal,
and throughout the State the subject is being con-
sidered. Iregard It as the most important subject
which the Legislature will have to consider, and
It should be debated with great care. It should
not be hastily acted upon, and. therefore, Iwould
favor having the Legislature remain in session until
May Ifnecessary Inorder to bring about a thorough
debate upon It. The Canadians are pushing the de-
velopment of their canals and trying thus to lure
the grain of the West on its way to Europe in their
direction. It certainly Is a time when the members
of the Legislature of New-York are called upon
to give careful attention to this threatened competi-
tion with the canals of this State.

EDUCATIONAL NEEDS IN SOUTH.

SET FORTH BY CHAVCELI*OR OF UNIVER-

SITY OF MISSISSIPPI.
Richmond, Va., Dec. 27.—The tenth annual con-

vention of the Southern Educational Association
began here this morning. Addresses of welcome
were delivered by Governor J. Hope Tyler. Mayor
Richard M. Taylor and City School Superintendent
Fox, and responses were made by Superintendent

Wootten. of Paris, Tex.; R. C. Glenn, State Com-
missioner of Education. Atlanta, and Superin-
tendent of Public Institutions J. G. Calhcun, of
Louisiana. President R. B. Fulton, Chancellor of
the University of Mississippi, delivered the annual
address. He dtecusspfl the facilities for education
given by the South to the white nnd colored races,

and said Ineach State they had divided with the
colored race the funds raised by taxes p.-iirl al-
most entirely by *hlte men, and had given equal

educational facilities at the public expense. He
asked whether it had been proved that the studies
which train to acuteness the Anplo-Snxon mind
were the best to sharpen th» Mongolian or the
African Intellect. Had not blind sentiment been
aiming- to give Anglo-Saxon minds to the negro
race, instead ->f offering that development and
training which would best meet the possibilities
of that race? Millions of dollars had been spent
annually for thirty-five years in the Southern
States for tne education of the negro race. Had
there been an adequate ln advancement
shown? It was. he added, the duty of the intel-
ligent educators of the South to study and discuss

these problems in all fulness and with Impartial
Interest, and to determine In form and kind and
method the education and training that should be
afforded to the negro race.

Continuing, President Fulton said in part:

The greatest educational need of the South to-day
is at least one Institution pre-eminently fitted bytits
material equipment, tta means of support, and its
environment, to command and hold without chal-
lenge the position of leader ln technical training
among the Institutions ahout it. No one of the
State institutions can claim thts position for our
section. To afford the material appliances for such
an Institution as v 9 need, $1,000,000 Is a minimum
sum. To maintain Its work as It should be, an
endowment of not less than $3,000,000 would be
needed. One Institution with ample equipment,
properly located and organized, could easily be
made to exert a guiding and helpful Influence upon
all manual and technical training in all schools ln
the South. Can there not be found somewhere thßt
ualon of wealth of material with wealth of noble
liberality which shall provide In the flrst years of
the coming century for this most pressing need of
educaton In the South?

President Charles "W. Dabney, of the University

of Tennessee, read a paper on "Scientific and Tech-
nical Education ln the South." "Technical skill."
the speaker said, "is needed to utilize the raw
material to the best advantage. The time comes,
however, ln the history of every nation, when It
must educate Its people ln science and train them
In manufactures and industries, or it will go down.
This higher scientific education is the forerunner
of higher prosperity, and the nation which falls to
develop the Intellectual faculty for production must
degenerate, for it cannot stand still. It Is gener-
ally known that General Lee was a great believer
in scientific and technical education. The Southern
people have still to realize the Ideals of Lee In
education."

MUs C. S. Parrlsh, professor of philosophy In the
Randolph-Macon Woman's College, of Lynchburg,
Va., presented some interesting facts regarding the
education of women in the South.

iMEETING OF AMERICAN ECONOMIC AND

I AMERICAN HISTORICAL ASSOCIATIONS.
• Detroit. Dec. 27.—"A historian, to make his
1 mark, must show some originality somewhere."
Isaid Dr. James F. Rhodes. In his address to-night

:on "The Writing of History" before the first Joint'
session of the American Economic Association and

: the American Historical Association. in the Central

!Methodist Church. "Itmay be In the use of hith-
> erto inaccessible or unprlnted material." continued
IDr. Rhodes, "or it may be. the employment of some
Isources of information open to all. but not used
1 before, or it may even be the fresh combination of

well known and well elaborated facts."
Dr. Rhodes then warned all historians against

hasty and Imperfect generalization, saying that a
historian Is a sort of trustee, and as such is bound
to produce nothing that he cannot vouch for. He

then discussed modern and ancient historians at
length, pointing out their shortcomings In various
respects and praising the best works of each.

