Iart or the boarding house master's offer is to pro-
vide the sailor with an outfit of clothing for hisnext voyage. He glibly promises to deliver this
"n board the ship in the Bay. after it has left thepier. It is not his plan to do this, however, and
the sailor has little opportunity for redress. Once
the vessel has left the pier he has little or no
whence to communicate' with the shore, and theli<=n on his wages is paid.
It sometimes happens under these circumstances

that the defrauded sailors refuse to work until thewrong has been righted. The captain sends ashore
for the boarding house proprietor to come on board
and settle his differences with the sailors. This
settlement often consists in punishing the offend-
ers physically, one by one, until they agree to¦work.

FOR AND AGAINST THE SAILOR.
The land sharpers who prey on the sailor have

,a thousand ways to accomplish their object. It
1 was learned only a few days ago that the place

usually selected by the boarding house keepers for
bringing together the crews which they have been
commissioned to organize is Market Slip. Their
jeason for choosing this place Is that there is less
danger of interference from the police here thananywhere else in case of trouble with the sailors.

The lodging house men have a club known as the
Riverside Club. It is said that this club is con-

nected with the "Paddy" Divver Club, and through
this channel is allied with Tammany Hall. The po-
lice in that neighborhood are friendly to them.

On July 23 a United States law went Into effect
prohibiting runners for clothiers and lodging bouses«o board merchant vessels before they have reached
the pier or anchorage where they are to discharge
their cargoes. The object of the passage of this
law was to prevent them from gettingat the sailors
before the latter had had an opportunity to get
ashore. Under this law six cases have been tried
in the United States Circuit Court in this city and
convictions found in each case.

Owing to the smallnt-f s of the fines imposed, haw-
ever, the runners pay little respect to the law, say-
ing that the Increased profits derived from board-
ing the vessels in the stream are so great that they
can afford to pay the fines and continue to disre-
gard the law.

The State Board of Commissioners for Licensing
Sailors' Hotels and Boarding Houses and the branch
of the Legal Aid Society for Seamen are raising
funds to purchase a launch to collert evidence and
to assist sailors who have been defrauded by the
hoarding house masters who have obtained orders
from them. The launch willbe used to drive run-
ners away from incoming ships and give defrauded
sailors on outgoing ships an opportunity to com-
municate with the shore. It is hoped by means of
the launch to obtain so many convictions of offend-
ers that they will, to some extent at least, give up
their practices.

first set cf clubs was brought after Mr.Lockharfs
return from Scotland. The story of their introduc-
tion is an interesting one.

At that time St. Andrews, 'n Scotland, was the
Mecca of golf. Mr.Lockhard never missed a visit
there whenever in Eur )pe. On his trip abroad, in

1&87 he went there as usual and saw old "Tom"
Morris, the veteran professional, who made him
two sets of cluba, for the especial purpose of hav-
ing them Introduced Into America.

"When Igot home," said Mr. Lockhart, in de-
scribing his experiences, "Iinvited all my friends
to a sort of informal reception the next day at
Mr.John Reed's house in Yonkers. After explain-
ingas well as Icould the use of the clubs Istarted
to drive off balls in the vacant lots, of which there
were many in the rear of Mr. Reed's place. The
others, one by one, took them up, and the interest
soon became so intense that a few days later a
meeting was calied, and the first golf club in the
country was organized. We ne ed the club St.
Andrews. Ishall never forge, .he sensation I
created when Iappeared in a red coat and knicker-
bockers. Had Inot been so well known lam sura
people would have taken me either for an advanceman of a circus or an advertiser for a cure ailExcept those who were in the secret, all thought I
hud arono crazy. This feeling soon woretrff, how-ever, and it was not long before the whole town
would turn out to see the new game."

For the tirst ten years of its existence the cluboccupied a small nine hole course near Yonkers,
but in 1597 the move was made to the present com-
modious quarters at Chauncey, N. V., not far fromMount Hope Cemetery. Chauncey is a few milesbeyond the old course !n Westchester County, and,though not as accessible from this city, may be
reached with comparative comfort. The club prop-
erty consists of about one hundred and sixty acres,
and was originally a. part of the famous PhilipseManor, of Revolutionary fame. Like the well
known courses of Scotland, there are both high-
lands and lowlands on the grounds, the highlands
rising abruptly from the level plain, and affording
the diversity so ntcessary to a full enjoyment of
the game. The course begins on the outlying fieldsto the eastward, and extends to the more level
country beyond. The holes are each distinguished
by novel feature.*, variety being the rule, yet the
tenets of the garnr are never violated. The club-
house is on the brow of a hill overlooking the
home hole, where it commands a glorious view of
the Long Island hills. It is said that the open
championship may be held at St. Andrews nextyear, and if such a choice is made it is sure to
meet with favor. The members are confident of re-ceiving the award, and are working vigorously to
deserve it. The decision will rest with the dele-
gates at the annual meeting of the United States
Golf Association in February, but Indications point
strongly to unanimous choice. The officers of the
club are Joseph B. Thomas, president; R. H. Rob-
ertson, vice-president; Park Bell, secretary; W. E.Hodgman. treasurer, and John Reed, jr.. captain.
The present champion is A. De Witt Cochrane, who
also hold the title In1898.
