ONCE WELL-TO-DO MAN. AFTER DIFFI-

CULTY WITH WIFE. KILLSHIMSELF.

E. Churchill Coffman. of No. 314 West Flfty-flfth-

st.. killed himself In a room on the third floor of
the New-York Hotel. No. ."V> Went Forty-second-
st., some time yesterday afternoon by taking car-
bolic acid and then shooting himself In the head.
Death must have been instantaneous.

Coffman went to the hotel at eight o'clock Satur-
day night and registered as "E. Churchill. Phlla^
delphia." He had been at the place several times
recently, the last time about a week ago. Satur-
day night he remained about the place for some
time, and then left, returning at about one o'clock
yesterday morning.

About S o'clock last night one of the bellboys
passing the man's room thought he smelled car-
bolic acid, and an investigation was started. Si-
monson entered the room and found the man was
dead. In his hand was the revolver which he had
used to shoot himself, the bullet having passed
through his head. One side of the man's face was
badly burned by the acid.

On a table in the room was a note which read.
"Notify No. 314 West Fifty-flfth-st." and several

letters, among them one highly re .ommendlng Coff-
man to any position that ho might be selected for.
It w.is addressed to E. C. Ooffman, No. 314 West
Fifty-fifth-st.

A man, who presented a card bearing the name
H. Doane Pflum. and showing that he was em-
ployed by Stephen T. Williams, In the New-York
Life Insurance Building, called at the hotel to
claim the body. Pflum said that he boarded with
Coffman and his wife, and that he knew of no
reason why the man had killed himself.

At the house a woman said that Coffman was at
one time very wealthy, but had met with business
reverses, and recently he and his wife had started
a boarding house. She said that Coffman had left
the house on Saturday, after he and his wife had
had some little difficulty. That evening Mrs. CotT-
man, the woman said, could not sleep, and yester-
day morning said that she feared her husband had
committed suicide, as he had threatened to do so.
When informed of her husband's suicide Mrs. Coff-
man fainted.

The proprietor of the hotel said last night that he
believed Coffman was a promoter. The family
have not lived a long time In this city, and it Is
said have wealthy relatives In Philadelphia.

Different
physicians in the Medical Board are Indignant

that any city official should, without the fullest
investigation of all the facts, criticise them and

practically accuse them of negligence in the dis-

charge of their duties.
In the case of Luther Edgerton Newport inter-

ested persons have represented to Commissioner
Keller. It is *.ald. that Drs. Flint and Fitch have

violated the rules In charging for an examination
of Mr. Newport's mental condition last summer.
Mr. Newport was committed to Amityville from

Bellevue on August 22 last, and on the following

day. Itis understood, the family of Mr. Newport

received a bill, of which this is a copy:

THE CENTRAL FEDERATED UNION ANX-

inrs TO ENGAGE COUNSEL TO

DEFEND ITS RTGHTS.

Tne recent decision of the Appellate Division of

the Supreme Court against the Prevailing Rate of
Wapps law has aroused organized labor In tills city

and throughout the State as Ithas not been aroused

for many a day. The case will be taken to the

Court of Appeals and there fought out. The law
provides that all men employed on municipal or

State work shall be paid at the prevailing rate of
wages of the trades with which they are connected.

Contractors who obtained a number of contracts

given out by this city have been charged with vio-
lating the law. and many of the cases have been

taken to the courts, and are still pending. Among

these are those in which Controller Coler has held
up the money due to contractors.

The importance, of the fight in defence of the

law is keenly felt by labor leaders, and It was the

chief subject of discussion at th<» meeting of the

Central Federated T'nion yesterday. The result

was that Delegate William J. CVBrien. of the Gran-

Ite Cutter*" Tninn. introduced resolutions, which
were unanimously adopted, requesting Controller
Bird S Coler t<. ask the Counsel to tlie Corporation
t.> permit associate counsel to act with him in de-
fending the cults of Rogers against Coler and Treet
¦.^ iiu-t Coler the associate counsel to be named.
and paid if necessary, by organized labor

In support of his resolutions Delegate O Brien
declared that the interests of organized labor were
being assailed hy concerted effort on the part of

the contractors on municipal and State work, and
that it was necessary for organized labor to he

represented by the most eminent legal counsel that
could hr obtained. All the delegates of the various
unions present at the meeting were apparently of
the same opinion, and were also in favor of not
leaving the fight in support of the law entirely to

vporation Counsel's office.

JOHN CHAUNCEY GOODRIDGE. JR.

Perth Amboy. N. J.. Dec. 3o (Special).— John
Chauncey Goodridge, jr.. died on Thursday at
Lakewood, N. J., where he went from his home, at

Sauhikon. on the banks of the Rarltan River, near
this city, several months ago. He was at the time

of his death the surveyor-general of the Board of

East Jersey Proprietors, and had held the office

since 1890. In the Civil War he was an army Bur-

geon. When peace was declared. Dr. Goodrldge

retired from the army and from the practice of
medicine. He had read law and studied civil engi-

neering, and he chose the latter as his profession.
Early in his career he berame known as an engi-
neer' of marked ability. He was the designer and
constructor of the cantilever bridge across Niagara
and other similar structures. Nearly twenty years
a^o he retired from active business, and spent
most of his time at his home at Sauhikon. He
devoted his time to scientific research and Investi-
gation, and to his duties as a member of the Board
of Proprietors and the several societies to which
he belonged.

He comes from
Washington, where he arranged to prefer charges
against the officers of the United States training
ghtp Santee, at Annapolis. Gre«n alleges that his
son. Horace Green, died because of gross neglect.
The case promises to be as sensational as that of
Cad3t Boos. Horace Green died on December 14,
the cause of deat'.i being pneumonia. He was sick
only two days. It is alleged that he was hauled out
of his hammock and forced to march in the ranks,
although he was unable to drill. On the morning
of December 14 he was sick and became delirious.

Not-
withstanding the fact that he was not expected to
live. It Is claimed the deck was washed down, as
usual, the stream of water being turned on andthe floor scrubbed while the young man lay ray
ing and dying in his hammock. He died beforemidnight. It is further alleged that he had nomedical attention; that the food furnished the sea-men was unfit for a dog to eat; that there was noheat on the berth deck, and that the hatchways
were open exposing the men, including the sickman. to cold draughts.

News of the strike had been sent to Brooklyn,
and the Hebrew bakers there sent over two wagons
loaded with bread— all union made. These wagons
paraded up and down Essex, I.udlow and other
streets that are densely populated with Hebrews,
and their wares were soon sold to hungry pur-chasers. The wagons made several trips fromBrooklyn in the course of the day, and did athriving and remunerative business.

The strikers declared last night that they wouldhave fifty wagons running from Brooklyn to-
day, and that by this means they would be ableto supply the entire East Side with bread. They
thus hope to bring the bosses to t^rms

Its leaders control
i twenty-six votes out of the forty-five that will

be cast by the Democratic party in the Assem-

bly, and therefore could name the Democratic
candidate for Speaker, but It is said they are

Inclined to humor Mclaughlin because of his

wrath over the changes made in the Brooklyn

police force by Devery. The Kings County

Democrats will cast ten votes In the Assembly.

Thus there are only ten Democratic votes in the

Assembly outside of those cast by the New-

York and Klnps County members. These ten

men are mostly rural Democrats.
