THE RETURN OF ADA REHAN.
NELL GWYNN,

Ada Rehan, returning afier long absence, and
jly welcome back aguin to scenes that she
1ee adorned and a capital in which she is honored
prized, made her re-entrance here last night,
at the Knickerbocker Theatre, presenting a play
called “Sweet Nell of Old Drury,” by Mr. Paul
Kester, and impersonating the character of Nell
mn. There is no impulsive force in this slender
and fragile personality—the old, conventional
type of piquant dexterity,—to arouse tha
geep and serious feelings of this actress, or to
pring her finest powers into full display; but the
part is a pretiy one, and Miss Rehan acted it with
charming grace. The employment upon which
wgweet Nell” is shown to be engaged in this play
i that of protecting a vouth to whom she has
aken a passing fancy, and who is in peril because
the animosity of the malignant Lord Jeffreys,
This youth, Sir Roger Falrfax, has befriended Nell
Gwynn. and she is inclined to love him; but she
tly ascertains that he is in love with the
Ledy Olivia Vernon, one of the wards of Lord
Jeffreys. and that these lovers are betrothed, and
thereafter she contents herself with playing the
part of the good angel of their lives. To this end
she becomes the mistress of King Charles 1I,
then, in a series of critical situations, the ac-
gress and the Judge are opposed, and although
the Judge obtains some temporary advantage in
ghe contentious encounter, the Actress is ulti-
mately triumphant. Shakespeare has noticed that
it Is a bitter thing to look into happiness through
gnother person’s eyes: there is a slight, evanescent
touch of that bitterness in the experience of Nell
Gwynn, as thus indicated; but she does not suffer
much or long: her prevalent mood is that of frolic,
and this moed, with Ada Rehanh, as an actress,
pas always been “a property of easiness.” She
pas only to be gay and expeditious, and the situa-
tlons are amply filled and the character is fully
shown.
fn Mr. Kester's play, as in all the other plays on
the subject of Nell Gwynn, from that of Douglas
Jerrold (1838) to the present time, historical fact is
thrown to the winds; but this is not a point of
much importance. The object sought is the pre-
sgentment of a dashing woman who shows a mag-
nanimous spirit and adroitly defeats the malignant
machinations of a cruel tyrant. Lord Jeffreys counld
pot have been Nell Gwynn's antagonist, at the
time of this play, for he had not then emerged
grom obscurity, and it seems not very likely that
be would have been her antagonist at any time.
He serves, all the same, for an excellent foll, and
Mr. Kester has constructed a neat story and has
told it in a tolerably effective manner,—although
his play is trivial and diffuse in incident, artificial
and distorted- in character (the King and the
pobles, in particular, being drawn as little better
than garruluous and grizzling idiots), and slow in
g@ction. In act first Fairfax and Olivia are shielded
by Nell Gwynn’s ingenuity, Fairfax escapes ar-

gest @8 a proscribed traitor, and Nell meets
the King in the street before Drury Lane
Theatre, and, while ignorant of his identity,

fascinates him with her gleeful demeanor and
her glib and mischievous talk. In act second
Nell has become the King's favorite and is living
in wealth and luxury. Fairfax, having, in exile;
heard that Olivia is to be forced to wed Lord
Rochester, returns to London and enters Nell's
bhouse, where, in view of the sudden arrival of the
King, he is concealed. Charles also seeks conceal-
ment, upon the arrival of Jeffreys, who has come to
grrest Fairfax, and who, at first, only succeeds in
giscovering the King. At this point there is a sharp
interchange of pungent verbiage between English
Nell and her French rival, the Duchess of Ports-
mouth. Fairfax is found and arrested. In act third
Olivia, subdued by the autocratic Jeffreys, consents
to marry Lord Rochester, on condition that Jef-
freys will spare the life of her lover. A private
examination of the case of Fairfax is held In the
bhouse of Jeffreys, and certain Jetters from Olivia,—
which would explain the youth’s return and ex-
culpate him from all wrong-doing,—are suppressed
by that wicked Judge, but are left in the pocket of
his robe. Nell finds an opportunity to impersona.e
Jeffrey=s, assumes his wig and gown, finds those
letters, and, in that 3disguise, liberates Olivia and
sends her to the protection of the Queen. In the
fourth act Fairfax is questioned by King Charles,
who has become suspicious and jealous of him.
Jeffreys importunes the monarch to sign the death
warrant, and this eventually is done. The triumph
of the cruel Judge. however, is only momentary,—
Nell Gwynn arriving at the pivotal instant, with
a complete explanition, and with the vindicatory
letters to prove her case. The warrant is destroyed:
Jeffreys is defeated and disgraced: Rochester and
the Duchess of Portsmouth are discomfited: Fairy
fax is pardoned; the marriage of Fairfax and Olivia
is sanctioned; and Nell Gwynn, secure in the royal
favor, magnanimous and beneficent, exults in her
victory and is happy in her monarch’s love.

