RECTOR OF TRINITY CHURCH. BOSTON. DE-

NOUNCED FOR PERMITTING A UNI-

TARIANTO CONDUCT EX-GOVERNOR
WOLCOTTS FUNERAL.

Boston. Jan. I.—The Rev. Father Oshorne, rec-
tor of the Midsion Church of St. John the Evange-
list, who represents the Hiph Church win* of the
Episcopal body, has declared himself strongly
against the act of the rector of TrinityChurch in
permitting the pastor of King's Chapel, a Uni-
tarian church, to conduct the funeral of ex-Gox-
ernor Wolcott In Trinity last Monday. .The words
of Father Osborne, uttered before his congregation
yesterday, have caused much discussion. Father
Osborne raid in part:

The Church has fallen upon evil times in Massa-
chusetts. To some it may seem as if history were
repeating itself and the days of Arius might come
back, if. Indeed, they have not come already. It
was with shame and sorrow that Catholic Chris-
tians heard that on last Monday, in the largest
church in Boston, dedicated to the worship of the
I>ord Jesus Christ, one who denies the Lord was
permitted to hold a religious service In the church,
because the priest who was In charge of it was not
faithful to his trust.

However great the occasion of those present
might he. it was an act of profanation. It is of
no use shutting our eyes to it. Witli sorrow, In-
dignation and righteous anger, and with shame
that such a thing should be possible, we have to
a«"mit it. There la little use in going to the public
papers about it. but as Christians we may pray.
And the one thing needed most now is that many
of the clergy may be converted to the faith, and
that those who hold the faith may not fall away.

People should pray for the Church in Massa-
chusetts, and pray with hope. it is God's Church,
and even ifall Massachusetts or all the Eastern
States lost the faith, the Church would not be
lost; these are not the whole Church; In the South
and West it would still live and proclaim the faith
In Jesus Christ as God.

Father Osbcrne. In announcing the arrange-
ments for New Year's services, said that there
would be no midnight service on New Year's Eve,
as h«» and his brother clergy considered such ser-
vices an unmixed evil. They were founded on
mere sentiment, it was declared, and were a cause
of much sensual excitement. "It is not good for
you people to be out on the streets in the middle
of the night." he said. Accordingly it was an-
nounced that there would be a special service, with
renewal of baptismal vows, from 8 to 9 o'clock,
which would give a chance for working people to
pet their rest and go fresh and bright to their
labors the next day.

Father Osborne concluded by expressing the hopa
that none of tne young people of the church of
either sex would attend any midnight services
whatever.

JUDGB HWUHiT CEXSIHKS HEP. HIfRAND FOR

FAILINGTO GIVE HER A BOMB SAVE

ON HIS YACHT.

San Francisco. Jan. 1 (Sp^-Mal).—Ex-Judge Bahrs
yesterday prnnt^d to th«» Countess Festetics, born
daughter of J. B. Hasviin. of New-York, an abso-
lute divorce. Incidentally the Judge censured the
Count severely for hi? indifference, neglect and
cruelty and for his evident mendacity inhis answer,

In which he tried Jo Maofcpa his wife's reputation.
The Judge declared the ("mint had never offered
the plaintiff h home except on the little yacht
Tolna. which was only l«vt feet long and of 100 tons

burden. He cftes. the evidence of one witness. Miss
Rofs Dompson. who was on board the yacht, after
6he arrived at Yokohoma in a disabled condition,

and who said of it:
The cabin in which the Countess lived was a lit-

tle, tiny place, quite uniit for a woman to live in.
It was very dirty. ;m.] a pig was running around
the deck. There were cockroaches all over the
place. The crew were a mixed lot. many South
Sea islanders. They were not a lot Ishould want
« lady to be left with Isaw no American or Eng-
lish sailors. The Count was often away from the
yacht at night, in spite of the fact that his wife
was In poor health. She had a bad cough. The
Countess frequently express*-*! a desire to live on
shore. She left the yacht whenever she had the
opportunity.

She then tells of the ''mint's rudeness and neg-
lect of his wife, whi-h gfaa commented on by
every one. The .li:ds** then rcvi*ws the Reming-

ton episode at Singapore, and says the Count evi-
dently magnified a simple social courtesy of his
wife, as there was no evidence to support his
statement* of her flirtations. The Judge finally
declares the yacht was no fit place for a woman,

and as the Count failed to offer to maintain her
elsewhere she had no alternative except to leave
him.

The Countess was not present in court. She is
now livingat her father's country place in Napa
County, where she expects to muke her home.
