SEXATOR SLATER INTRODUCES MEAS-

URE—AMBLER WOULD SELL

ERIE CANAL.

Albany. Jan. 2.—The bill of most interest
V the people of New-York City introduced
to-day came from Senator Slater. It repeals

Ichapter 985 of the Laws of 1895. "AnAct to limit
;and define the powers of the Ramapo Water

Company," This is the charter of the Rajnapo
: Wat*r Company, which gives Itpower of con-

demning land for water rights that are not pos-
sessed by the city of New-York. Speaker Nixon. introduced that act in the Legislature of 1895.
To-day m his speech to. the Assembly he said:

The subject of an adequate water supply for
the great city of New-York is one of the im-
portant matters, that have occupied public at-
tention for over a year past, and it should be
permanently settled this session that the city
shall own Its own supply, and ifany corporation
has acquired powers that might prevent any
city or village in the State from owning its

Isource of water supply the charter of that cor-
Iporatlon should be repealed and the people pro-1 tected in their right to municipal ownership.

Senator Slater also Introduced a bill intended

1 to give the authorities of New-York the legal
right to condemn land to acquire water rights
This bill says the c:ty of New-York may acquire

lands by condemnation proceedings which em-
brace water rights except those which are In
actual use for the supply of the water works of
the people of any other city, town or village of
the State, or for the supply ana distribution of
water to the people thereof or which, in the
opinion of tbe court on such proceedings, may
reasonably become necessary for such supply
The city of New-York is authorized to acquire
by purchase, lease or otherwise lands or water
Inany other State, or rights, interests or privi-
leges in, to or over any lands or water In any
other State, for the purpose of supplying water
to the city of New-York.

THE GOVERNOR ON RAMAPO.
It is supposed that the latter clauses of Sena-

tor Slater's hill »re Intended to authorize the
leasing: or purchase of water rights in Connecti-
cut and the diversion of water from the valley
of the Housatonic River to New-York.

Governor Odell's statement in his message re
garding the New-York wat«=r rituation was alsi
|read with much interest by the members of the'

Legislature. He frankly says in hi3message
that New-York should control its own water
supply, saying:

The ownership of water rlsrhts sufficient to
provide the city cf New-York with an ample
supply of pure and wholesome water should beentirely urder the control and direction of that
municipality. By what now reems to have beer.
an unfortunate omission in the original charter
of the city of New-York the c'ty is not eriven
the fame riehts that are afforded oth^r munic-
ipalities for securing an additional water supply.
It should therefore be your first aim to correct
and repeal such provisions of the law as inter-
fere wi;h the free and full exerc^e of such pow-
ers by the city of New- York, ard then to place
It upon an equality with the other cities of the
State.

"BILL TO PERMIT SALE OP CANALS.
Another measure of great Interest to resident*

of New-York was presented by Senator Ambler
In the shape of an amendment to the Constitu-
tion authorizing the sale of the Erie Canal.
Senator Ambler introduced an amendment to
the Constitution striking out from the Constitu-
tion Section 8 of Article 7. This reads: ""The
Legislature shall not sell, lease or otherwise
dispose of the Erie Canal, the Oswego Canal
the Champlain Canal, the Cayuga and Seneca
Canal or the Black River Canal, but they sha§
remain the property of the State forever."

Frisbie. of Schobarie County, received the
Democratic votes for Speaker. Mr. Nixon mm
escorted to tbe chair by Mr. Allda and Mr.
Frigbie. Upon taking the chair Mr. Nixon said
Inpart:

The majority vote at the late election was quite
empnatic in this Slate, as well as in the Nation,
and we find the majority of the dominant party
materially increased in this Assembly. This is
not a commission to legislate for the advancement
of a political party. rcsa»dltss of tne public inter-
est, but should rather make us more conservative,
more painstaking, more bcrupulous in our acts,
ttat we may prove oursUvee worthy of tne great
mark c[ confidence which the soveieign people have
bestowed upon us.Very important measures will come before this
Assembly, and Itrust they willreceive your ear.y
and most earnest attention.

In my opinion, the time has come when. In vi?w
of the gnat personal and corporate wealth of the
State, there should be no longer any State tax
upon real estate. Some way .-houid be found, and
Ibelieve can be devised, to raise all the necessary
revenue for State expenses without levying a
dollar upon real estate. Other States have suc-
ceeded in this purpose, and our State, the richest
of .-.1. can certainly do it. There would still be
plenty left for teal estate to pay in meeting localexpenses, which are quite generally buidtnsome.

To provide an adequate suppiy of water for New-
York City is an important problem. If any cor-
poration has acquired powers that might pievent
at.y city or village in the S ate from owning its
source of water supply, the charter of that corpora-
tion should be repealed and the people protected
in their right to municipal ownership.

Itrust that no such proposition may be con-
Flderefl unfavorably solely because all counties
zrav not be benefited alike.

Th* Speaker referred to the necessity for amend-
ments to the New-York City charter, and advised
that they be made with a view of giving that city
a better and more economical government. He ad-
vised the members to attend the sessions promptly

and dispatch the public business without undue
delay.

Colonel Barter was then elected Clerk of the
Assembly and the minor officials were chosen.

corporations withouv ih% consent of the local
at .'lorities. r
* • _

The railroads came under tbe supervision of
the State in1884. the Railway Commission then
being established. All bills affecting railways
have since been referred to this Commission by
various Governors for the advice of the Com-
missioners. One result of the establishment of
th* Railrcad Commission unquestionably has
been to reduce the number of bills presented to

the Legislature in which attempts were made to

blackmail the railroad corporations. The elec-
tric lighting and gas companies possibly will
hope to have a happier existence if they also
pass under the control of the Railroad Commis-
sion.

Senator Donnelly introduced a bill to-day au-

thorising New-York City to erect a gas manu-
facturing plant, and to buy the plants of exist-
ing gas companies. 'This bill was before the
Legislature of 1000. but was not passed. Itis
believed that Governor Odell's recommendation
regarding the gas and electric lighting com-
panies Is the cause of the proposal to unite
the Railroad Committee and the Committee on
Electric. Gas and Water Supply in the Assembly.
Allof the bills affecting railways and tbe gas
and electric lightirgcompanies would naturally

so to the new committee if the Railroad Com-
rr..f-;or. receives the new authority indicated.
