THE STRIKERS ENGAGE IX FIGHTS WITH

r.OSSKS A>W> NON-UNION MEN.

A delegation of thirty or forty of the striking
East Side Hebrew bakers called on President
Murphy of the Health Board yesterday, to present
a list of the East Side bakeries where they al-
leged that the sanitary laws were violated. Presi-
de.it Murphy, after glancing over the list of bake-
shops presented, asked the spokesman why the
list was not a more complete one. The latter could
make no satisfactory reply.

President Murphy declared afterward that some
of the shops had been found by his Inspectors all
right. and others dirty and badly ventilated. The
bakeshop employes were themselves responsible
for much of the uncleanness, however, and they
a? well as the employers needed to mend their
Wf*'S.

Physical force entered into the battle between
the bosses and the bakers yesterday, and a number
of conflicts occurred between strikers and non-
union men who .sour In to take their places In the
bakeries. M. Gottfried, who owns a bakeshop at
No. 146 Essex-*t., had been told that his place was
to be "cleaned out" and that he was to have his
whiskers disjointed, and be otherwise mal-
treated. He armed himself with a number of clubs
and calmly awaited the coming of the enemy. It
came at an early hour yesterday morning, headed
by Harris Goodman, of No. 109 Qoerck-st.. but it
did not conquer, according to the story told by the
neighbors and the police. There was a big fight

in the shop, and the air was full of hreadpans,
puddling sticks and other furniture. Finally the
Invading army came flying out through the door
of the bakeshop. head first or feet foremost. The
features of the defeated army bore a look of
mingled pain, disappointment and surprise. The
members of the army confided to their brother
strikers that they had been cruelly deceived by
Boss Gottfried. Instead of being alone and un-
protected In his shop, as he should have been, he
had a lot of non-union bakers lyingIn wait behind
the flour barrels, armed with crowbars and other
weapons. And." worst of all. Goodman, the general
of. the defeated army, was arrested and taken to
the Essex Market Court. On account of his bruised
and woebegone appearance, he was let off with a
fine of $3.

Hyman Anfang and a companion picket came
into the strikers* headquarters, in Liberty Hall.
East Houston-st.. with so many bandages about
their heads and faces that people to whom they
owed money would have failed to recognize them.
They explained that they had Just had a spirited
argument with some non-union bakers in Schon-
stein's bakeshop. at No. 1% Clinton-st.

Samuel Fuchs. a striker, engaged in a passage
at arms with one Wolf. There was a sharp and
rapid exchange of Yiddish repartee, which seemed
to be greatly enjoyed by the large crowd that
quickly gathered Policeman Mulligandid not see
the humor of the thing, so he arrested Fuchs. The
latter was discharged in court.

Sells Gruber went into Pechton's bakeshop. at
Pitt and Rivlngton sts., to try to make the boss
pee the error of his ways, but Pechton would not
have It so. Gruber was arrested and held for ex-
amination in the Essex Market Court.

Acommittee from the Hebrew Church Association
called at the strikers' headquarters to persuade
them to refuse to work on Saturday, which Is th-
Jewish Sabbath, hereafter. The strikers promised
to do so if the association would aid them in their
efforts to settle the strike.

There Is a movement on foot among Western golf
players to delay the holding of the National cham-
pionship until after the championship of the West-
ern Golf Association has been ileoided. George B.

irne. prenident of that association, has called a
meeting to discuss the proposition, and strong influ-
encu willbe brought to bear on the Executive Com-
mittee of the National Association to accomplish
the desired result. This *ould mean holding the
Western championship earlier than heretofore, but
probably the amateur championship later. Western
golfers maintain that July is too early to permit
of proper practice for such an Important contest.

Arthur P. Bowen vice-president of the Western
(}<ilf Association, has put in a strong plea for a
later date. He says: "'lhe amateur event has al-
ways been bold too early In the season to permit of
a representative Western entry. Eastern players
in many Instances play golf all the year round, and
at any rate are out on the links r.t least a month
and sometimes two months ahead of Westerners.
Of course, that is a great advantage, as our courses
are generally not In shape until late In May or
early in June. Ifthe amateur championship is held
later in the season the West willbe capably repre-

