This results, in the
first place from sympathy with the mob, and. in

the second place from fear to appear as witnesses
egainst them, and these two causes have nullified

. every effort that the State has made to punish

•uch crimes. The Governor now proposes a new
departure for such prosecutions. This -is to give
the State the . right to a change of venue In all
cases resulting from mob violence

A second provision will hold a county in which a

...'of the accused, and this responsibility cannot be
lessened by evidence of tti« criminal character of
the mob's victim or the certainty that be com-
mitted the offence for which he was lynched.

¦bill is drawn upon the theory that the taxpayers

cf a county will be restrained and will restrain the
rabble. Ifthere is a certainty that mob violence is
to be followed by a heavy judgment against the
county which only increased taxation can liquidate.

In his message, and which has .been recommended
by the Secretary of State, is %o require corpora-
tions organized outside' of the State and seeking to
do business In Indiana to pay the same fees that
are now required from corporations organised under
the State laws.

courses of yellow pine timber, bolted together, con-
stitute the bed for a concrete foundation about
fifteen thick. The timber and most of the con-
crete ta below the high water level of the river.

The heavy castings to which the cable chains are
attached are burled In this mass of concrete, and
above them rise the granite walls, weighting them
down securely on the landward side.

ToIhe bedplate of each cable, near the landward
edge of the masonry, are attached the so-called
cable chains. These chains are made fast to the
plates by enormous steel pins, many inches In di-
sssacsr. and about fifty feet under ground.

The accompanying diagram afford? a very clear
idea of the construction of the anchorage on the
Brooklyn side of the river and the arrangement uf
the cable chains. The lower chain is approxi-
mately 106 feet long and the upper 115 f.-»-t. Bach
link bar is 10 f.t-t 6% Inches lonk. 9 inches wide and
2 Inches thick, and Is made of the toughest opt-n
hearth steel.

Ills first application
of It was to certain skin diseases, Bach as eczema
and lupus, and then he was led to try It en con-
sumptives. In all the*<> cases he is ants to <!«<• a
quantity which, In any other known form of
arsenic, would kill In short order. His latest
procedure is to administer racodylata of soda.

What the Frenchman regards as the last course to;pursue Is to give the drug regularly every tiny for a
week, and then have the patient go without it for

week, and continues to alternate n» before. The
quantity used Ik two centigrammes on the first
day and five on each of the remaining days of the
week.

VUF-. DSXPIT CASE RAISES' A" CURIOUS QUESTION

BETWEEN PHI'RCH AND STATE.

Montreal. Jan. 5 (Special) -The Delpit marriage
case is exciting a great deal of Interest In this
province, and a fund f* being opened to enable the
affair to be taken to the civil courts and there
fought through to the Privy Council- The Meth-
odit>t Church some time ago appointed a" special
committee to consider the subject, and the Pres-
byterian Synod Is to deal with the question at 1U
next meeting. There is every indication that It
will become a celebrated case, as It Involves an
Intricate question of relationship between Church
and State. Some five years ago a young man
named Delpit and a girlnamed Cote, of Catholic
ancestry, were married In this city by a Protestant
minister. The marriage turned out unhappily, and
Mrs. Delpit applied for a judicial separation,
whereupon the husband pleaded that under the law
of Quebec a marriage between two Catholics cele-
brated by a Protestant was no marriage at all.
Ba denied that the woman was his wife, thereby
fllegitlmatizing his children. He then applied to
the Church authorities for a declaration' of -nullity
of marriage, and the Court suspended action-pend-
ing the decision of the ecclesiastical authorities.

The question which the Church had to consider
was whether both contracting parties were fath-
awes at the time of the marrl.ige. Itdecided that
tt.ev were, although Mrs. Delpit asserted that she
was at that time a Protestant. This decMon has
recently been confirmed at Rome, and so far as the
Church If concerned the marriage has been in-
validated. Ityet remains to be determined whether
th* civil voiding of the union follows as a matter
of course. ItIs asserted on behalf or Delpit that
by the organic law of the province, based' upon the
Treaty of Paris, marriage In this province is a
eacrament first and a civil contract afterward.
¦That is to say. Itmust be acceptable to the Church
funherities and executed in accordance with their
regulations before It becomes valid In law. As
Catholics are forbidden to be married by others
than their own pastors, it follows. Itis contended,
that the Delpit marriage, assuming that the parties
to It were members of that communion, waa in-
valid. .

a tnarrlagc between a Catholic and- a Protestant.
celebrated by a Protestant clergyman, would be
legal without question, and before- the civil courts
Mrs. Delpit will endeavor to prove her contention
that at the time of the marriage she was a Protee-
tanC railing to prove that, the whole contention
of the Catholic Church to Invalidate such mar-
riages willbe challenged, and the ease wilt be car-
lied to the highest court.
