From The American Exporter.

The United States is the foremost steel consum-
ingcountry of the world, a single city having con-
sumed 125.000 tons In a year for building purposes
alone, and one car company having required -MO.OX)
tons of steel to meet its yearly contracts. In1875
about one-third of our pig Iron was made Into
rails, but since that date steel rails have ceased to
be the chief form of steel production, their propor-
tion In IS9B being but one-sixth of the whole. The
consumption of steel per capita for non-rail uses in
1879 whs 7f>4 pounds; In IS&9. 213.2 pounds; in 1898,
276.2 pounds, sho.vlng how other than rail urea of
steel have developed in twenty years.
