DELAY IN SETTING UP HER FRAMES

MEANT TO CONCEAL, HER LINES.

Bristol, R. L, Jan. 19 (Special).— What seems like
delay in setting up the frames of the Belmont
syndicate Cup defender, now being built at Her-
reshoffs. Is really a part of a scheme of the wily

designer, Captain "Nat." to keep the shape of the
hull in the background as long as possible. An
entirely novel plan of construction is being adopted
this year. Heretofore the work of setting up the
frames was be«un as soon as a few were ready,
and only a small gang of men was employed up
to the time the plnting lie^an. This >'ear the plan
Is to bend true up and fasten together by deck
frames fully one-half the required number of steel
frames, and then put them up with a rush, liring-
Ing on a ];irf.'.> gang of platen to follow the men
who do the framing.

In this way it Is figured that the boat i-an be
built fully aa quickly as was the Columbia, anil
with much less chance of delay. Judging by the
large amount of angle frames, steel plates and
Tobin bronze plates which have arrived. It would
seem thar all the material needed for the yacht isalready on haul, and most of it is in process ofpreparation.

It
was a lively game from start to finish, and while
the Tiger? played desperately, they could not stop
the rushes of the New-Haven forwards, and Tale
won by the score of sto 0. Yale played hockey all
the time, and kept the Princton players moving.
Princeton did not show up as well as she has done
In previous games this season. The men from Old
Nassau say that this falling off in form was due
largely to the absence of Purnell, one of their beat
players, who was recently Injured, and is now con-
fined In a local hospital,

Yale's team work was also prior to that done
by her rivals, and when a trio of Yale forwards
would start up the rink with the puck, they gen-
erally managed to elude the Princeton defence and
deposit the puck In the goal cage. There was little
rojgh work, and no ill feeling was shown, al-
though the spectators, including the usual number
of pretty girls, were unusually partisan. Btoddard,
McAlplnand Little were ruled off for rough play,
but they were out of the scrimmage for only two
minutes. Princeton's costumes were natty, and
caused favorable comment.
