TOLSTOI AS A CRITIC—AMERICAN PUR-

CHASES OF CAVIARE.
1.—Rear-Admiral Joseph A.
Smith, United States Navy, retired, related the
story of the pursuit and destruction of the Ala-
bama by the Kearsarge at a reception at the home
of the Rev. Alexander Francls, pastor of the

The Government, through the *“Official Messen- |
ger,” invites Russians to demonstrate their grati-
tude for the Emperor's recovery by subscribing
funds with which to build churches in Siberia.

A new obstetrical institute, in connection with the
University of 8t.

The Turrets will occupy the
site at the southeast corner of Elghty-fourth-st,
and Riverside Drive, covering a plot of about
twelve thousand square feet, with a frontage of
116 feet on the Drive and 126 feet on Eighty-
ninth-st.

The estimated cost of the building is $350,000. The
architects are Herbert 8. Harde and R. Thomas
Short. Apart from the effective treatment of its
facade, which will be of granite, Indiana limestone,
terra cotta and brick, The Turrets will have a
number of novel features—features which indicate
the striving for new effects and superior attrac-
tions that marks current progress in apartment
house building. Perhaps the greatest novelty will
be a large marble swimming pool in the basement,
a gymnasium and a billiard room for the free use
of the tenants. A large ballroom with a banquet
hall is another of the innovations. There will be
accommodations for storing and charging auto-
mobiles, and probably arrangements for the rental
of the vehicles to tenants will be added,

The apartments will be arranged in suites of from
ten roms and three baths (o twenty rooms and
six baths, the architects having designed the
house with a view to meeting the demand and
requirements of wealthy families who are leaving
the lower Fifth-ave. districts. The twenty room
suites will occupy an entire floor, thus affording
much more room than the present average five
story private house. They will consist of a large
foyer hall, reception room, library, den, drawing

Henry Hansen, an American, is reported to have
bought ten thousard poods, or something less than
forty thousand pounds, cf fresh caviare from the
Astrachan dealers, paying 60 rubles a pood. Mr,
Hansgen has been visiting the Russian fisheries on
behalf of an Amerlcan syndicate. 1t is the first |
time Russian caviare has ever been purchased in |
such quantity for export to America, and, in fact,
is sald to be the first instance of direct trade be-
tween Russia and the United States In fish prod-
ucts.

The Minister of Finance and the Black Sea trans-
portation cempanies are planning a vigorous ex-
tenslon of direct ocean connections with the Orient.
A rapld and regular service from Odessa and
Novorossisk to Aden, Colombo, Singapore, Shang-
hai, Hankow, Port Arthur, Nagasaki, Vliadivostock
and the Amoor region i{s soon to be organized. The
steamer Corla will start on a trial trip on January
15. She will be followed a month later by the Man-
churia.

In connection with this movement railroad freight
rates from all Russian cities to the Black Sea ports
ure to be considerably reduced.

Another direct sea route which it is planned to
establish in the immediate future is to the Perslan
Gulf ports—Bassorah, Bender Bushir, Lingah and
Bender Abbas. The steamer tariff for the Persian
Gulf ports has been reduced 20 to 22 copecks a pood,

or the equivalent of about $5 50 a ton. The steamer
Lazareth will be sent shortly on a trial trip to
Southern Persia,

Interest in Northern Persia appears to be less
lively, so far as the Government is concerned, than
formerly. Some of the newspapers, however, do
not fail to warn the Government that the sympa-
thies of the Persians for Russia are, In consequence
of what they regard as neglect, cooling off. The
Caucasian newspapers &are agitating actively in
favor of a forward licy in Persia. They say that
whole villages are decaying and becoming depopu-
lated on the Rusto-Persian border because of t e
difficulties in the way of commerce between the two
countries. The caravan i(ransport is no longer ade-

uate, and there is a general demand for railroads.
