| HORRORS OF HAZING.

LISTENERR SHUDDER WHEN CUNNING-
HAM DESCRIBED WHAT CADETIS
HAVE HAD TO ENDURE.

Washington, Jan. 24 —The committee which 1s
investigating the hazing of Cadet Booz had be-
fore it to-day the last witness who will be called
on to testify. He was F. H. Cunningham, a
teacher at the Hamilton Institute, New-York
City., who formerly was a cadet at West Point.
He was the tent mate of Cadet Mac Arthur, a
son of General MacArthur, who was severely
hazed, according to the testimmony adduced at
West Point, and he also was supposed to have
furnished the material for an article on hazing
which appeared in 2 New-York newspaper. Be-
fore beginning his testimony Mr. Cunningham
stated that it would not he voluntary, but would
be given because he was summoned. He wanteqd
his friends at West Point to understand that.

Mr. Cunningham testified that he entered the
academy in June, 1898 and that his tent marte
was MacArthur He deseribed the hazing of
MacArthur in July, 180R  He =aid he reeled into
the tent after being hazed and went into con-
vnlsions. He wasg writhing and moaning so that
he (Cunningham) covered him with a blanket to
prevent his moans from being heard by the of-
ficer of the day. McArthur's inquisitors after
the hazing he said, were very much exercised
over what they had done, and were anxious to
see him restored. Barry. one of them. brought
water to restore him Asked as to what was
done to MacArthur, Cunningham replied that
they had done everything which came under the
head of “exercising™

The convulsions, Mr Cunningham stated.
were in paroxysms, and continued for several
minutes at a time. The witness did not think
MacArthur was as far gone as he appeared to
be He acted as if his mind were wandering,
but the witness thought part of that was as-
sumed. Mr. Cunningham said he would dis-
tinectly classify MacArthur's writings as “con-
vulsions™ and not “cramps,” as MacArthur had
testified. Witness sald MacArthur the next
morning was urged to go on sick reporr, but
he declined to do so. He remembered a prior
occasion on which MacArthur was exerciged.
The worst hazers in the witness's part of the
camp were Barry. Dockery and Duval. After
the last hazing MacArthur had been Informed
that, owing to the plucky fashion in whizh he
had stood the ordeal, he wonld not be troubled
further

Mr. Cunningham went on to state that younsg
MacArthur was hazed because he was a son of
General MacArthur, although he had not ex-
hibited any undue pride because of this rela-
tionship. When asked why he left the Acajemy
the witness said one reason was his feeling that
hazing exerted a brutal influence. MacArthar
had =aild to him that “another night like that
would make me feel like resigning.”

Several cadets called to console MacArthur,
and Barry said to him that “he had a bootleg
on the whole corps,” meaning that the corps ad-
mired MacArthur's pluck. The witness thought
this was meant as a sort of apology for what
had occurred. To Chairman Dick the witness
said MacArthur did not resent the hazing and
fight, probably beecausa his meother opposed
fighting

Mr. Cunningham said that Cadets Hill, Haskell
and Kensel suffered from hazing. Hill “quall-
fied on peach piec,” and afterward suffered from
convulsions, requiring medical assistance to be
summoned. Haskell suffered the same night as

| MacArthur, and witness heard Haskeil had con-

vulsions. Medical assistancs was not called, but
Haskell was worked over for some time. Kensel
went into convulsions. The witness heard that
a cadet had choked Kensel to prevent his utters
ing cries. This information came from a cadet
officer in the Academy. Cunningham received
only minor hazing, at one time “eagling™ for
ahout thirty minutes. Mr. Driggs brought out
that Cadet Howse also had been hazed into
hysterics.

To the witness was handed a list of cadets, and
he epecified a number reputed to be severe haz-
ers. One of the cadets, he sald, had been “called
out” and had his jaw broken. The witness was
ordered at one time to haze Cadet Caruthers,
and wrapped eight blankets about him, giving
him a *“sweat bath” in uniform, lasting half
an hour. Cadet Gimberling had told him that
when he was hazed nearly to fainting, the hazer
said he wanted to make the man faint. Hill
had done from 400 to 1,000 “eagles.”™ Crown
“qualified on prunes,” eating about 135, which
made him sick. This “broke the record,” and
Crown received guard privileges.

