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DIAMOND REEF CONTROVERRY.

ASSEMBLYMAN VAN NAME THINKS GOV-
ERNOR'S ISLAND SHOULD BE
CEDED TO THE CITY.

Albany. Jan. 24 (Special).—The bill granting Dia-
mond Reef, off Governor's Island, to the United
ftates was hlocked in the Assembly to-day by
the ohjection of Mr. Van Name, of Richmond
founty. The bill had been reported by the Com-
mittee on Revision, and was moved to a third reai-
oz by Assemblyman Wilson, the introducer. Mr,
Allde, leader of the Republican majority, immedi-
ately replied 1o the objection of Mr. Van Name by
saving that the bill had heen Introduced at the re-
gquest of Secretary Root and that dispatch in push-
ing the bill was imperative, since it was necessary
10 bring the measure bhefore Congress prior to its

sdjournment. The T'nited States Government had
sppropriated a wvast amount of money for the
dredging and improvement of New-York Harbor,

and he thought such a request on the part of the
Biate should bhe granted with appreciative haste.
The enlargement of the island would in no way
hinder navigation, since it was at the southern
end. and simply built up a shoal known as Diamond
Reef. which was exceedingly dangerous to ships.

Assembiyman Van Name, in explanation of his
ohjection, said:

“I think the time has come for the United States
10 deed Governor's Isiand to the ecity of New-York.
It is at present an eyesore in the middle of the
great harhor. The island was by nature intended
to he used as 2 park by the city, as a great play-
ground for the children from neighboring congested
districts. Accordingly, I am contemplating intro-
fncing some measure which will cede the island

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ROYALTY AND CUP RACES.

DAVID BARRIE SAYS GERMAN EMPEROR
WILL BE URGED TO COME.

Despite floutings of the suggestion when it was
recently made, David Barrfe, the agent of Sir
Thomas Lipton in this city, says that the Em-
peror of Germany may be present at the next races
for the America's Cup. On his arrival yesterday, on
the White Star Line steamship Oceanic, Mr. Barrie,
Wwho had been visiting Sir Thomas. said that the
steam vacht Erin is now being thoroughly over-
hzuled, and that special attention is being paid to
her interior decorations

Barrie says that strong pressure will be brought
to urge the German Emperor to come over, and it
Is thought that the new interior decorations have
been designed on the supposition that royalty might
be present at Sandy Hook next summer. The re-
port that another yacht would be used instead of
the Erin is not correct, and that vessel will ac-
company the challenging cutter to New-York. The
cabins of the Erin showed such lavish expenditure
when she was here last that any further improve-
ments will probably be in the nature of adding
complimentary insignia. These were first ordered
in the belief that th> former Prince of Wales would
visit the bhoat, but on account of his accession to
the throne thev will he changed, and Mr. Barrie
says that there is now no chance that Edward
VIT will come over

“T met Watson and Captain Sycamore in Glas-
Row ten days ago,”” sald Mr. Barrfe, “‘and there will
he fifty-five men on the new Shamrock. They are
now being picked out by Captaln Sycamore, and
they will be almost entirely new to America. Sir
Thomas will have chiefly Clyde sallors, who are in-
terested In Watson and Sycamore. The party
which will be present at the races on the Erin will
contain Lord Charles Beresford, Mr. and Mrs.
Pirfe, of Belfast, and Willlam Gibson, all of whom
were among those invited at the last races. Sir
Thomas will eross in an ocean liner with his party.
but the date of his leaving is not yet settled.”

Mr. Barrie has had instructions to order in Amer-
fca a swift tender for the accommodation of the
saflors, and to engage the necessary tugs.

“I am not at libercy,” continued Mr. Barrie, “to
fay anything about the construction of the chal-
lenger, except that the story about the clippings

and seraps of the metal used being gathered up in
buckets i{s absurd. It is true that Sir Thomas has
not seen the work so far done. The boat is bein

built by daylight, and not at night, as reported.
I have not seen her.

YACHTING.

