DECLARATION OF DELEGATES-TERRITORY
AF THE REPUBLIC-A CONGRESS FOR
LEGISLATION-EXECUTIVE POWER

Havana, Jan. 22
the Cuban econstitution. as submitted by the
Central Committee to the Convention at the
public meeting on Monday:

We, the delegates of the Cuban people, having
met in assembly for the purpose of agreeing
upon the adoption of a fundamental Jaw, which,
8t the same time that it provides for the con-
stitution into a sovereign and independent na-
tion of the people of Cuba, establishes a solid
end permanent form of government, capable of
complyving with its international obligations, in-
suring domestic tranquillity, establshing justice,
promoting the general welfare, and securing the
blessings of liberty to the inhabitants, we do
sgree upon and adopt the following constitution,
in pursuance of the said purpose, Invoking the
protection of the Almighty, and prompted by the
dictates of our conscience

FIRST SECTION
FORM OF GOVERNMENT-THE FORM OF GOVERN-
MENT AND NATIONAL TERRITORY

1) The people of Cuba shall be constituted into a
sovereign and independent State, under a republi-
can form of government

(2.) The territory of the republic comprises the
tsland of Cuba and the islands and keys adjacent
thereto. which were under the jurisdiction and con-
trol of the general government of the island of
Cuba while it was a St sh poss jon.

(3.) The territory of the republic shall be divided
Into six provinces., the boundaries and names of
which shall be those of the present provinces, as
long as not modified oy the laws

SEECOND SECTION.

FOURTH SECTION.
Foreigners:

(1) Foreigners residing in the territory of the
new republic have equal rights with Cubans in
regard to the following matters: Protection of their
persons and property; enjoyment of all rights men-
tioned in the preceding section. with exception of
those referring exclusively to native Cubans; exer-
cise of civil rlght-: observance of laws and decrees;
being bound by decisions of the courts and other

! authorities; obligations tributing to public expenses.

FIFTH SECTION.

National sovereignty and public powers:

The national sovereignty shall be vested in the
from whom shall emanate the
public powers.

SIXTH
The legisiative power:

The legislative power shall be exercised by two
elective bodies to be named ‘‘House of Representa-
tives"” and “Senate,” and conjointly known as

“Congress.”
SEVENTH SECTION.
The Senate, its members and Inherent powers:

(1.) The Senate shall he composed of six Sena-
tors from each one of the six departments of the
republic, elected for a period of six years by
electors whom the ayuntamientos shall name in
the manner prescribed by law.

2) One-third of the Senators shall be elected
eVery two yvears.

(3.9 To become a Senator the following qualifica-
tions are necessary: To be a npative-born or natu-
ralized Cuban ecitizen,  the naturailzed citizen to
have been such for a period of at least ten years,
to have attgined the age of thirty vears, and to
be in full enjoymet of civil and political rights.

(4) The inherent powers of the Senate shall be
as follows:

First—To try, after they have heen accused
by the House of Representatives, the Presi-
dent_of the republic, and the Governors of
the Departments. for which purpose it shall
constitute 1tself into a court of law to be
presidéd over by the President of the Su-
preme Court, without the right in this case
of imposing any other penalty than that of
removal from or disqualification to hold
office. After the charges have been filed
with the Senate, the latter shall order
forthwith the suspension of the Presldent
from office. Should the President be proved
ecriminally responsibie, he shall at once ba
placed at the disposal of the Supreme
Court. In any case whatsoever, except in-
fraction of the Constitution, to impeach
him the consent of the Senate shall be
necessary

Second—To confirm or not the appointments
that the President of the Republic may
make, of Associate Justices of the Su-
preme Court, of diplomatie representatives,
and consular arpents, and of such other
funectionaries required by law.

Third—To au'hor.ze Cubans to accept employ-
ment or honors from another Government.

Fourth—To judge the Governors of the prov-
inces, when accused by the provincial as-
semblies or by the President of the Re-
publie. TWhen the accusation is made be-
fore the Senate. the Senate can-order the
suspension of the Governor, but cannot im-

EIGHTH SECTION.
THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES AND ITS IN-
HERENT POWERS

1) The House of Representatives shall be com-
posed of one representative for every 25000 inhabi-
tanis or fraction of more than 12,000, elected for a
period of four vears, by direct vote, and in the
manner prescribed by law.

