Hitherto
there has been a tendency to use Montreal in
summer and Portland In winter, but it is much
more satisfactory to atlck to the same port the
year round. Besides. Portland has a fine, eom-
modkraa harbor, and is itself one of the most
attractive cities on the whole Atlantic Coast.

IffftaMlTf raulinpss to tint! fault with the
management of the local transportation oompa-
uies Is to be regretted, both because it tends to
Injustice ami because Its effect is to impair the
force of well founded criticism. The Manhat-
tan company, however, has uo reason to de-
nounce but every reason to heed the complaiuts
of jjasseii^ers who at an early hour on Tuesday
morning; discovered that they had been lured
into trains which could not run on account of
the partial derailment of a locomotive on the
curve at Ninth aye. and Kifty-third-st. The
accident itself was not a serious one. Nobody
-was injured or frightened., and if care had been
taken to confine the annoyance ax far as pos-
sible to those who were unfortunate enough to

be on the disabled train there would lie no
propriety in bitter talk about the interruption
of a service which is remarkably safe and sel-
dom breaks down, whatever its other shortcom-
ings may be.

The real cause of complaint was that, in ac-
cordance with their invariable rule, the com-
pany's agents, knowing that both the Ninth
and Sixth aye. tracks were blocked aud could
not be quickly cleared, nevertheless admitted
all comers to platforms and trains on both
lines without a word of explanation. For more
than an hour this abuse was continued, to the
great inconvenience of a multitude of persons
who were especially entitled to consideration.
The accident occurred before f. o'clock lv the
morning, and it was nearly 7 o'clock when
finally the ticket sellers began to give the warn-
ing which they ought to have been under per-

manent orders to -rive at the outset. Now. pas--
senders do not ride in the elevated railroad
trains at that hour on a winter morning for
health or pleasure. They are almost exclusively
poor people going to their work, who need to
get to their destinations without delay and have
a right to demand the information which would
enable them to choose some other mode of con-
veyance with a* little loss of time as possible
and without any loss of money. It is outra-
geous that the company should be totally indif-
ferent to their requirements and intent only, as
it would seem, on securing their nickels on
essentially false pretences*

It is this sort of thing that has cost the Man-
hattan company the invaluable goodwill of the
public If it had bee* willing merely to do its
plain duty in return for its lucrative franchise
it would have escaped most of the odium which
It now bears, and if.going further than that, it

had been .solicitous to anticipate coming de-
mands and introduce new comforts and con-
veniences as fast as they became available, it
might have gained the substantial advantage of
popularity. Some indications of a clearer in-<
sight into the essential conditions of prosperity
have recently been discernible in the manage-
ment of the company, but those who control it
still have much to learn if they consider it
either decent or profitable to treat its patrons
as they were treated on Tuesday morning. It
ought not to be necessary to procure the pas-
sage of a law requiring the company in such a
case to put out a sign at every ticket window
snowing that the line is blocked and the move-
ment of trains uncertain.

As for the other part of the matter, it should
Ik- obvious to all. without argument, that be-
cause of these very /aits and circumstances of
Intervention the United States has a peculiar
relationship to Cuba, differing not only in d->-
gree but in kind from that of any other nation
with that island. This country was the rescuer
of Cuba from Spanish misrule, it lias been and
is its guardian in its transition period, and it la
necessarily to be Its sponsor for the new career
which is to come. In such circumstances! it is
only sense and justice that there shall be some

formal and authoritative statement of that rela-
tionship, and that it shall be made in advance
of the withdrawal of United States guardian-
ship and control. The United States has. more-

over, as a matter of fact, for more than seventy

years maintained a special relationship to Cuba,
recognized anil practically acquiesced in by the
nations of the world. It is simply inconceivable
that it should by its act of intervention in
Cuba's behalf and at the cost of the resultant
•war forfeit that relation-hip and put itself In a
less favorable position toward Cuba than that

which it formerly occupied.
