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A CRUEL SCHOOLHOURE SCARE.

PUBLISHED REPORTS ABOUT TWO BROOK-
LYN BUILDINGS WHICH APPEAR TO HAVE
CAUSED UNNECESSARY ALARM

The published reports of structural weaknesses in
two of the newer public school bulldings of the
Ridgewood secilon of Brooklyn appear to have
been based on grounds so purely technical that they
amounted to cruel sensationalism. The schools
mentioned were No. 116, at the corner of Knicker-
bocker-ave., and Grove-st.,, and No. 106, at Ham-
burg and Putnam aves. No. 116 is a primary school,
and an evening school is also held in the building.
In both cases the teachers of the schools were
wholly unprepared to explain the situation to the
children undef their care when they arrived at the
schools with the information that the buildings
had, according to reports in the morning news-
papers, been found dangerous. The teachers had
received no ofMclal Information. and very naturally
denounced the reports as false. The visits of In-
spectors from the Building Department during the
day and the reiteration of the reports in the after-
noon papers had an effect not difficult to imagine.
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year, to the erection of an equestrian statue of

As a
matter of fact, the Hamilton statue was erected by
the club on its own ground, and in no sense be-
longs to the public. In Prospeect Park are busts of
Payne, Moore, Irving. Beethoven and Mozart; also
the Maryland monument, commemorating the
Maryland regiment which was destroyed on the
site of the shaft. Within a year statues of General
H. W. Slocum and General E. B. Fowler, one now
being constructed. and the models for the other
being prepared. will be in position In the Park
plaza. But this list is brief when compared with
the list of statues in Manhattan, Boston, Baltimore
and other citles.

LATORS INDICATE IT WILL FAIL
TO PASS THE SENATE.

Albany, Feb. 2 (Special)l.—According to a poll
taken by a Tribune correspondent of the Senate
and A ¥, it appears probable that the so-
called Pure Beer bill will pass the Assembly but be
defeated In the upper house. This measure pur-
Posés to prohibit the manufacture and sale of ale,
porter and beer in this State unless these products
are made of pure barley malt, pure hops er pure
extract of hops. If made of any other ingredients
than those prescribed by law these products are
to be labelled “inferior beer,” “Inferic: porter” or
“inferior ale,” as the case may be Any dealer
selling other than legally pure bee- shall advertise
the fact by hanging out a sign having on it the
inscription, “Inferior beer sold here’ The special
provision to the effect that beer other than that
of the legal standard shall be labelled “inferior” is
for the purpose, it is sald, of preveanting the manu-
facture of impure beer In this State. The pro-
vision that dealers shall advertise “tnferior beer”
when selling It is purposed to protect local brewers
and to prevent the importation of inferior beer
into the State.

The bill was Introduced in the Senate by Senator
Malby, who represents St. Lawrence and Franklin
countles, and in the Assembly by Jean L. Burnett,
of Ontario County. Here are some of the com-
ments on the measure by various Senators and
Assemblymen:

Senator Malby—! introduced this bill for two
reasons: First, to encourage the growing of hops
and grain by the farmers of this State; second, to

protect the consumers of beer against adulterated
products.

Senator Stranahan—I am for an “honest” pure
beer bill._ Such legisiation is possible, as can be
seen by England's example in legislating against
adulterated beer.

Senator Ambler—If a bill can be passed which will
give us unadulterated heer without hurting home
manutacturers [ am for it every time.

Senator White—The propositions embodied in the
Malby-Burnett bill are ridiculous. The bill will do
nothing but klil the breweries of this State. Under
the Original Package liw beers of all other brands

can be brought into the State from outside. [t
would simply put New-York brewers out of busi-
ness.

Senator Grady, leader of the Demoeratic mi-
nority.

Sir: A recent editorial In The Tribune on the sub-
Ject of pure hee: legislation leads me to believe
that you are in favor of some State enactment
which will require the manufacture of none other
save pure fermented and malt liguors in New-York,
and the sale of none other within the State.

(and admixtures) for these natural agricultural in-
gredients, and they belleve that a pure beer bill,
by prohibiting the use of anv other save the nat-
ural agricultural agents, would increase the de-
mand for the same and thereby help the growers
o grain,

So far as the consumers of beer are concerned,
of course, they wish a pure beverage.

1 have been very deeply into this swbject, and 1t

is my epinion that the people of New-York are
very much Iinterested in the passage of some meas-

ure zalong this line. The farmers have not been
able understand why they have not recelved this
legislation before, There is no opposition to such

an enaciment excent from the brewers,
