upon them. In each of my annual reports
1 have urged the matter with all the force possi-
ble, but it attracts no attention.

GREAT WINE TEAR IN FRANCE.

PRODUCTION OF 189 NEARLY UP TO THE
RECORD.

Washington, Feb. 3 (Special). — According to re-
Ports recently received by the State Department
from Consul Covert, at Lyons, the wine production
of France for the year %% was 6 000,000 hectolitres
(132,00 gallons), a yield that has been exceeded
only three times in the last century, and never in
“ny preceding hundred years. It 1s several million
hectolitres short of what was expected In mid-
Summer, when the vines, especially in the southern
Wine ficlds, bore richer burdens than were ever
before seen in France. The heavy rains of Septem-
ter, however, entirely washed away the crop, vines
®nd roots of thousands of acres in the Midl Dis-
iriot.

CANCELLING POSTAGE STAMPS.
INGENIOUS DEVICE EMPLOYED RY
THE POSTOFFICE DEPARTMENT.

Washington., Feh. 3 (Speciai).—Since 1835 all the
| machines hy which postage stamps are eancelled
| and envelopes marked with the name of the post-
office, the date, etc.. have heen made hy one fam-
fly. Tn the sear named the Postmaster-General
entered inte a contract with Benjamin Chambers,
a eitizen of Washington, to furnish a device by
which postage stamps might he cancelled so that
they could not be used again, and, although there
have been a multitude of competitors on several oc-
casions, that contract has been renewed vear after
vear for sixty-five vears with Mr. Chambers, his
| =on and his grandson, who have a secret process
by wmhich the dies are made of malleable iron and

| carbonized into steel at a cost of from 5 cents to
$27 each It is certainly the only Government
| contract, and probably the only contract in the
United States, that has heen renewed so often and
{ continued =0 long. The Department buys about
$25.0% worth of new cancellers every yvear. Bids

are advertised for annually, and every now and

then some ambitious manufacturer who thinks he
{ has a good thing offers a propesal, but the Cham-
! bers family are fonvi . They have improved
the device until it is now almost perfect

The stamper is a circular cast steel box (with a
screw thread), one end of which is closed, and is
provided on the outside with a sguare shank to
secure it to the hardwood handle. The cover of the
box is a disk of steel. A portion of its thickness
enters the box by means of a screw thread around

its periphery of almost twenty threads to the inch.
This permits of a space between the inner face of

i
{ the Gie and the bottom of the box, while the re-

maining thickne of the disk forms a fange with
| ihe edge, which is coarse milled, so that the disk
! may be turned with the hand or a wrench. On the

| outer face of the Jdisk

of the disk. Inclosing the name of the postoffice in
| & circle here are three siots for removable
' type, for months, dates, hour and half hour.
Diametrically opposite the circle is the cancelling
device, the side of which is parallel with the edge
of the disk. Any required number or letter is cut
, 'n relief in the cenire, while three grooves are
cut intaglio. The removabie types are of steel, and
{ have on the ends opposite their faces projections
from their outer edges, so that when inserted in
| the slots the projections can be clamped and held
in place.

Until 1880 Captain Chambers manufactured the
cancellers here in Washington, and he is still re-
quired to maintain a repair shop in the neighbor-

| hood of the Postoffice epartment, hut he moved
his factory to Northumberiand Coutny. Va., on a
| leg of land at the mouth of the Potomae, whera
he has a litte village composed exclusively of
! his employes and thelr families. No one can enter
bis grounds without permisgion. and those who have
been there say It 18 quite an ideal little village,

day accepted swithout diesent the changes made hy
the House of Representatives in the concurrent
resolution providing for the opening and counting »f
the votes cast in the State Electorial Colleges for
President and Vice-President. The Senate's resolu-
. tion had followed In phrasing the precedents of

