MANHATTAN HASN'T LAND YET.

EXTENSION OF THE ELEVATED RAILWAY
TO ST. JOHN'S COLLEGE NOT YET
POSSIBLE.

The Manhattan Rallway Company has not
yet purchased or obtained a lease to any part
of the grounds of St. John's College, Fordham,
for the purpose of ext°nding its suburban
branch. It was reported last week that the
company would extend this branch through
the college property, and that it had obtained
the right to do so for the sum of $17.000. Over-
tures were made many years ago by the com-
pany looking to the purchase of part of the
property or the securing of the right to the
use of a strip of the college grounds, so that its
suburban line could run between the New-York
Central station at Fordham and the main build-
ing of the college. Since then the company has
been slowly building {ts suburban branch, until
now the bases for iron pillars for part of its
proposed extension stand directly opposite the
main entrance to the college. While it has con-
tinued the work of extending the branch, it is
no nearer to the acquirement by purchase or
lease of the right to push its road through the
college property than when it began.

‘Tnis property 1= cons!@ered hy many real
estate dealers to be one of the largest parcels
of realty and one of the most valuable in the
Fordham section. It was owned in Revolu-
tionary times by a lord, who called the place
Rosehill Manor. In the forties it was purchased
by Bishop Hughes, and a seminary for educat-
ing young men for the priesthood was erected
there. Later the property came under the con-
trol of the Jesuit fathers, and since then they
have owned it and conducted there a prepara-
tory school for boys, known as St. John's Hall,
and an institution of learning for young men
called St. John's College.

The Manhattan Rallway Company has sought
to purchase from the college authorities a strip
of land about a half mile long by about fifty
feet wide.
what was considered te be a ridiculously low
figure by the college authorities. Whether or
not the company wiil ever succeed in obtain-
ing the right to the use of a part of the prop-

erty for the extenslon without taking the mat-
ter to the courts is a subject which has aroused
the Interest of nearly every person living in the
section of the city where the college is situated.
The college authorities are of the opinion that
the running of elevated trains through the
premises would greatly depreciate the value
of the entire property, and they hope that they
will be justly compensated for this shrinkage
in the value of the property If the railway gets
the right to go through the grounds.

Father O'Connor, treasurer of St. John's Col-
lege, said to a Tribune reporter yesterday: “The
Manhattan raiflway has neither leased nor pur-
chased a strip of *he college property In order
to extend its branch.” A Tribune reporter called
yesterday afternoon at the office of Alfrad Skitt,
vice-president and general manager of the rail-
road. Mr. Skitt was said to be out. His secre-
tary said that he did not know if the reports
printed last week about the extending of the
suburban branch beyvond St. John's College wera

true. “The authorities of St. John's College,”
he added, *“could probably tell you if the re-
ports were accurate.”

FAVOR ANOTHER CIRCUIT JUDGE.

Information from Washington has been recefved
at the rooms of the New-York Board of Trade and
Transportation that their bill to provide an addi-
tional United States Circuit Judge in this district
to try gzccumulating customs cases has been
favorably reported by the Judiclary Committee of
the House of Representatives,

A committee of the Board of Trade and Trans-
portation appointed about two years ago took into
eonsideration the serious loss and inconvenience

caused to importers by the delay in reaching a de-
clsion In customs cases in the courts in this dis:
trict. The committee found that the crowded
court calendars operated to prevent customs cases
coming to trial within a reasonable time, and fre-
auently large invoices, and, with some firms, their
entire imports, were tled up for months pending
the final ruling as to the rate of duty that should
be imposed.
