The court adjourned until 10:30 this morning. Be-
fore Minnock went on the stand Willlam Rosen-
sohn, ambulance surgeon at Bellevue, testified that
when he was taking Hilliard to the hospital he was
ied to look at Hillard's face, arms and neck. be-
cause he sald he was healthy and he 4id not ap-
pear so, being thin and weak looking. He saw no
marks on Hilliard, however. Richard Bateman de-
seribed putting the restraining belt on Hilliard at
Gouverneur Hospital. He denied that any violence
was used in handling Hilllard, and =atd he had no
injuries when he was left at Bellevue. Richard K.
Donnelly, who was one of the nurses in the pavilion
for the insane at Bellevue Hospital when Hilliard
was admitted, testified to the reception of the pa-
tient at the hospital on December 11 at 4 p. m. He
said that he saw no marks on the patient ‘when he
was received

Donneily's testimony as to what was done to
Hilliard on the night of his reception at Bellavue
was as folloms

NO POLICE ATTENTION HAS BEEN PAID TO

The attack upon Mre. W. R Pryor on the stairs
leading from the Park-ave tunne! at Thirtv-eighth-
st. by a highwayman on Wednesday afternoon has
werved to call attention again to the fact that the

properly for years. Mra Pryor is not the first
woman who has heen attacked and rohled by a
highwayman on the winding and hidden stairway
at Thirty-elghth-st., as The Tribune told ter-
day, nr'!' footpads have lain in walt for victims at
other stalrways leading from the tunnel recentiy
Attempts at robbery on the stalrways heen
numerous enough to show that bhetter police pro-
tection was needed, but Police Inuspector Harley
sald vesterday that only one policeman has been
: at a time in Park-ave, and he spends
most of his time patrolling the sidewalks, from
Thirty-fifth-st. to Forty-second-st., where he could
hear no outery from one of the tunnel stairways.

There has been no speclal post for policemen in
the tunnel for a long time, and citizens were say-
ing yesterday that they thought it was surprising
that there have been so few robherles on the tunnel
stairwayvs. The fact that somebody has not been
robhed every weeck in the tunnel seems to have
to the police officials the hope that better
protection there was not needed. That Mra, Pryvor
was able to make such a plucky fight, and pursue
the thief far enough to cause his arrest and recover
her stolen purse, has been regarded by some of the

FOR CHANGE IN CITY HALL TUNNEL LOOP,

EXECUTION OF THE AGREEMENT-DIVERTING

CANAL-ST. SEWER

The Rapid Transit Commission made arrange-
ments at its meeting vesterday aftermoon to have
a representative at the hearing on the Brooklyn
extension before the Board of Aldermen to-day.
President Orr executed the agreement providing for
a change in the plans for the City Hall loop. Tha
Board approved a requisition tor $654,000 for work
and tools for January.

Chief Engineer Rogers says that work on the
tunnel is progressing satisfactorily, as shown hy
the weekly charts of work done exhibited in the
rooms of the Commission. One of the most diffi-
cult preblems before the engineers was the divert-
ing of the l'mm[—sl. sewer from the East to the
North River. Work on this has been golng on
since October. The excavatijon under Chatham
Square has been compieted without any impedi-
ment to traffic or tearing up of the street. For
over two hundred feet under Chatham Sguare an
excavation has been made under the pillars of the
elevated road.

There are now, at a rough estimate, about two
thousand men at work along the line of the tunnel.
When the work will be In full swing, ahout the
middle of summer, probably ten thousand men will
be at work on the tunnel.

VACCINATION'S SUCCESS.

DOCTORS  TELL INTERESTING INCI-
DENTS ILLUSTRATING ITS

EFFECTIVENESS.

An unusually interesting meeting of the sec-
tion of Pediatrics of the New-York Academy of
Medicine was held last night at the academy.
It was interesting not only to the physician but
to the average layman, as the topic of discus-
sion was “‘Vaccination.”

