WANHOLE COVER HURLED IN AIR.

PEDESTRIANS IN BROADWAY FEEL GROIUND
TREMBLE FROM EXPLOSION
Pedestrians in Broadway, near Thirty-ninth-st
at 136 a'clock yesterday afternoon a three-
hundred-pound manhole cover in fromt of No. 18
West Thirty-ninth-st. hurled high in air by an ex-
plosion that shook the ground. The manhoie leads
to the conduits of the Edison Electric Muminating
Company. Tt is about ten feet west of Hroadway
and in the centre of Thirty-ninth-st. The workmen
say water might have short eirculted the currents
making sparks which might have caused accumu-
luted gas to explode, or the sparks may have
heaied the water, forming steam and thus throw-

ing the heavy cover off, .

Standing near the curb was a hansom The
explosion smashed the lamps and side windows of
the velicle, and the hundred pounds or more of
dirt in the manhole chamber was spattered in it

The cover shot up inte the air about fifteen or
twenty feel. seemed to polse there for the smallest
fraction of time on an upright pillar of flame, and

SUMS UP FOR KENNEDY.| LOST MONEY ON OCEANIC.

CASE OF MAN CHARGED WITH MURDER-
ING “DOLLY" REYNOLDS TO GO TO
JURY TO-DAY—A WITNESS FINED.

The taking of te:t!mony was finished yesterday
In the trial of U'r. Samuel J. Kennedy, charged
with murdering “Dolly” Reynolds. The defence
then summed up. The prosecution will present its
arguments this morning, and Justice Fursman will
give the case to the jury

In summing up Robert M. Moore said that the
prosecution had been dependent solely on circum-
stantial evidence. Speaking of the witness at the
hotel, who identijed Kennedy, he said:

1 say that they are mistaken because they had
not had the opportunity to get acquainted. It
would have been better had they sworn that Dr.
Kennedy resembled the man with Dolly Reynolds.
Hut they swore it all the way through and posi-
tively identified Kennedy as the man. This was
after the detectives ha<d built up a composite man,
and after the bellboy had been taken to the doe-

tor's office, s0 he might get a good look at K:"’\-
-

nedy, Then he said Kennedy looked like
man. Later he swore that Kennedy is the man.
Now. does it not strike you that the man who

commitied that crime wanted to divert susplcion
and put the blame on an innocent man who re-
sembled him? That's where the police blundered
and grabbed at an innocent man. X

Now as to the motive. The District Attorney
stated something of which there has been no proof.
He sald that Kennedy had borrowed meney from
Dolly Reynolds and killed her because he wanted to
repossess himself of the check. Then if he wanted
to get the check bhack he must have made the
bludgeon in advance of giving her Ihf check.
Would it not have been much easier for him not
to have given her the check at all, and thus have
avoided committing murder?

FOUND DEAD IN HIS BEDROOM.

INDICATIONS THAT CLYDE STEAMSHIP LINE EM-

PLOYE COMMITTED SUICIDE.

Albert Powell, twenty-nine years old, who was
employed in the financial department of the Clyde
Steamship Line, was found dead yesterday morning
in his bedroom, at Neo. 215 Fifth-ave., Brooklyn. He
had been killed by the fumes of gas, which escaped
from two burners, and the surroundings indicated
that he had committed sucide,

When Powell's wife arose yesterday morning she
detected the odor of gas, and on opening Lthe tweo
doors which led to her husband's room she found
him dead in his bed. He was fully dressed, and two
gas burners were turned on full. When Powell re-
turned from his oflice on Tuesday evening he was
under the influence of liquor.
