The ceremony corresponded closely with the re-
ception of the City Corporation and the London
County Council. A guard of honor was mounted
outside the palace, and a military band was in
the courtyard. The Yeomen of the Guard, whe
ere indispensable at every Court function, were
tn attendance, with their quaint and picturesque
uniform. The throne room was reserved for the
@elegations. which were large. The Chancellors
and other functionaries o the universities ap-
peared in their academic robes, and the fellows
apd officials of the Roval Soclety were well
gepresented. The declarations of these delega-
tlong were received with stately dignity, and
the King's reply was his own in phrasing and
manner. All ceremonies of this kind are well
managed by the King. He excludes superfluous
functionaries. and converts the function into a
special audience, and in nearly every instance
eonfers decorations and awards honors

King FPdward happily deserves all the conven-
tiona! compliments and the flatteries showered
upon him by the English press in its stilted and
forma)l accounts of these functioms. The Court
oficials who are behind the scenes report that
be knows the stage business of reigning already,
end has nothing to learn from any prompter.

of audacity and unexpected resource his powers
of resistance will speedily be exhausted. General
Kitchener is slowly and mechanically wearing
out the endurance of the Boers, inexhaustible as
it has appeared during the last eighteen months.

RECRUITING FIELD
EFFORTS OF THE BRITISH GOVERNMENT TO
SECTRE THE DOMINION'S AID

London, Feh. 23 - Mr. Brodrick, the War Sec.
retary, and Mr. Chamberlain, the Colonial Sec-
retary, are trying to arrange with the Canadian
Government for the establishment in Canada of
permanent recrulting depots for the RBritish
army. In order to avoid the political feeling
which such steps might engder in the Dominion,
it has been suggested that a new Canadian regi-
ment be established. The negotiations between
the Earl of Minto, the Governor-General of
Canada, and Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the Canadian
Premier, and the officials in London are still in
progress, without definite result.

Thanks to the excellent record of the Canadian
contingents in South Africa, it is believed they
constitute an element very necessary in the
British army. and while the needs of the local
Canadian forces are not being overlooked, it is
hoped that a permanent supply of Canadians for
waging Great Britain’s wars will eventually he
secured.

Havana, Feh. 28 - The Canstitutional Con-

The right of the U'nited States to intervene for
the preservation of peace and the establishment
and maintenance of naval stations by the Amer-
icans were considered dangerous to Cuban sov-
erelgnty, and on these two questions the difM-
culty hinged

It is understood that the committee was agr-e-
able 1o accepting the provision of the Treaty of
FParis with reference to the former clause, giving
the United States the right to intervene, how-
ever, only when the republic’'s sovereignty is
¢ndangered or the Government is incompetent to
preserve peace

A compromise was suggested with reference to
the question of naval stations, providing that
it be agreed that the ("nited States be allowed
to fortify and occupy forts in time of war, the
same as at the Dry Tortugas

Platzek he didn't go to see M- Murphy at all,
and, as far as could be learned last night, none
of the Committee of Five have called on Murphy.
As 2 matter of fact, the Purifiers will not know
Just where they stand, o»r whom to lean upon,
till they hear from Richard Croker. If Croker
indorses the appointment of Devery, then they
will know that Croker himself has deserted
ithem,

Mr. Nixon's friends yesterday related the con-
versation between Richard Croker and Mr.
Nixon at the time the Committee of Five was
appointed. Mr. Nixon said in substance, among
other things:

“ dn_n'l want to be chairman of this commit-
tee. Work of this kind is distasteful to me. But
if T take it, I want it understood that there
must be no hauling off. 1 will not consent to go
on unless there is an understanding that we go
ta the bottom of this vice business, no matter
who is hurt.”

Mr. Croker told Mr. Nixon that he would have
the support of himself and the Tammany or-
ganization, and to go right ahead. With this
positive understanding Mr. Nixon and his asso-
ciates accepted appointment, and the rest is a
matter of recent local history.

Mr. Platzek said vesterday that he had abso-
lute confidence in Murphy, but it was noticed
that he did not call on him. At the same time
he denounced the appointment of Devery. A
good many people wondered how he could har-
monize the two statements.

Commissioner Keller is understood to take the
bitter dose administered by Mayor Van Wyck
and Commissioner Murphy more quietly.
