The examination of George Howard before United
States Commissioner 8t C this afternoon is ex-
pected to disclose some in ting facts connected
with recent oy itions of a gang of “gold brick™
swindlers. Howard was arrested last Tuesday at
the Hotel Cadillac when he went there and asked
for a letter addressed to “John W. Adams.” The
arrest was made by Postoffice Inspectors Jacobs
and James by order of Chief Imspector John D.
King, and the letter which Howard received and
opened at the hotel, previous to the arrest, was a
decoy letter which had been sent to ““Adams,” the
supposed head of the gang of swindlers, from
Europe.

Information had been obtained by the Postoffice
Department in Washington from postoffice officials
in London that the swindlers had lured several per-
sons of wealth to this country by means of cun-
ningly devised letters and cable messages and had
robbed them by means of the well known *“gold
brick” swindle. One Englishman named Wright
had come to this city and had paid $10,000 for brass
bars, which he had been induced tp believe could
be coined into gold sovereigns worth many thou-
gands of pounds. It has been ascertained by cable

messages that Howard seems to answer to the
description of the swindler who sold the *“gold
bricks” to Mr. Wright. Howard was released on

It was expected that George L. Rives, chairman
©f the Charter Revision Commission, and R. Fulton
Cutting would address the meeting of the Central
Federated Union yesterday. but
appeared. Instead Mr. Cutting sent a letter of
regret, which e'omamed a similar expression from
Mr. Rives.

Mr. Rives declared that the members of labor
unions were as much interested in the charter re-
wision as other citizens. They all wanted the same
things, namely, clean streets, good schools, proper
police and fire protection and various other things.
In Mr. Rives's estimation the trouble with the
present charter was that it was too complicated.
The Revision Commission had tried to obviate this
by abolishing some of the departments. He hoped
that the labor unijons would not condemn the
whole of the revised charter hecause they objected
to the clause prohibiting certain city employes from
joining organizations. He thought that the clause
was a good one, because it would keep these em-
