
SMASH-UP OX THE WABASH—TWELVE

PASSENGERS DANGEROUSLY

INJURED.

Gojihen. Ind.. Feb. 2f».—Passenger train No. 8
on the AVabr.sh Railroad, which left Buffalo last
night and which was scheduled to arrive in Chi-
cago this morning', was wrecked two miles west
of Mlllersbars at a^SS a. m. to-day. The acci-
dent was caused by a broken rail. The engine
passed over th«» break in safety, but lbs six cars
following left the rills, and one of them, trx
rear Pullman, rolled over on its side and slid
down a twenty-five foot embankment. Of the
forty or more passengers in the tram not one
escaped injury, twelve being severely hurt, some
of whom probably will die.

The railroad officials were prompt in securing

medical aid. and Ina short time surgeons were
hurrying to the scene of the wreck on special
train* from every available point In Northern
Indiana. The Lake Shore officials made up a
special train, and also carried doctors to the re-
lief of the injured. The little hotels at Miller?-
burg and Benton. several miles from the seen*
of th"» wreck, were turned into hospitals.

No deaths are thus far reported, but some of
the injured are in a critical condition. The crew
of the train escaped injury. Among those who
were seriously hurt were:

•Tames B. Dill,also a director of th Xorth Ameri-
can Trust Company of New-York, when asked on
Monday afternoon regard a statement purport-

ins: to have "been given out by President Thome
last Saturday and announcing th< taking over of
control of certain oorporatioc trust companies by
the North American Trust Company of N^w-Jersey.
•which Is closely affiliated with the North American
Trust Company of New-York, said that that state-
ment had. at the request of Mr. Tborne, been re-
duced to writingand by his direction civ>>n out to
the members of the press. Mr. Thorne tailed for
Cuba on Saturday.

Mr.Lewis yesterday said that tbe statement Is-
sued by Mr. Dillon Saturday regarding the North
American Trust Company of New-Jersey securing
control of the principal corporation registration
companies of the country was exact!} corn It
was the fact.

were in progress with any companies at present.
Later in the afternoon It was reported that the

Holland Trust Company and the Century Trust
Company had been acquired by the North American
Trust Company of New-York. An officer of the
latter corporation confirmed the report as to the
Holland Trust Company, which h«» said would l>e
taken over in liquidation.
Mr. Hollins. who joined with Mr. Lewis In the

statement printed yesterday morning, said yester-
day that the statement made by Mr. Dill to the
effect that the statement purporting to have been
given out by President Tfcorne was authorized and
was given out under his directions, was correct.

ADDRESS ADOPTED BY COMMONS.

VOTE OF re TO 78 ON REPLY TO KING'S
SPEECH— DILLON DENOUNCES BRU-

TALITIESIN SOUTH AFRICA.

London. Feb.

The address In reply to the
King's speech was adopted by 207 to 78 votes
at the session of the House of Commons to-day,
after Mr. Dillon's amendment objecting to house-
burnlne: and the imprisonment of women and
children had been rejected by 01 to 243 vote?.

"Not since the days of th» Remans." said
John Dillon (Irish Nationalist), on the resump-
tion of the debate on the address in Parliament,
"had an army male a habit of rapturing wom-
en and children as the British generals in South
Africa v.ere doing."

This. Mr. Dillon, added, was cruel and cow-
ardly. To put Boer women on half rations he-
cause their husbands had not surrendered, as
wan the undented practice, In th» r*?c.-n<-entrado
camps, wos worthy of the worst brigands of
Sicily and Grcee». This plan of starving women
and children had been adopted by the War Sec-
retary. Mr. Brodrick.

Mr. Dillon then went over the record of th©
•war. referring to the house burnings, etc.. aver-
ring that in treachery and cruelty the balance
was against the British. He congratulated the
Boers on having a different record.

Mr. Brodrick replied that the British conduct
was humane. It was not true that the
country had been devastated deliberately and
by wholesale. Farmhouses had been burned for
cause, and parts of the country had, been
devastated been use it had been fought over five
or six times. In some oases the Boers deserted
their houees and the Kaffirs burned them. The
Secretary, in the course of his remarks., reaf-
firmed that the government had not the slightest
intention of giving way in the question of lnd*
pendence.