After the M0members of both societies gathered

ln the church had been formally welcomed to the
city by Mayor Maybury, President Richard T. Ely

of the American Economic Association, who pre-

sided over the meeting, read a paper on "Competi-

tion: Its Nature, Its Permanency and Its Benefi-
cence."

At the close of the joint session the two societies
adjourned to the University Club rooms, where a
smoker was conducted by the local Arrangements

Committee. To-mor.-ow morning at 8:50 both

societies start for Ann Arbor, where two Joint ses-
sions will be held, with President Angell. of the
University of Michigan, ln the chair.

The afternoon of the American Historical Society

was devoted to a public session of the church his-
tory section. Profe3*or George James Bayles of
Columbia University, read a paper on "American
Kcclesiology." Professor Francis A. Christie of
the Meadville, Perm.. Theological School, contributed
a paper on "The Ignatian Epistles," and Secretary
Samuel M. Jackson read a paper on "The Origin of
the Apostles' Creed." which was written by Pro-
fessor Arthur C. McGlffert. of the Union Theolog-

ical Seminary, who was unable to be present on
account of illness.

While *he papers were being read various com-
mittees were transacting business. A report on
membership showed the total to be 1.614 an in-
crease over last year of 203 members. The Commit-
tee on Next Place of Meeting decided to hold the
next sessions in Washington in 1902. An invitation
by cable was received from Dr. Pals, of Rome, ask-
ing the society to Join in an international historical
congress to be held in Rome in 1902. when was
accepted.

"The Taxation of Quasi-Public Corporations" was
the subject discussed at the initial session of the
thirteenth annual meeting of the American Eco-
nomic Association in the Convection Hail of the

Hotel Cadillac to-day. There were no prelimina-

ries, but as soon as the hour arrived for the ses-
sion to begin Dr. Richard T. Ely,president of the
association, announced Dr. Frederic C. Howe, of
Cleveland, as the first essayist, and he responded

with an interesting paper. He said ln part:

The present confusion in State and local taxa-
tion Is largely traceable to legal and constitutional
reasons It arises from the restrictions of the
courts and the Federal Constitution upon the
powers of the States to tax transportation compa-
nies and those engaged In Interstate traffic. Many
of the evils of the personal property tax are trace-
able to the same conflict of jurisdiction. In no
branch of the science of finance is there as much
confusion and lack of uniformity as in the taxa-
tion of corporations of a quasi-public character,
such as railroads, telegraphs, telephones, express,
gas water, electric lighting and street railway
companies. The laws of our States show no funda-
mental plan or principle.

In recent years the tendency has been back to
the taxation of property and away from the taxa-
tion of earnings. But instead of taxing railroad
property by an Inventory of Its roadbed, right of
way. rolling stock, etc.. under later laws, the
valuation has been made up from the stock ana.
bonds of the company. In some Instances, this has
been called a property tax. in others franchise tax,

as In the case of the Ford Franchise Tax law, re-
cently passed in New-York. This is the method ap-

proved by the Pennsylvania Tax Conference in its
celebrated report of 1895. Itis the method employed
in Connecticut, and, with some modifications, has
been adopted In Massachusetts, New-Jersey. Ohio,
Indiana and Illinois. One of the chief advantages of
this tax lies ln the fact that it has been approved
by the United States courts. Moreover, it treats the
corporation as an entity, a unit or a going concern,

and values itao such. Further than this, it adopts
the valuation of the commercial world as evidence
of the price for which stocks and bonds have sold,

and values the corporation by adding to the market
value of the stock of the company the par value of
the bonds. In some States this method is em-
ployed as to all corporations.

Frederick N. Judson, of St. Louis, read the sec-
ond paper on the subjact. Following the reading of
the papers, there was a lively discussion of, the
subject matter, participated In by Professor E. R.
\. Sellgman, of Columbia University; James B. Dill,

•»f New- York; Arthur J. Edney. of Chicago; Pro-
l'essor William R. Rlpley, of the Massachusetts In-
stitute of Technology, and others.

NATURALISTS MEET IN BALTIMORE.
WELCOMED TO JOHNS HOPKINS UNIVERSITY BY

PRESIDENT GILMAN.