Ada Rehan has played many better parts than
Nell Gwynn, but this part elicits her impetuosity,
her gieeful mischief, her raillery and her force of
intellectual character. She manifested in it the in-
wvariable fluency of an accomplished actress, and
played it in that large, fine style,—involving free-
dom of movement, breadth of gesture, distinction of
@spect and spontaneous ease of execution,—for
which her acting has long been distinguished. She
@4 not seem much to sympathize with the part,
but she developed and modelled it with abundant
@elicate tracery and with many touches of humer,
@nd at certain moments she moved her audience—
which was numerous and distinguished—to great
enthusiasm.  There were four curtain calls after
eachact. Excellent incidental music was furnished
by Mr. Frederick W. Ecke.

NEW PLAY AT THE EMPIRE.

“MRS. DANE'S DEFENCE.”

One of the recent plays of the prolific and often
felicitous Henry Artbur Jones, called *Mrs. Dane's
ence.” was presented last night at the Empire
Theatre, and the regular stock company of that
Institution, now headed by Mr. Charles Richman
2nd Miss Margaret Anglin, reappeared there, Mrs,
Dane was a female “with a past”—an adventuress
and an impostor. Her true name was Miss Felicia
Hindmarch. She had been a governess, in Vienna.
She had there lived in adultery with the father of
the children intrusted to her care,—the result of
Which proceeding was that the innocent mother of
those children had committed suicide, while the
eriminal father had oecome a lunatic. She then
established her residence at a place in England
called Sonningwater, and there, under the assumed
Rame of Mrs. Dane, she managed to move In re-
Spectable soclety, and presently to win the affec-
tions of a youth named Lionel Carteret, the adopted
#0on of Sir Daniel Carteret,—described as “the great-
et lawyer in England.” In the fulness of time,
after sie and Lionel Carteret had become
betrothed, Nemesis overtook her, in the per-
®on of a diplomatist named James Risby, who
Tecognized her as Miss Hindmarch, and there-
Upon, unguardedly and foolishly, communicated
the particulars of the Vienna episode to one of
her neighbors, a maliclous social regulator, named
Mrs. Bulsom-Porter. and this magnate of Sonning-
Water presently employed a detective to ascertain
2nd verity the facts. Mrs. Dane then stood on the
defensive, and at first her defence,—submitted to
Bir Dantel Carteret in the form of a written nar-
ratlve,—seemed irrefragable and conclusive: Born
in Devonshire; went, in childhood, to Montreal;
there gréw 1o womanhood and there was married-

-lost her husband by death: returned to England:

Dever was in Vienna. With this narrative before
him, and implicitly frusting the woman and be-
- ng her to be thy innocent vietim of a wicked
“ander, Bir Daniel proceeded to ask her a few
ifliag questions. Fatal instinet of the legal mind?
@ very short time Mrs. Dane had !
hetsel in o hopeless maze of lies, andm

ranted disparagement: And it was intimated that
Sir Daniel, notwithstanding the wildness of his
vouthful days, now burfed and forgotten, would
soon be happily married, and that Lionel Carteret
would recover from his temporary infatuation and
return to his [rst love. The woman is always the
vietim. The public response to the cross-examina-
tion scene was that of prodigious applause, but there
was nothing in the acting of either Mr. Richman
or Miss Anglin to account for this excitement. Mr.
Richman, indeed, acted with gravi'v apd urbanity,
but his personality was not in the leas® that of an
elderly English lawye, and his performance had
nelther distinction, authority, austerity nor for-
midable force. Miss Anglin's idea of emotion is to
make her chin quiver and to bleat. The collogquy
itself is dry, dull and tedious.

The purpose of this fabric was to create an in-
teresting and effective dramatic situation, and
that purpese has been indifferently accom-
plished. The preliminaries to Sir Daniel Carteret’s
accidental cross-examination of Mrs. Dane are, in-
deed, hackneyed: in one form or another the same
story has been told many times—as, for example,
in T. W. Robertgon’s comedy of “Home™: but the
scene In which the oll lawyer unintentionally en-
tangles the deceitful woman in her own web of
falsehood, and £0 compels her to confess her shame
and sin, is tolerably iIngenious, and it gives a
fresh tinge to an old topic. The drift of the plece
is,—in a mood of sentimental flummery,—to assall
an a2lleged injustice of social law, and to perplex
and befog the perception of right and wrong. The
case of the woman was hard; therefore she ought
to have been exonerated. The woman was an
adulteress, a liar, and a fraud, but she no
worse than many men: therefore Sir David acted
very cruelly in refusing to marry her to his adopt-

was

ed son, and to recelve her into his family. It is
the old humbug business of trying to arouse a
mawkish sympathy with a hussy; the old folly
of assuming that human law er custom—or any-
thing else—can aver! from anybody, man or
woman, the iInevitable oonsequences of sin.
The ethical proposition that Mr. Jones and
other persons who reason in his fashion have