sented."
It seems to he generally admitted by golf men In

this city that all three championships willbe held
in the East n^-xt season. The women's champion-
ship if the only one to which the West Is properly
entitled, and players out there acknowledge that
they are not yet in a position to hold it satisfac-
torily. For thu reason It is believed that the con-
cession in date will be granted, and that the ama-
teur contest willbe held at a time when the West-
erners willhave had t-nough practice to Justify their
entering- This new phase of the matter has an Im-
portant hearing on the boom started In favor of the
Atlantic City course, for June Is practically the only
month wh. n the tournament can be held there with
rSuccesH. Whether Eastern players will accept this
View nf tbe situation remains to be seen. There is
a stri.nj; undercurrent of feeling in favor of At-
lantic City,and when the delegates assemble at the"
annual mectlnß they may prove unwillingto sacrl-
lice the Jersey course fur the sake of the Western
entry.

Another important matter touching the same
question is the dedstea regarding the women's
championship. The rumors now seem to favor the
Kaltusr.il Qolf Club, and the well wishers of that
organisation seem confident of securing the prize.
Last season the decision rested between Shinnecoek
Mills and Haltusrol, and as Bbinnecock wmi it Is
believed that Baltusrol should now be recognised as
a matter >.f courtesy. That the course willbe In
proper shape is something the members nre willing
to guarantee. For a couple of weeks piny on the
regular greens has been abandoned. The greens on
four boles have been rebuilt and snlarsToa, and re-
cently a top dressing of loam has been spread over
each. The new addition to the clubhouse is also be-
ing pushed. President L>. P. Bayard l.« having plans
drawn for an elaborate extension, nnd in a few days
bids willbe called for and the work begun.

construction of pipe galleries by the city along the

entire line of tbe subway. He said the city could
better afford to have the pipe galleries constructed
when the subway was being built, and that the
city would derive from the galleries rentals that
would pay for them in a few years.

Belmont & Co. railroad bonds to the amount of
$1,000,000 as additional security for the building of
the subway. Inexplanation the Controller said:

ir-»nts haw never been tested, however, and It Is'"'*urged that the course to be adopted of having
some man who became a member of the Exchange
be.fore the establishment of the gratuity fund re-
fuse to pay an assessment, and then seek an In-
junction restraining the Board of Managers from
'•spelling him from the Exchange. In this way the
legality of the various amendment* not already
passed upon by the courts could bo tested.

UVfiT WOT SELL THE STOCK.

WOOLSON* SPICK COMPANY ADVANCES
PRICE OJ^THK 'LION" BRAND.

The various sugar refining concerns yesterday re-
duced the price of their product to the uniform rate
of S.l* cents a pound. The American Sugar Refin-
tog Company took the Initiative, making a reduc-
tion of 19 points, and its action was promptly fol-
lowed by its ally, the National Sugar Refining
Company, which made the five point cut necessary

to bring its price to an equality with the trust
figures. Later In the day Arbuckle Brother* an-
nounced a cut which put the price of their granu-

lated sugars on a level with the new prices of th»
American and National companies. The Woolson
Spice Company, which handles the coffee business
of the American Sugar Refining Company, yester-
day advanced the price of Its "Lion" brand of
coffee one-half cent a pound. As far as could
be learned the Arbuckles made no corresponding

neve In coffee. A high authority in the sugar and
coffee trade said yesterday In discussing the
changes of the day:

For the last four years the Woolson Spice Com-
pany has been engaged In an effort to increase Its
output, and has more than doubled it. and It felt
that, row that green coffee was very low. the time
was opportune to realize a profit, and so it has
mad* an advance of one-half cent a pound. That
In all there is to the present situation. The price
«»f refined sugar has been lowered simply to con-
form to the decline in raw*. The trade may be
surprised, but that doesn't interest the refiner. The
reduction will increase the business, as grocers
ran now buy confidently. The next development Is
likely to be an advance, unless the raw market
show* weakness, which is unlikely in view of the
low prices which now prevail.

Even at the lower prices the sugar trade is said
Jo be in a very profitable condition. The difference
between the quotations for spot, raw and granu-

lated sugar Is about 57 cents a hundred pounds,
which Is considered very pood. When the price at
which the refiners are buying raw sugar In Cuba
is taken into consideration the difference is In-
creased to 93 cent* a hundred pound*.

The American Sugar Refining Company will hold
its annual stockholders' meeting next Thursday.
Iti*understood that W. B. Thomas and Charles
H. Senff. whose terms as directors expire this
month, willbe re-elected to the Board.