The witness mentioned two cadet hazers who,
he said, were of a cruel nature. One of them
had pointed to moisture at Cunningham's feet
and had said: “That is the sweat of many a
plebe.” One of the Academy instructors lect-
ured against hazing, and the classes decided
against “bracing,” etc. As they left the lecture
some one shouted “Brace!” and every one
“braced,” and that ended the agreement to stop
hazing.

Chairman Dick handed the witness a list of
“sixty-nine different forms of hazing,"” and asked
him to add any more he recalled. He added that
of compelling “plebes’ to write letters. The wit-
ness identified a letter appearing in a New-York
paper on hazing, and said he had written {t, He
sald that the article did not show that death
had resulted from hazing. He read aloud the
article, which made a severe arraignment of
hazing. Commenting on a statement by Gen-
eral Ludlow that “college hazing and West Point
hazing” were the same, the witness said: “I
refute that statement. I went through college
before T went to West Point, and [ know there
is nothing ip the colleges like the hazing at
West Point."”

He described hazing as nothing short of tor-
ture, exquisite torture. He gave a graphic ac-
count of the agony suffered in certain forms of
hazing, which fairly sent a shudder through the
listeners. Men were hung on bars, their feet up,
so that when they dropped from exhaustion the
knees struck on the wood floor several feet be-
low. The falnting man was again hoisted up
and agaln repeatedly dropped from exhaustion,
striking on his knees. He gave in detail the
horrors of the sweat bath, and related the suf-
ferings of MacArthur from this form of torture.

Cunningham said the object of “calling out”
was to place a trained upper class man against
an untrained lower class man. The result was
inevitable. In conduecting a fight the purpose
was to cut up the face of the lower class man
before knocking him out. An upper class man
had said to the witness that a certain fight was
not correct because the lower class man's face
was not cut up sufficiently. ITe was told of a
lower class man being in the hospital for a week
after a fight, and then his face was said to be a
“sight to see” When on guard one time, Cun-
ningham was teld hy the cerporal of the gnard
“not to see a fight™ thén ahout to ocour.

The witness said cadets from foreign countries
admitted by act of Congress were “bullied and
bothered™ in the same way. He mentioned Cadet
Tglesias, related to President Igiesias of Costa
Rica as an instance, and also a Venczuelan
cadet. Cunningham said he wrote to the papers
coneerning hazing in part because he expected
remuneration for the articles. When the wit-
nesg said he had not narrated the facts through
indignation, Mr Wanger said “Then you are to
be congratulated on maintaining a serenity of
mind while narrating facts which cannot fail to
arouse the indignation of anv oéne who hears
them.”

Cunningham's testimony appeared to préoduce
a deep impression, and at its conclusion the com-
mittee went into sécret session The hearings
are now closed, and the committee will give itg
attention to the report

TO INVESTIGATE FHAZING AT ANNAPOLIS.

Washington, Jan 24-—Representative Sherman, of
Yew.York, to-day introduced a resolution. which
was referred to the Naval Committee, providing
for the appointment of a select committee of five
members of the House to investigate hazing at
the Naval Academy at Annapolls. The resolution
sets forth that the published accounts of the in-
vestigation of hazing at West Point have aroused
universal indignation at the widespread prevalence
of hazing. and that it is belleved similar practices

ent taking advantage of the benefits children
who were not Indians, and he asked what pro-
poertion of Indian blood was rnecessary to securs
admission to such schools

Mr. Thurston answered that no children are
received unless they are regarded as Indians
by the tribes, no matter how slight the ad-
mixture of Indian bloed. He rad, he said, seen
in a tepee with a woman evidently an Indian
squaw children of her own who had red hair.
It was imposeible, he said, to exclvde children
from the schools merely because they might
have red hair or a light skin.

Mr. Butler insisted that many of the children
who were attending Indian schools were white
and that the abuse of the Indian school appro-
priation was flagrant and notorious.