CUP DEFENDER'S FRAMES SET [UP.
RAPID PROGRESS WILL BE MADE BY
PLATERS AND RIVETERS.

Bristol, R. 1., Jan. 24 (Special).—The setting up of
the frames of the Cup defender was begun early
this afternoon In the south construction shops at
Herreshoff's yards. The heaviest frames were
hoisted Into place first and fastened by their heels
to the centre of the keelplate. This i{s the usual
proceeding, the progress heing made forward and
aft until the ends of the plate are reached, when
the frames of the how are set up on the stem.
The work of framing was pushed with great rapidity
this afternoon, and the arrangements were so com-
plete that a dozen pairs of frames could be seen
through tha south windows to be in place in the
amidship section before dark.

Most of the frames for the entire boat have been
bent, but there st!ll remains considerable trueing up

to be deone on many of them. It is thought that
most of the frames will be set up before the work
of putting cn the Tobin bronze plating of the hull
{s hegun.

A large number of plates have heen bent, trimmed
and hored for rivets and carried into the construo-
tion shop. It is believed that all the frames can
set up before the end of next week, and then
h a big gang of platers and riveters at work
the progress will be rapid. The frames set up this
afternoon show that the defender of 181 will be
more heamy than her predecessors and will have a
flatter floor and greater buoyancy than the Colum-
bia. The wetted surface around her bilge will also
be found to have heen cut away to the limit. The
stern post has heen set up, as well as the lower

section of the stem. Both are of bronze. Another
consignment of steel plates arrived to-day.

MAY TRY FOR OCEAN RECORDS.
R. E. TOD'S NEW STEEIL SCHOONER YACHT
TO BE A LEADER AMONG CRUISERS.

Not long after the sailing season opens there will
be launched in New-York Bay a steel schooner
vacht which will he a leader in America’s long list
of cruisers. This vessel will be sailed and owned
by Robhert E. Tod, of the Larchmont and other
vacht clubs, and she is being built at Shooter's Isl-
and on designs prepared by H. €. Wintringham.
On the waterline this craft will be ten feet longer
than tha schooner Endymion, which captured the
Atlantic record for sailing yachta last summer, be-
ing 110 feet long, with a deck length of 152 feet &
fnches. The longest portion of the overhang is aft,
measuring 22 feet 8 inches, the vessel having been
given a clipper bow and a long run. The beam s
2% feet and the draught 14 feet. The sail plan is
not large for the power of the boat, vet the meas-
urements of the spars suggest that the area will
be greater than it will appear.

The skylights and deck trimmings will ba of teak.
and, besides the usual boats, the yacht will carry
a steam launch. There will be a raised deck at the
forward end Mr. Tod has sold the 70-footer
Katrina, which he altered from yawl to schooner
rig, having previously altered her from sloop to
vawl rig. The new craft is being bullt by the
Townsend & Downey Shipbutlding and Repair Com-
pany.

Chain Shot. 2:11%, one of the fastest young trot-
ters in the West, was purchased yesterday in Chi-
cago by Charles C. Lloyd, one of the officers of the
Road Drivers’ Assoclation of New-York. Mr. Lloyd

bought the horse to drive on the Speedway. Chain
Shot was foaled in 1884 at Arthur J Caton’'s stock
farm, near Jollet, Ill. His sire, Red Heart, 2:18,

was formerly owned by E. § Stokes, who sold him
to Mr. Caton. Pique, the dam of Chain Shot, was
bred by General B. F. Tracy, and was a daughter
of Kentucky Wlilkes, 2:21%, George Thompson, a
young man who buys carriage horses for a firm
of New-York dealers, owned Chain Shot last sea-
son and sold him to Mr. Lloyd. The horse won
many races and closed the campalgn of 1500 by
capturing the Walnut Hall Cup race at Lexing-
ton last October.