To be a Representative, the following quali-
fications are required: To he a native born or a
naturalized Cuban citizen, the naturalized citizen

(4) The Inherent powers of the House of Repre-
sent'atives shall be as follows:

First—To file an accusation before the Sen-
ate against the President of the Republle
for violation of the Constitution or of the
laws, committed in the exercise of his
duties. provided that two-thirds of the
Representatives should so resolve in seeret

session.

REGULATIONS LEGISLATIVE

(5.) Congress shall meet and organize at their own
cption; both houses shall open and close thelr ses-
sions on the same day; they shall be established at
the same place, and nelther of them shall move to
any other place nor suspend its seselons for more
than three days without the consent of the other,
neither shall ther commence their sessions without
two-thirds of the total number of their members
belng present, nor shall they be allowed to continue
their sessions without an absolute majority of the
members being present

(6.) Congress shall decide as to the validity of
elections and as to the resignation of its members,
and none of the latter shall be expelled except by
vote of two-thirds of the members at least of the
respective legislative bodies, in which case it shall
bhe decided in a like manner whether the expulsion
is temporary or final, and if therefore the position
lhguld be declared vacant or not.

7.) The houses of Congress shall adopt thelr re-
spective rules and regulations and elect their presi-

dents. But the Senate President will only occupy
the position In the absence of the \'lemPr"sldenl rr?t
the Republic or when the latter is discharging the

duties of President of the same.

TENTH SECTION.
CONGRESS AND ITS POWERS,

TWELFTH SECTION.
THE EXECUTIVE POWER—THE PRESIDENT
THE REPUBLIC—HIS POWERS AND DUTIES.

(1.) The executive power shall be exercised by
the President of the Republic.

(2) To become President of the Republic thg fol-
lowing qualifications are required: To be a Cuban
citizen hy birth or naturalization, and, in this lat-
ter case, to have served with the Cuban army in
fts wars for independence ten years at least: to
have attained the age of forty years, and tp be in
the full enjoyvment of all ecivil and political rights.

(3) The President shall be elected to serve a
term of four vears. No one can be elected President
for three consecutive terms.

(4) Th» President shall be elected by direct
votes, and an absolute majority thereof, cast on one
single day, in accordance with the provisions of
the law.

(3.) The President. on taking possession of office,
shall swear or affirm before the Supreme Court to
faithfully discharge the duties thereof. complying
with and -ausing to oe enforced the constituticn
and laws.

(6.) Tha President shall receive from the publlg
a pecunialy ramuneration which shall be fixed by
law, and which shall not be increased or diminished
during the Presidential torm.

T.) !Tt'e powers and duties of the President shall
be as follows:

First—To promulgate the laws and execute
the same.

Se-ond—Ta issue calls for special session of
Congress.

Third!-'l‘o suspend the sessions of Congress
when, in the matter relating to their sus-
pension, no agreement is possible between
the co-legislative bodies.

Fourth—To present to Congress at the com-
mencement of each session, and as often
as he may deem proper, a message refer-
ring to the acts of the administration and
to the general state of the Republic, ree-
ommending the adoption of measures that
he may deem necessary and useful for the
country.

Fifth—To send to Congress all the necessary
data of all kinds for the preparation of the
budgets, and furnish the information that
said Congress might ask for concerning
matters or business that do not require se-
erecy.

Sixth—To direct diplomatic negotiations and
make treatles with forelgn Powers, sub-
mitting them for confirmation to the ap-
proval of Congress.

Seventh—To appoint, with the approval of
the Senate, the Associate Justices of the
Supreme Court of Justice, diplomatic rep-
resentatives and consular agents of the
Republie, he having the right to make pro-
visional appointments of sald representa-
tives and agents when the Senate is not
in session, and when vacancles oceur.

Eighth—To freely appoint and remove his
consulting secretaries that the law may
provide him with, reporting actions in the
premises to Corgress.

Ninth—To appoint to positions established
by law all other functionaries whose ap-
pointment does not specimly pertain to
other functionaries and corporations.

Tenth—To command and direct, as Com-
mander-in-Chief, the naval and military
forces of the Republic. being under obliga-
tlons, in case of invasion of the territory
or sudden attack thereon, to forthwith
adopt the necessary means of defence, and
call Congress to sesslon without delay to
inform it of the faets.

Eleventh—To receive diplomatic representa-
tives and admit consular agents.