1877, 1881, 185, 18%9, 1893 and 1887, but the House

Committee on Rules discovered that by some over-
| ®ight the form adopted had never been subjected

to critical examination, and falled to take account
! of certain modifications made by the law of 1887

regulating the electoral count. According to the

ahsolete phrasing, accented without question in
| 1886, 1893 and 18%7, the Vice-President or the Presi-
dent pro tempore of the Senate was made the
{ agent of the two houses to announce the “'state of
{ the vote and the persons elected,” which announce-
ment was to be “deemed a declaration of the per-
sons eclected President and Vice-President.” By
the revised form, drawn by the House (ommitice
on Rules, the Vice-President or the President pro
tempore is simply to announce the st of the
vote” as handed to him by the tellers, “which an-
nouncement shall be deemed a sufficlent declara-
tion of the persons, if any, elected President and
Vice-Presldent of the I'nited States”” The new
procedure tekes from the presiding officer the right
1o declare “the persons elected” after declaring the

state of the vote,” s=o that the result of the
ount shall depend entirely on the count itself, and
in no way upon the judgment or opinlon of the

President of the Senate, .This was the intention of

the law of 1887, but through carelessness in draw-
ing previous resolutions it has never bheen carried
i literally into effect

CHILIAN SULPHRUR DEPOSITS.

| Washington, Feb, 3 (Special).—The German Con-
Inn at Tacna, in his recent report to his Govern-
ment, makes the following reference to the rich
sulphur deposits of Chill:

Sulphur has been mined in Chili since 1580, and
the aeposits have been developed to such an extent
that Sicillar sulphur, which has hitherto been im-
ported in large quantities into the nelghboring
provinee of Tarapaca, where the world's .-u’x,\ply of
nitrate of soda is found, has been gradually and
almost entirely superseded by the home market,
Large and partly open layers of the almost pure
product are present in extensive stretches. The
| average percentage in the raw material amounts
| to 80 per cent of pure sulphur. Although the ma-
terial has to be transported to Tacna on mules, it
there competes with the Italian article, and would

|

soon supplant the latter if better facilities for
transportation were provided,
The deposits in the provinee of Tacna are lo-

caled around the Tacora and on the mountain of
Chipiquina, two high cliffs about twenty-one Span-
{ 1sh mlles from Tacna. So far three sulphur pro-

ducing enterprises have been started They are
, owned respectively by a Spaniard, a German and

a Chillan. Owing to the lack of a road, except a
muie way, these producers can ship only a very
limited quantity to the seacoast, yet their enter-

prise is highly profitable, and has attracted the at-
tention of United States and German capitalists, A
New-York syndicate has already been started, with
a capital of §£.600,000, and proposes to extend the
mines which are in operation on the Tacora and
Chipiquina. The syndicate sent out a commission
in 1888 composed of three mining and raflroad en-
gineers and a lawyer, who, after investigation,
made proposals to the owners concerning the ac-
quisition of their claims. The Spaniard and Chilian
have accepted. The syndicate has proposed to pay
the appraised value of the claims in stock or shares,
to be placed on s=ale in the exchange markets.

It countemplates the establishment of very ex-
tensive works and the bullding of a cahle road six
miles long across the mountains to S8an Francisco,
in the province of Tacna, or to construet a rallway
from the mines to Tacna, in order to ship the
sulphur from that port in sailing vessels to New-
York. The syndicate calculates upon a monthly
| product of 10,000 tons of raw sulphur, In which
case the cost of a ton would figure about $15, deliv-
ered in New-York.

DUCK SHOOTING IN PORTO RIcCO.

San Juan de Porto Rico, Jan. 22.—It is not gen-

erally known that Porto Rico is a good place to
visit in order to shoot ducks, but it is. They have
already begun to arrive In small flocks, but by
February 15 and through the month of March they
will appear in flocks of hundreds—not so plentiful
| as in Florida, perhaps, but in quantities sufficient
to waurant sportsmen visiting the island. It is the
regular Florida winter duck—the same duck that
lenves Canada in the fall and visits Florida in the

winter. Those crowded out of Florida come to
I Cuba, San Domingo and Porto Rico. There are

soveral smail lakes within ten miles of San Juan
containing brackish, salty water, and making well
provisioned feeding grounds. The lakes are sur-
roanded with reeds and tall grass, admirably
adapted for stalking. The feathered visitor also
| settles on the nearby Bayamon River,

There is no sporting blood in the Porto Rican, so
the ducks are hardly ever molested. A few are
shot each season by the country people for market,
but systematic shooting is not attempted. Such
things as decoys and calls or a regular shooting
outfit are unknown. The birds are as wary as in
‘ Florida, and offer g'ood sport.