One of the papers was read by Dr. Frank S.
Fielder, of No. 33 West Ninety-third-st. The
subject of his paper was “Vaceination Clinically
Consldered.” In it he referred to the duration
of the immunity from effective revaccination
which 18 conferred by vaccination, and spoke
ahout the resident physician on North Brother
Island, whither all persons suffering with small-
pox and all smallpox suspects are removed by
officials of the Board of Health. The story he
told about this physician clearly showed how
vaccine virus acts upon some constitutions, or,
rather, does not act. He sald that the physician

was sucecessfully vacecinated about eighteen
vears ago and again about ten days ago. In the |

recent outbreak of smallpox in this city this
physiclan came in almost constant contact with
persons afMicted with the disease.

HE WAS JARBED MANY TIMES

He never at any time showed any signs of
fear, or expressed a dread that he might be
stricken with the disease on account of meet-
ing daily and hourly persons so afflicted. At
that time he had only once heen successfully
vaccinated, and that vaccination had been made
elghteen years ago. He had had vaceilne virus
injected into his arms about thirty or forty
times since the first successful vaceination, but
it did not take on any of those occasions. He
was practically immune against the disease. He
was, however, successfully vaccinated about ten
days ago, as before sald.

Dr. Fielder also told another story to illus-
trate better the remarks he had made on the
subject of the duration of immunity to ef-
fective revacecination and immunity of persons
who have been successfully vaccinated, from
smallpox. He said that there was a man among
the patients on North Brother Island, twenty-

five vears old, who had been vaceinated about

two years ago, and had had au exceed-
ingly mild attack of smallpox The man's
wife was alsa a patient on the island.
The speaker =aid that he did not know whether
or not she, too, had been vaeccinated about
two years ago, but he had bheen told

that she did not have smallpox in its worst form,

Dr. Fielder further said that complete natural
immunity to vaccination was practically un-
known. Among the complications arising from
vaccination Infectlons such as erysipelas, cellu-
litis, septicemia, bhecame more rare as
methods of preparing virus improved, and more
care was used at the time of vaecination and in
the subsequent management of the case. Gen-
eralized vaceinia, aside from cases in which the

Dr. Fielder aiso sa!d that
a person who had been successfully revac-

cinated was much less llkely to contract or to

Continuing, Dr. Fielder sald that vaccine virus
should be subjected to rigid physiological tests
befure issuance. It should retested every
month as long as it was on sale. The virus from
cach animal should he kept by itself and num-
bered. It should be known by the number when
issued, that it could be called in after re-
tests had shown that its efficiency had ceased.
He thought that vaccination shields often did
more harm than good.

Other papers were “Preparation of Vaceine ™
by Dr. John H. Huddleston, of the Board of
Health, and “Specitic Organisms in Vaceine,™

which was written by Dr. Anna Wessels Will-
jam, and was read by another person, as she
could not be present. Drs. Louis Fischer, Will-
fam E. Young and C. Herrmann also read pa-
pers. Dr. Herrmann's subject was, “A Simple
Apparatus for Modifying Cow's Milk.™ He
showed the apparatus. Many photographs {llus-
trating the various papers were exhibited. Dr.
Huddleston showed photographs of the vaccine
laboratory of the Health Department. Among
those who took part in the discussion were Drs.
W. A. Dunckel, F. H. Bartlett and Willlam L.
Stowell, the chairman of the meeting. The
majority of the physicians who spoke were op-
poscd to the use of vaccination shields. Dr.
Bartlett praised the Board of Health for the
splendid results he had obtained by the use of
vaccine virus prepared by it.

PHILIPPINE LOCAL GOVERNMENT.

COMMISSION TO ORGANIZE THE PROVINCE
OF PANGASINAN.

Dagupan, Province of Pangasinan, Island of
Luzon, Philippine Islands, Feb. 14.—The United
States Philippine Commission arrived here this
afternoon, and will organize a provincial gov-
ernment to-morrow. The Commissioners were
received by a crowd of people and bands of
music, and were conducted to the United States
Army headquarters.

Tae Commission will organize Tayabas on its
way south.