Baltimore,' Dec. 27.—1n a graceful and felicitous
speech to-night President Daniel C. Gilman of Johns
Hopkins University welcomed to the city and to
the buildings of the university members of the
American Society of Naturalists and kindred so-
cieties and sections. There -was a large attendance
of scientists, who have assembled from all quar-
ters to discuss the tendencies and developments of
science in all Its varied and manifold "departments.
Immediately following the welcoming address, a
public reception was tendered the visitors In Mc-
Coy Hall. Besides delegates and visitors In at-
tendance upon the meetings of the various affiliated
societies, members of the faculty, -with their wives,
and men prominent In educational life were present.

Although 'he offlciai welcome was not extended
until to-ni^'it, the various societies held two ses-
sions to-day in the several halls and laboratories
connected with the university, at which papers
treating upon all the varied topics were read and
discussed by recognized authorities.

At a short business meeting of the Society of
Naturalists the committee appointed to consider
the advisability of forming a Western branch «'
the society reported, suggesting that if a Western
branch be established it be independent of the
Eastern body, so as to control Its own affairs and
keep its own records. It was also suggested by the
committee that the former name. "The Society o"
Naturalists of the Eastern United States," be re-
sumed by the society.

HENRY E. DOREMTJS.
Henry E. Doremus, eldest son of Cornelius Dore-

mut, president of the Germanla Life Insurance
Company, died from typhoid fever at the home of
hl» father.

There Is trouble ln the work of some employes

of the association, according to report, through
the confidential relations existing between them
and the company «*nd the policy holders or pros-
pective ones. These employes, tt Is said, had in-

formation kept In the private books of the com-
pany. The nature of the work, for which the com-
pany, it is said, discharged two of its employes. Is
not known.

De Lancey Nicoll. counsel for the Provident Com-
pany, drew up the complaint against Mortimer and
Van Vleck. They were charged with withholding

reports and purloining documents belonging to the
company, but the technical charge waa grand
larceny of $500.

The men were balled out about 10 o'clock by
William Browning, of No. 16 West Ftfty-fourth-st.

Frederick Stlmson, of No. 56 Liberty-st.. thetr coun-
sel, said that Mortimer was actuary of the Provi-
dent Life Assurance Company and that Van Vleck
was assistant actuary.

"The men only did what they should have done
in protecting themselves," said Mr. Stlmson. "They
made copies of the records, so that If they were
shown certain records they could refer to their own
copies and find if the ones shown were correct.
The company wanted information the two men
had. and as "they refused to give that information
up for their own protection the company has made
this charge."

ARRESTS IX JXSURAXCE CASE.'

DR. C. H. BROWN TUMBLES INTO AREA-

WAY FROM SIDEWALK AFTER

DINNER PARTY.

Dr. Clymes Higgins Brown, of Syracuse, a well
known oculist, who, with his wife, had been stay-
ingat the Hotel Imperial since last Friday evening,
was found at 6SO o'clock yesterday morning lying
unconscious inside the iron fence of a shallow area-
way at No. 200 West For'v-fifth-Bt. by Policeman
Hlllman. The peculiar p<- ''on in which he was-
lying seemed to Indicate that he had fallen through
the Iron gate. He died In the West Forty-seventh-
m. station a few minutes later, without regaining
consciousness. The body was removed to the
Morgue.

The areaway is about half a foot below the side-
walk. The iron railing In front Is about four feet
high, with a gate of foe same height. The house is
only a short distance from Elghth-ave.

W. L.Busby, who had been with the Doctor and
his wife on Wednesday evening, said that Dr. and
Mrs. Brown had a number of friends at dinner at
the Imperial on Wednesday evening. Shortly after
the dinner the Doctor and some of his guests left
the hotel They did not state where they were
going, but Itwas the belief that they Intended to
visit some of the playhouses, and that the Doctor
would return In a reasonable length of time. Dr.
Brown and a friend went to the Waldorf-Astoria
Immediately after leaving the hotel. They visited
several of the theatres, and after midnight stepped
tat« Rector's, where they remained until about 3
o'clock yesterday morning. There they were Joinedby several other persons, and the company drank
freely of chrmpagae. While under the influence of
the ehamprirne, Mr. Busby believes, and In an at-
tempt to c»fDnie Its effects, the Doctor walked

about H',s fallingInto the areaway, Mr.Busby be-
lieves, la easily accounted for.