long been desirous to declare and authenticate fs,
substantially, this: If a young man can be licen-
tious and “sow wild oats,”” and then can marry and
become a good husband and father, a young woman,
equally, can be licentious and “sow wild oats,”
and then can marry and become a good wife and
mother: and, this being true, no objection ougnt
ever to be made, from any quarter, to the accept-
ance of a repentant aduiteress or a reformed cour-
tesan, any more than to the accedtance of a re-
pentant adulterer or a reformed rake. The reason-
ing is excellent; man’s profligacy and man's in-
justice, cannot for an instant be defended: but the
practice, under the Jones and Pinero dispensation,
would, obviously, lead to the complete disruption
of soclety. There are little questions as to chil-
dren that Inconvenlently arise in this matter, and
it happens that men who contemplate matrimony
prefer (uniess they are fools) to choose their wives
among women who are chaste and decent. The
topic, however, is not one that can very well be
fully discussed, and no flowers are llkely to be
transmitted to Mr. Jones by way of indicating
the public gratitude to him for having introduced
it at this festival time. Why not occasionally drop
the sexual problem and talk about the weather?
It is far simpler.

“DAVID GARRICK.”

Mr. Willard, who made his re-entrance on the
New-York stage, last night, at the Garden Thea-
tre, in the character of David Garrick, in T, W,
Robertson’s comedy of that pame, was warmly
welcomed by a genlal audience, and, although he
is somewhat massive and solld for the light and
buoyant part of Garrick, he gave a smooth, sin-
cere, and sufficlently felicitous performance of fit,
and imparted much pleasure. The comedy is known
to all votaries of the stage, and present dceserip-
tion of it would be tedious and useless. Mr. Wil-
lard's excellence as an actor was long ago recog-
nized by this public, and it is perfectly well known
that heé possesses a wide and firm and splendid con-
trol of rare artistic faculties and of the resources
of his profession, more especially within the domain
of domestic drama.

His range extends from the sinlster,
specious villain of *“The Silver King” to the gen-
tle, pathetic Tom Pinch, in “Martin Chuzzlewit,”
from the mild and sweet sclentist Professor Good-
willie to the rugged, stalwart enthusiast Cyrus
Blenkaren, from Citizen BSangfroid, in “Dellcate
Ground,” to the bland humbug Prothero, in “The
Rogue's Comedy.” It is no common privilege that
is put within the public reach by the return of Mr.
Willard, for the plays In which be acts are intel-
lectual and pure, and ke acts in them with superb
abilty.

At the Garden Theatre this afternoon Mr. Wil
lard will impersonate Professor Goodwiilie, in “The
Protessor's Love Story’—a gentle, genial, humor-
ous, charming embodiment, truly one of the gems
of the contemporary stage, remem by every-
body that ever saw Mr. Willard, and remembered
only to be loved.

THE RETURN OF VIOLA .\l.l.;l'].'.
A CRAWFORD NOVEL

Miss Viola Allen appeared last night at the
Theatre Republic, In a play based on one of Mr.
Crawford’s novels, called “In the Palace of the
King,” and she rewarded a sympathetic and cor-
dial greeting by glving an uncommonly spirited,
interesting and touching performance, The char-
acter that she assumes, that of Maria Dolores de
Mendoza, a voung Spanish beauty of the time and
the court of Phillp 1I, has been conceived
and drawn {n the old herolc mood of Evadne. She
is wiiling not only to suffer death, but even to en-
dure the hrand of ignominy, in order to save her
father’'s life. The situations invented for her are
ingenious and exceedingly effective. Phillp and his
half-brother, Juan, naturally antagonistic and in-
flamed with jealousy, quarrel flercely, draw their
swords and fight. Juan, severely wounded and ap-
parently killled, throws away his sword as he falls,
and the weapon thus happens to be hurled through
an open window. Don Mendoza, father of Dolores,
coming into the room at that moment, sees Phillp,
with a drawn sword, standing over the helpless,
unarmed Juan, and he infers that the King has
his cbnoxious relative. Loyalty to
Philip thereupon impels Mendoza to declare him-
self guilty of the murder of Juan, and thus to shield
the King. Mendoza 12 condemned to death. These
Incidents provide the opportunity for Dolores, and
the Intrepid girl promptly invents an -exculpative
siory, to her own dishonor,—saying that she was
in the chamber of Juan, that a stranger forced his
way Iin and slaughtered her paramour, and that
her father, aware of her disgrace, and wishful to
protect her by averting inquiry, had falsely
avowed himself the murderer. Her story, however,
not credited, and her well meant falsehood

i falls to accomplish its purpose: but, at the supreme

moment, the perforated Juan, allve and convales-
cent, opportunely appears, to exonerate Mendoza,
to vindicate Dolores, and, without implicating the
mon#rch, to insure a happy close for this highly
romantic episode “In the Palace of the King."
These Incidents are woven into a neat and compact
web of acMon and dialogue, constituting a good
play. Miss Viola Allen's romantic beauty and
earnestness harmonlze with the character of
Dolores, and her success in it is declsive. She was
many times recalled and much applauded. Mr.
William Norris acted with capital skill and much
effect, as a Court Jester.