Mr. Teller was satisfied Mr. Butler was mis-
taken. He knew personally, he said, that chil-
dren were not admitted to the Indian schools
whose parents 4id not maintain their tribal re-
lations

FRECEKLED FACED INDIANS

Mr. Jones added that he knew many Indian
children who had freckled faces, blue eyes and
red halr.

Mr. Pettigrew in the course of a general dis-
cussion of the Indian school question expressed
the opinion that the whole Indian school system
ought to be overhauled. Millions of deollars of
Government money were being expended upon
the education of Indian chiidren, seme of which
ought not to be expended upon those who were
getting the benefits of the schools. He was in-
clined to believe that many of the Indian schools
in the East might better be abolished, and in
this econnection ha referred particularly to the
Carlisle (Penn.) School.

CHARGES AGAINST DAWES COMMISSION.

Mr. Pettigrew made a vigorous attack upon
the Dawes Indian Commission, asserting that
there was no more corrupt or extravagant body
in the service of the United States tham that
Commission. He attacked particularly the in-
crease from £30,000 to $300,000 of the appropri-
ation fur the Commission. He belleved the work
done by the appraisers of the Indian lands could
be done for 10 per cent of what the Government
was paying for 1t

Mr. Jones maintained that the criticism by
Mr. Pettigrew of the Dawes Commission was
not well founded in any respect. The expsndi-
tures made by the Commission for the appraisal
of lands were, he maintained, absolutely neces-
sary in order that the distribution of the Indian
lands might be made justly and with careful
regard to the rights of the tens of thousands of
persons interested. The work, Mr. Jones sald,
was being done economically and thoroughly
Mr. Pettigrew offered an amendment providing
that the Commissior should file an itemized
statement of its expenditures to January 1, 1801,
and annually thereafter This amendment was
accepted, and the amendmeant making the total
$024.000 was adopted. After the reading of the
bill had gone forward for hailf an hour, Mr.
Wellington moved to adjourn, which being de-
feated, he suggested the absence of a quorum,

and the rolicall showed only thirty-five Senateors
present. The Senate then adjourned.

AMERICAN IRISHMEN DINE.

JOHN D. CRIMMINS ELECTED PRESIDENT
OF THZIR HISTORICAL SOCIETY.

marks he pralsed the reign of Queen Victoria. He
sald that what he had to sayv on the subject was
contained in an article written by a well known
Irishman. He read extracts from the article, in
which the writer spoke of the Queen as a woman
with many virtues. This eulogy of the Queen was
received in silence. not one person applauding.

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ASPHALT CRISIS GROWS.!

DISQUIETING XNEWS COXNTINUES TO
COME FROM VENEZUELA.

Port of Spain, Trinidad, Jan. 24.—Advieces
which have been received here regarding the
mutiny of Venezuelan troops in the Hoyo Bar-
racks, at Caracas, say that the mutineers num-
bered three hundred. The outbreak took place
at 8 o'clock in the evening of Jannary 14, and
the colonel, two officers and four men were
killed. The mutineers escaped, without arms. by
different roads, and got outside the capital
Half of them were subsaquently arrested near
Caracas. and the others surrendereq the next
day.

Apparsntly there was no political cause for
the nutbreak. Inquiry showed that the men
had been badly fed. and “rere being exploited by
the chiefs. The autherities of the capital seem
to have been unaware of the incident.

The situation, so far as it affects the Ber-
mudez Asphalt Company, grows mere critical
every hour. All the negroes and other laborers
are menaced and impressed by the local author-
ities, or they desert, thus leaving the plant at
the asphalt lake without assistance.

The American colony in Venezuela rcontinues
to protest against the indifference with which
American lives and interests are regarded.

THE VENEZUELAN ASPHALT DISPUTE.

THIS GOVERNMENT WILL MAINTAIN STRICT
NEUTRALITY-COMPANIES WILL SET-
TLE CLAIMS IN COURTS.

{BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Washington, Jan. 24.—The Administration has
become satisfied, after hearing both sides of the
asphalt dispute between rival American conces-
siopaires, that there is nothing to warrant any
interference by the United States in the matter,
and that the Venezuelan authorities can be de-
pended on to settle the controversy on its merits,
complicated and obscure as tlfey seem to be.
Provisional orders to American gunboats, issued
before there was & complete understanding of
the questions involved, have been therefore
countermanded, and the United States Minister
at Caracas will hereafter confine his efforts to
hastening the adjudication of rights between the
ccntending claimants, witk faver to neither.