George West, who drove Chain Shot to his rec-
ord, died yesterday in Chicago, after a long iliness.
West was a pupil of Budd Doble, and was one of
the maost successful trainers in the country. He
drove the famous trotting stallion Tommy Brit-
ton, 2:06Y,, in all his great races. West's last win-
ning drive was at Lexington last October, when ha
won the Walnut Hall Cup with Chain Shet.

EXCITING HOCKEY.

CRESCENTS BEATEN BY NEW-YORK IN
BEST GAME OF YEAR—ONLOOKERS
DEMAND EXTRA PERIOD.

One of the most exciting and, in many ways, one
of the most remarkable hockey games ever played
in this district was seen by the largest attendance
of the year at the Clermont Avenue Rink, in
Brooklyn, last night between the New-York and
Crescent Athletic Club teams. After playing an
extra period the New-York men won by the score
of 2 to 1, the spectators, who occupied every inch
of available space In the building, having yelled
themselves hoarse. At the ending of the second
half the score was a tle, each team having one
goal to its credit. The whistle blew for the players
to leave the ice. so that the goal cages could be re-
moved and the general public enjoy the skating.
The players of both teams were excited and de-
manded that they be allowed to play an extra
period. The management said “No,” and ordered
the attendants to remove the cages. Ore was taken
down. Then the spectators took up the ery, and
insisted that the game should proceed. Mr. Mosier,
the manager, stepped on the ice, and sald that he
wished to accommeodate the public, but that the
people had come there to skate, and that the game
had already occupied the stipulated time. His voice
was drowned in a storm of protests from the spec-
tators, who demanded that the game should pro-
ceed until a decision was reached.

The management finally allowed an extra period
of eight minutes, and the teams continued the
game, the onlookers being fairly beside themselves
with excitement. It was fast, clean hockey, with
no brutality or blackguardism, and New-York won
by superior playing. It was the first defeat ad-
ministered to the Crescent team in two years. The
team work of the winged foot men was excellent,
and both goals scored were clean cut and decisive.
What luck there was favored the Crescent goal.
Howard, Hornfeck, Fenwick, Dobby. Wall and
Shiebler did brilllant work.

THE GAME.

It was 8:40 o'clock when the whistle blew for
play to begin. The New-York men were off with
lightning speed, and assatled the Crescent defence
persistently in the first few minutes of play. Horn-
feck, Howard and Fenwick each made clever shots
for goal, but Hallock and Randall were equal to
the task, and stopped them all. Dobby carried the
puck down the rink, but Howard recaptured fit,
and this time the assault on the Crescent defence
was successful. Howard shot the goal after six
minutes of actual play, and New-York had the
lead. The champlons tried to break up the New-
York defence, but found it a stone wall, the
Winged Foot men playing in better form than they
had shown before this season. Dobby and Wall
each had a try at the New-York goal, but each
failed, and the first half ended with the score 1 to 0
in favor of the men from this side of the borough.

The followers of the champions were much put
out, but enough enthusiasts from this borough had
crossed the river to make theilr presence felt.
When the players emerged for the second half
Captain Wall and his star forward, Dobby, told
their men to “get at them now and tear them up.”
For a few minutes the New-York men played on
the defensive, with the idea of holding their own
and saving their wind for a final rush if it was
necessary. The Crescent men were playing fast,
and continued assaults were made on the New-
York goal, but O'Donnell, Fenwick and Hunt pre-
vented a score. After five minutes of play Dobby
carried the puck almeost the length of the rink and
made a shot. The puck missed the cage, but
struck the wall and bounded out directly in front
of the New-York cage Shiebler was standing
there and shot the puck home, tying the score.
New-York had an excellent chance to score an in-
stant later, but the forwards appeared to be asleep
or winded, and the Crescents carried the puck out
of danger.

After the demonstration from the spectators and
playvers the extra period was started, with the
perspiration from the plavers fairly spattering the
ice. A few seconds before the extra time was up
Howard secured the puck and carried it down the
rink. His shot for goal failed, and in the scrim-
mage which followed little Hornfeck secured the
rubbter disk in front of the Crescent gral and shot
it home.