Twelfth—To pardon convicts in accordance
with the laws.

Thirteenth—To suspend the action of depart-
mental assemblies and ayuntamientos, in
the cases specified by the Constitution.

(8.) The President shall not be allowed to leave
the territory of the Republic without the express
consént of Congress,

THIRTEENTH SECTION.
VICE PRESIDENT OF THE REPUBLIC.

(1.) There shall be one Vice-President of the Re-
publie, who shall be elected in the same manner as
the President, conjointly with the latter and for a
like term.

(2.) To became Vice-President the same qualifica-
tions as those established by the Constitution for
President are necessary.

(3.) The Vice-President shall he President of the
Senate, but shall not vote excent in caxes of a tle

(4.3 Throurh accidental absence ot the President
of the Republic, the exccutive power shall be exer-
cised by the Vice-President. In case of an absolute
vacancy In the office of the Prestdent the Vice-
President shall assume charge thereof untll the
termination of The current term

(5.) The Vice-President shall recelve from the
Republic a pecuniary rem ineration which shall he
dacided by law, and which shall not be increased
nor diminished during the period of his admintistra-

FOURTIENTH SECTION.
JUDICIAL POWER.
(1.) The judicial power shall be exercised by the
Supreme Court of Justice and such other courts as

may be established by law, which shall regulate
thelr respective organization, their rights, methods
of exercising the same and qualifications that the
individuals composing them shall possess.

FIFTEENTH SECTION.
THE SUPREME COURT OF JUSTICE

(1.) To become an Associate Supr2me Justice the
following qualifications are necessary:

First—To be a Cuban citizen by birth or
naturalization, In the latter case for a
period of not less than ten years,

Second—To have attained the age of forty
years.

Third—To be In full possession of ali civil and
political rights.

Fourth—To possess some of the following
qualifications. To have practised the pro-
fession of law for ten years within the ter-
ritory of the Republic or have performed
for a like perfod of judictal duties or taught
for the same time a class of fundamental
law in a public establishment.

(2.) Besides those established in the preceding
bases and those specified by the laws it shall be
the inherent right of the Supreme Court of Justice:

First—To have cognlzance of appeals in con-
formity with the law.

Second—To decide questions that may arise
hetween the conrts of law immediately in-
ferior to it as to thelr relative rights apd
jurisdiction.

Third—To have cognizance of interndminis-
trative suits concerning the nation or which
are litigations hetween the departments or
the municipalities.

Fourth—To decide as to the constitutionality
of legislative acts that may have been ob-
jected to as unconstitutional. .

Fifth—To decide as to the valldity or nullity
of decisions of departmental assemblies or
of avuntamientos that may have been sus-
pended by the Government or complained
of by private Individuals In such cases as
the constitution laws establish.

SIXTEENTH SECTION.
DISPOSITIONS CONCERNING THE AD-
MINISTRATION OF JUSTICE.

(1) Justice shall be administered gratuitously.

(2.) The courts shall have cognizance of all civil
and criminal znd interadministrative suits. They
shall also have cognlzance, in cases specified by the
laws, of the questions relating to the exercise and
possession of political rights.

(3.) No judicial commissions nor extraordinary
courts of justice of whatever kind shall be created.

(4.) All hearings shall be public, unless in the

inion of the Court and for special reasons they
should be private.

(5.) No judicial functionary shall be suspended
from nor deprived of his position except for crime
or other serious cause, duly proved after his de-
fence shall have been heard.

(6.) Judicial functionaries shall be personally re-
sponsible for all violations of the law that they
may commit.

(7.) The remuneration of judicial functionaries
shall not be changed within a period of less than
five years, a gencral law being necessary for the
purpose.

(8.) Courts having cognizance of maritime and
1and matters shall be governed by their specisl or-
ganic law.

SEVENTEENTH SECTION.

DEPARTMENT REGIME.

(1.) Each department shall be formed by the mu-
nicipal terminos that are comprised within the
boundaries thereof.

(2.) At the head of each department there will he
a Governor, elected by direct vote for a period of
three years, in the manner specified by law.

(3.) There will also be a Departmental Assembly,
to consist of not less than eight or more than
twenty, elected by direct vote for a like period of
three years, which election shall be held in the
form specified by law.

EIGHTEENTH SECTION.

DEPARTMENTAL ASSEMBLIES AND THEIR
POWERS.