Then, too, Porto Rico has pigeons the year round
| by the hundreds. Not the ordlm, f tame
| ground bird, but one that flles . They are
| brown In color, and from two to four

pounds. They are fat and juicy and well seasoned

—a delicious table bit—different from any bird seen

in the United 'uh‘..“‘l‘b«e is no wild game in
| Porto Rico except these birds, but that is a sum-

clent inducement for Northern sportsmen. The
| weather permits of ca the year round, the
| temperature averaging I8 degrees, with a cool
treeze and chilly nights.

Washington. Feb. 3 (Speecial). —The annual re-
ports of General J. C. Breckinridge, Inspector-
General of the Army, for the last fiscal year, to
the Secretary of War and the Lieutenant-General
commanding the Army. afford much data that
should he interesting and valuable to the people at
large.  Not the least interesting of the subjects
they treat of is a brief historical account of the
Inspector-General's Department from 1778, when
that accomplished soldier Baron Steuben was
Inspector-General of the American
Army, with the rank of Major-General, down to
the present time Steaben made his first inspec-
tions of American troops at Valley Forge. in the
spring of 1718, 8o the Inspector-General's Depart-
ment has existed for 123 years. and in that time it
has Inclnded on Its rosters such d.stinguished offi-
cers as Alexander Hamilton, who was ‘Major-Gen-
eral and Inspector-General when war was exe
pected with France, 1708-1800, and for a part of that
time was also in command of the Army; and Zehu-
lon Pike. who In 18%-"07 explored the sources of the
Mississippi. discovering Pike's Peak (which was
named for him). was captured and held for months
by the Spaniards, and was killed in 1812 in his suc.
cessful assault on Toronte, Canada

The reports show that the work of the Depart-
ment during the last vear included inspec-
tlons of more than 135%0 men: of disbursements
Involving over $300.000,000, and of property amount-

fiseal

ing to over $10000 00, with more than §1,000.00
worth retatned for further service In addition to
the usual inspections of military posts, supply

depots, arsenals, grmories, recruiting stations, hos-
pitals, National cemet=rics and soldiers’ homes,
there was organized a  systematie Inspection of
transports, the inspection of the Military Academy,
the resumption of inspections of schools having an
Army detail and United States arms and equip-
ments, and the inspection of complicated insular
accounts ’

Concerning the inspection of schools with mill-
tary details, which number 110, scattered through
every Btate in the Union, it is shown that they
had 30,125 students enrolled the last fiscal year, of
whom 27,2 were over fourteen vears of age, and
that the students, former students and alumni of
these institutions, to the number of 3,353 served in
the war with Spain, of whom 1,084 were ofcers and
2,146 were enlisted men

The reports also give tadbulated summaries of the
work of the Department for the de~ade ending with
the fiecal year 199, from which it appears that the
total covered by the ten inspections in
money aceounts was 31183726647 32, or an average
of $118.372.9%4 72 per annum; tha largest being in 159
involving over £350.600.00, and the smallest in 1881,
being less than $62,000,000 This glves some Indica-
tion of the growth of the work of the Inspector-
General's Department Reports of property in-
spections 4id not begin to reach the Inspector-Gen-
eral’s Office until 1582, so a full decade’'s summary
could not be shown in this work; but in about eight
and one-half years 19547 Inspections (exclusive of
public animals) wera made, involving over 78 800 000
articlea, costing over §20. 700 000, Of this amount
ahout 13 per cent, representing over §.800W, was
retained in service, and the remainder was econ-
demned to be sold or destroyed What 1Is retained
In the service by careful inspection is almost pure
savings The averags annual amount of property
retained in service represents a value of over 3450, -
o As to publie animals, which must be inventoried
singly, 1728, which cost over $£2.00.00M, wers In-
spected In the same period, and of this number
2.407. valued at $279,711 22, were retained in service,