A number of the doctor's friends were looking for
him when word came from the police and the
Coroner that he had been found unconscious in the
areaway. a couple of the doctor's friends visited
the Morgue and saw the body. .:;::

At the Morgue Deputy Coroner Weston per-
formed an Autopsy upon the body. On hearing the
jstory of the police Dr. Wastes] arrived at the con-
clusion that death had been caused by asphyxia,
and that the cuts and bruises could have been made
by a fall. The brain showed the effects of alcoholicstimulants There were abrasions on the right el-bow, contusion* on the left hand, forearm, side»rui shoulder and on the forehead and along theleft l*g. Three ribs and the hyold bone were
Droken and the trachea, showed internal hem-orrr.ages.

The boSy is to be taken to Syracuse to-day, andthe funerl will probably be held Sunday. The doc-tor who was forty-eight years old. leaves an agedmother and a brother, besides his widow. Mrs

My experiments have led me to conclud- that,
electrically charged elements are the basis of this
life process of development. The introduction of
a small amount of potassium into the egg or the
extraction of a small amount of moisture has the
same effect In developing the life of the. egg as has
the contact of the male element with the egK.

MIVVOrK. THE PRINCIPAL WITNESS,

TELLS A STORY OF BRUTALITY

AT BELLEVUE.

The inquest Into the death of Louis H. Hilllard
in the insane pavilion of Bellevue Hospital on De-

cember 12 was begun before Coroner Fltzpatrlek

at 11 o'clock yesterday morning. Three nurses
from the Mills Training School. J. R. Davis. Ed-
ward C. Dean and Clinton L.Marshall, who were
on duty at the Insane pavilion, are accused of
causing Hflllard'B death. They were represented
by Henry B. Anderson. Coroner Fitspatrick had

no sooner taken his seat than he ordered from the
courtroom all persons except those Interested in

the case.
Mrs. Mary Hilllard. of No. 394 Seven th-aye., testi-

fied through an Interpreter that on December 11

at 8:30 o'clock in the morning her husband left
home ina very excited condition. He did not com-
plain of any pains in his throat or chest. His
breathing, she said, was all right. He said he was
going down to see the French Consul.

Sergeant William H. Wilbur, on duty at the desk
of the First Precinct on December 11, told of Hill-
lard being sent to Bellevue. and said he talked
freely, without any impediment or indications of
injury to hi« throat.

William Rosensohn, Gouverneur Hospital ambu-
lance surgeon, responded to the call from the First
Precinct station, and found Hilliard walking up
and down and talking excitedly.

The man showed his throat and was apparently
sound, witness said, and he could not have walked
and talked incessantly, as he did, and climbed Into
the ambulance without manifesting any signs of
pain ifhe had a broken rib. Hllliard refused to
Bet into the ambulance, and they put the restrain-
ing belt on him and fastened his hands. It re-
quired the help of the driver and a policeman to put
the be-lt on him. The witness said they had to
use force. Then Hilliard was put Into the ambu-
lance, and he talked quietly and rationally. At the
Insane pavilion he walked up the stairs without
effort or showing any sign of pain.

Coroner Fitzpatrlck cross-examined the witness
sharply as to whether Hllllard's side struck against
the side of the ambulance. Witness said this did
not happen, so far as he saw, and that he neither
groaned nor ceased talking for an Instant.
1 After further cross-examination by the Jurymen
a recess was taken at 12:50 o'clock.

After the recess Mrs. Hilllard was recalled, and
said she visited her husband in the insane pavilion
about S o'clock on the day he died, and spent about
half an hour with"him.

"Did you see any marks on him?" asked the
Coroner.

"He was already black In the face," said Mrs.
Hilliard.

She said her husband told her ne was thrown
on the floor and kicked, and said, "The small man
kicked me," indicating Marshall.

Dr. Allen Fitch, examiner of lunacy for the De-
partment of Public Charities, testified that he saw
Hilllard at the Insane Pavilion on December 13.
He was excited and resisting, and had many delu-
sions, especially that he was being persecuted by
the Jews. His condition was antemlc and weak.
He did not show any Impediment Inhis speech, but
was hoarse.

"Would breaking of the hyoid bone cause hoarse-
ness?" he was asked.

"It might.";;,. /
"Did he show any difficulty in breathing?"
"None whatever."
Thomas J. Minnock, the reporter on whose com-

plaint the three nurses were arrested, said he was
In the insane ward from December 10 to December
15, and was there when Hllllard was brought In.
Dean cried out, he said. "Hurrah, here comes an-
other bum!" Hilllard, be sad. was run down the
corridor and was kicked by Marshall. He described
Hllliard's refusing to eat, and said that Dean came
out and. saying. "I'llmake you eat." grappled
Hilllard by the throat, threw him to the floor and
held him there until he was black In the face.kneeling on his chest. Marshall and Donnelly
helped to hold him. Hilllard was again told to eat
and declared he would not. and the three hit andkicked him. Marshall ordered the other patients
to the other end- of the room, but witness staidthere, and then •they dragged Hilllard head first
into the bathroom. -¦They took his clothes ?ft and
gave him a shower bath, and when he began to
come to the nurses hit him in the stomach. Dean
cried: "I'll fix you, you ." Then they took
Hilllard Into his room.