This wise policy is attributable in great de-
gree to the explana‘ions made to the State De-
partment by ex-Senator Frank Hiscock, Repre-
sentative M. E. Driscoll and Patrick Sullivan,
representing the Warner-Quinlan syndicate, of
Syracuse, whose clalms In Venezuela were being
vigorously fought by the New-York and Ber-
mudez Asphalt Company, of New-York City,
headed by General Francis V. Greene. It was
upon the representations of ths latter corpora-
tion to the effect that the Venezuelan Govern-
ment was on the point of dispossessing its agents
from its property that this Government came
near becoming involved in strained relations
through a misapprehension in Venezuela over
such a display of force as would appear from
the presence of several gunboats.

In the brief submitted by Mr. Hiscock to
Solicitor Penfleld, of the State Department, virtu-
ally all that the Warrer-Quinlan syndicate
asked for was that the United States Govern-
ment should aveid taking sides between the
companies and let them settie their own diffi-
culties according to Venezuelan law. Respecting
the contention of the New-York and Bermudez
Company to the effect that the Venezuelan Gov-
ernment was threatening by an armed force to
put Warner and Quinlan in. possession of Lake
Felicidad, and that it was threatening various
other hostile acts toward the first named com-
pany, the representatives of Werner and Quin-
lan submitted this statement to the Department:

As a matter of fact, the concession which War-
ner and Quinlan had of Lake Felicidad has never
baen worked in any way, shape or manner, and
there never has been the slightest attempt on
the part of the Venezuelan Government, or inti-
mation of an attempt to put Warner and Quin-
lan in possession by force, or in any other method

Warner and Quinlan propose In their own
way, and without violence, to work their conces-
sions and remove asphalt. If they are Interfered
with by the New-York and Bermudez Company
they will appeal to the courts of Venezuela, or
12 the New-York and Bermudez Company be-
lieve that the acts of Warner and Quinlan are an
invasion of its rights it may appeal to the
courts. In either event the difficulties will be
solved before the proper legal tribunal of Venez-
uela, which is all that is desired by Warner and
Quinlan, and which the New-York and Bermudez
Company is seeking to avoid.

The formal brief from which this extract was
made shows that the Felicidad mine, to which
the Warner-Quinlan definitive title was sus-
tained by the Venezuelan Government in De-
cember last, after surveys in which both parties
participated, was over a mile away from the
nearest boundary of the New-York and Ber-
mudez concession, and is supplied from a dif-
ferent source. In this brief occurs the following
significant paragraph:

It is important to notice, in connection with
this purchase, that H. W. Bean, the attorney who
now represents the New-York and Bermudez
Company, was at the time of the purchase by
Quinlan employed by him for the purpose of ex-
amining the title to Felicidad, and reported that
the title was valid, and concurred in the opinion
of Dr. Zulaga on the Hamilton contract (here-
after referred to), and as evidence of Bean's
employment we attach hereto a copy of a letter
delivered by Mr. Bean to Mr. Quinlan relating
to the translation of the papers forming the
chain of title ro Felicidad.

Secretary Hay's decision, announced to.day at
the State Department, is as follows:

A controversy involving a question of title and
boundaries of real estate is a proper one for the
determination of the local courts in the first in-
stance, and not until a denial of justice is al-
leged and shown by either party does the right
of intervention lie. This has been the attituds
of the Department from the beginning, and the
action taken has only been to avert any arbi-
trary decision of the rights of the parties to the
cantroversy

Under this decieton Minister Loomis will keep
this Government informed of the progress of the
dispute in Venezuela, without favor to either
syndicate. Mr. Hiscoek said to-day that the
company he repregented will send men immedi-
ately to open the Falicidad mine and begin the
shipment of asphait. The Bermudez company
v:anld then probably institute a suit in the
Veneguelan courts and a judicial decision of the
rights of both parties would be awaited. If any
regort to force was made by the Bermudez com-
pany they would have to assume the full re-
gponsibility for such an act