(1.) The Departmental Assembliés shall have the
right of independent action in all things not an-
tagonistic to the constitution, to the general laws
nor to international treaties, nor to that which per-
tains to the inherent rights of the municipalities,
which may concern the department, such as the
establishment and maintenance of institutions of
public education public charities, public depart-
mental roads, means of communication by water or
sea, the preparation of their budgets, and the ap-
pointment and removal of their employes,

They may also agree as to the p acln(f of a loan
for public works of interest to the department,
voting at the same time the permanent income
necessary for the payment of Interest thereon and
its redemption. In order that loans may be realized
the approval of two-thirds of the Ayuntamientos
of the department must be secured,

epartmental Assembly may designate.

Second—To execute and cause to be executed
in (‘ho Department the general laws of the
nation.

Third—To publish the acts of the Depart-
mental Assembly having an executive
character, compiying therewith, and caus-
ing them to he enforced.

Fourth—To issue orders. instructions and
regulations for the enforcement of the rul-
ings of the Departmental Assembly when
the latter has omitted to do so.

Fifth—To call the De
to a special session whenever there mayv be
cause therefor, which cause shall be stated
In the call.

Rixth—To suspend the decision of the Depart-
mental Assembly and those of the Ayun-
tamiento in such cases as may be estab-
lished by the constitution.

(2)) The Governor shall receive from the depart-
mental treasury a pecuniary remuneration, which
shall not be changed during the period for which
he was elected.

(3.) The Governor shall be substituted in effice by
the President of the Provincial Assembly, the said
substitution to be, in case of vacancy, for the
whole term for which the Governor was elected.

(4.) The Governor shall be responsible to the Sen-
ate for all infractisns of the constitution. For any
other fault he shall he responsible to the court in
the form demanded by law.

TWENTIETH SECTION.

THE MUNICIPAL REGIME.

(1.) The municipal terminos shall he governed by
Ayvuntamientos composed of Councilmen elected by
a direct vote in the manner prescribed by law.

(2.) In each municipal termino tkere shall be a
Mayor elected by direct vote in the form pre-
scribed bv law.

(3.) The organization of municipal terminos will
be the object of the general law.

TWENTY-FIRST SECTION.
THE AYUNTAMIENTOS AND THEIR POWERS.

(1) The Ayuntamientos shall be self-governing
and shall take action on all matters that solely
and exclusively concern their municipal termﬁ'no.
such as appointment and remaval of employes.
preparation of thelr budgets, freely establishing the
means of income 1o meet them without any olh?r
limitation than that of making them compatible
with the general systen. of taxation of the republic.

) The Avuntamientos can issue loans, at the
same time fixing what taxes are to he devoted to
the payment of interest and the forming of a sink-
ing led, The votérs of the terminos must approve
by direct vote the issue of a loan.

3.) The Ayuntamientos cannot suppress or re-
duce taxes of 1 permanent nature without estab-
lishing others in their places, except when the
suppression or reduction corresponds to an equiva-
lent reduction in permanent expense.

4.) The resolutions adopted by the Ayuntamien-
tcs shall bs presented, in orde. tha® they may have
executive character, to the Mayor. Should the lat-
ter approve them he will attach hic s'gnature there-
to: otherwise he shall return them with his objec-
ticns to the Ayuntamiento, and it after being re-
censidered, two-thirds of the members of -the Ayun-
tamiento e&hould sustain them, they shall become
effective. If within ten days (excepting Sundays
and holidays) the Mayor should not return any de-
eision that had been presented to him, the latter
shall become effective the same as if the Mayor had
ay prov-vl 1t.

(5.) The acts of the Ayuntamientos may be sus-
pended by the Mayor or by the Gevernor of the De-
partment, or by the President o° the Republic
whenev 'r sald facts are antagonistic to the con-
stitution, to the general laws. to luternational
treaties, or to action taken by the Departmental
Assembly, within its inherent attributes. by sub-
g:ming the ‘natter to the declslon of the Supreme
ourt.

(€.) Counciimen shali be responsihle for their

TWENTY-SECOND SECTION.
MAYORS, THEIR DUTIES AND POWERS.

1) The Mayors shall publish, as soon as the
same have besn approved, the acts of the Ayunta-
mientos, complying therewith and causing the
same to be enforced: and they shall exercise with-
out any limitatjon whatsoever the active functions
of municipal administration as executors of the
acts of the Ayuntamiantos and representatives
thereof.