Next morning he saw nothing of Hilllard until
dinner. He was feeble and seemed to be in great
pain. His head was covered with bruises, and
there were blue marks on his throat. About 1
o'clock he said Superintendent O'Rouike came in
and said: • •

"You have been getting a pretty good beating,
hey?"

"No," replied HUUard. "Ihave been scratched."
Davis, witness said." told Dr. Wlldman, when he

came on his rounds, that they had a pretty vio-
lent patient, and Dr.: Wlldman, he alleged, replied:
"Give him a good licJdng."
"Idid. but it don't seem to do him any good,"

Minnock said was Davls's answer.
Davis told Dr.Moore when ho came, according to

Minnock, that they had a pretty violent patient,
and the doctor replied: "Well, you know what to
do with him"

The witness then said ihat the nurses were In
the habit of placing: a lookout at one of the win-
dows to watch for' Dr. Fitch, as he would not
stand for any nonsense.

Continuing, the witness said that at supper on
Wednesday one of the nurses asked Hilllard Ifhe
was going to eat. -Hilllard said he was not. he
wanted to go home. Davis came rushing In from
the office ami grabbed Hllliard. who broke away
and ran around

-
the table. Marshall and Dean

caught him, and he was kicked unmercifully. Dean
an,l Marshall holding him up while Davis kicked
him about the I?ks and thighs, and even about
the body. Then, the witness said, they got a sheet
and rolled it up, and, putting it around Hilllard's
r.eck, twisted it tighter and tighter. Then they
took him Into the bathroom and turned the water
on him without taking off his clothes. They
dragged him head first to his room, his head and
feet hanging down and bumping on the floor as
they dragged him.

Witness heard Davis say: "Dean, come here: I
think this fellow Is dying." The nurses ran past
the witness's room several times, and then Davis
telephoned for Dr. Moore.

Questioned by the Coroner, Minnock denied that
Hllliard was ever violen* or made, any effort to
use viblence toward the nurses, or that he had
ever fallen In trying to escape from them.
In reply to Mr. Mclntyre. Minnock said that

when the nurses were beating him Hilliard cried
out: "Ain't you ashamed?" "Kill me at once;"

"Finish me!"
Mr. Anderson asked several Questions, seemingly

to trip Minnock, but the witness stood the tests.
Dr. K. J. Donlln, Deputy Coroner, who made

the autopsy on the body of Hllllard. testified that
he found abrasions on the. right elbow, contusions
on the left hand, forearm, side and shoulder, and
on the forehead and all along the left leg. He
said that three ribs were broken, the lungs con-
gested, the hyold bone was broken, and that the
trachea showed internal hemorrhages. Death had
been caused, he said, by asphyxiation and fracture
of the ribs.

In answer to questions Dr. Donlln said that the
hyoid bone could be broken more readily by stran-
gulation than by a blow, and that choking would
not

- necessarily leave marks. The bruises oh
Hilllard's face. Dr. Doniln said, were more likely
to have bee.i caused by fist blows than by striking
against something.

Tne inquest will be resumed at 11 o'clock this
morning.

KELLER ASKS REPORTS FROM DOCTORS.

WANTS INFORMATION ON CERTAIN POINTS

Dana, president of the Bellevue Medical Board, a
letter reciting the charges of alleged evils at the
hospital, and asking the Board to make full re-
ports on the following points:

First— Is the Instruction given to the house
staff with regard to the duty or individual mem-
bers in the treatment of patients in Bellevue Hos-
pital?

Second— ls the interest of the patients subvertedto the educational interests of the medical colleges
connected with Bellevue Hospital? In this con-
nection Iwould ask a report of the exact limita-
tions of bedside Instruction and of clinical instruc-
tion. Is there any limit as to the number of stu-
dent* that may be taken through a ward under
Instruction? Is there any limit to the number of
times In a day that students may be taken through
any one ward? Incllntc&l instruction Is there any
limit to the time that the patient Is kept on the
table? In general, do the patients in any way
suffer from the Instruction given to the students
In liellevuQ Hospital?