TWENTY:THIRD SECTION.
THE NATIONAL TREASURY, ITS PROPERTIES AND

(1.) The Renublic of Tuba does not recognize nor
will not recognize any debts or compromises con-
tracted prior to the promulgation of the constitu-
tion. From the said prohibition are excepted the
debts and compromises legitimately contraeted for
in hehalf of the revolution, from and after Feb-
ruary 24, 1885, by corps commanders of the lber-
ating army untfl — on_which the con-
stitution of Jimaguay! was promulgated, and those
which the revolutionary governments contracted,
either by themseives or by thelr legitimate repre-
sentatives in foreign countries, which dehts and
compromises shall be classified by Congres:,
which body shall decide as to the payment of those
which in {ts judgment are legitimate.

TWENTY-FOURTH SECTION.
CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS,
The constitution cannot be changed in whole or

art except by two-thirds vete of both legislative !

odies. Six mouths after deciding on the reform,

Constitutional Assembly shail be elected, which
shall confine {tself to the approval or disapproval
of the reform voted by the legislative bodies. These
will continue in their functions independently of
the Constitutional Assembly. The members in this
Assembly shall be equal to the number of the mem-
bers In the two legislative bodles together.

TWENTY-FIFTH SECTION.
CONCERNING TRANSITORY DISPOSITIONS.

(1) _The Senate being organized for the first time,
the Senators shall be divided into three classes:
the seats of the Senators of the first clase shall be
vacated at the «‘xﬁiruthm of the second vear, of the
«econd class at the expiration of the fourth year,
and of the third class at the expiration of the
sixth year. Lots shall decide which Senator shall
belong to each class for each one of the depart-
ments.

(2) Ninety days after the promulgation of the
electoral law that mayv be prepared and adopted
by the Convention the election of the functionaries
provided for in the constitution shall be proceeded
with for the transfer of the Government of Cuba
to thesea who may he elected, in conformity with
order No, 301 from the headquarters of the Division
of Cuba of July 25, 1900,

CREEKS HOLD POWWOWS.

WHITE SETTLERS ARM AND A CAVALRY
TROOP STARTS FOR EUFAULA.

Eufaula, Ind. T., Jan. 23 (Speecial).—The Snake
band of Indians in large numbers have been pow-
wowing at Eufaula Square, seven miles east of
heére, to-day. United States Marshal Bennett
sent a message to Crazy Snake, the Creek
leader of the insurrectionists, asking for a con-
ference, but thus far has not received a response
from him. Last night Marshal Bennett and a
@eputy, accompanied by Thomas, the seventeen-
year-old son of Crazy Snake, made a dash out
into the céuntry, hoping to capture the leadar.
Théey went to the house of Noble R. Scott, the
headquarters of Crazy Snake, when the place
was surrounded by a score or meore of light
horsemen, the Creek mounted sherifls. several
of whom entered the housé, where the Marshal
addressed them, urging them to lay down their
arms and stop their depredations under penalty
of severe punishment when the United States
tréops whe had been ordered to the scene ar-
rived. They listened stolidly to what he had to
say, but made no response. The Marshal left a
letter for Crazy Snake, and then started back to
this place, bringing with him his hostage, the
Snake's son. At 7 o'clock a courier rode into
Eufaula and reported that Crazy Snake and his
disaffected band were still holding powwows at
Eufaula Square. What the outcome will be no
oné can foresee. The whites are all armed, and
have posted strong pickets to give warning of
the approach of any hostile redskins.

Muscogee, Ind. T., Jan. 25 (Special).—The Ind-
fan situation grows more critical hourly. Late
to-night Judge GIll ordered United States Com-
missioner Sanson to report to Marshal Bennett
for duty. He will accompany the Marshal to
the scene of the uprising, and establisk a tem-
porary Commissioner’s Court in the heart of the
disturbed district. Those leaders who have
taken part in the uprising will be arrested and
given an immediate preliminary hearing before
the Commissioner, and if found guilty sent to
jail here. Marshal Bennett and a force of depu-
tles and police will start away to join the troop
of United States cavalry at Henrietta jo-morrow
afternoon, or on Sunday at the latest.
troops will act under the Marshal's orders, and
he will proceed to Hickory Ground, the Creek
insurrectionists’ capital. and there capture the
leaders of the disaffected Indians or run them
down.
