Mr. De Armond, of Missouri, passionately de-

clared that we were now having the first real Con-
gressional taste of imperialism Heretofore Con-
gress, he said, had shirked its duty and had al-
lowed the President to rule with the hand and
force of an emperor. Now, without time for dis-
cussion, hardly for protest, imperialism was to be
sanctioned by the Congres  of the United States.
He declared that by trades, by bargains and con-
ulvance” the rights of 10,060,000 people in the
Philippines were to frittered away. War in
Cuba was to be risked. I commend to the tyrants
here the plunder they will get,” sald he. “For
myself, 1 stand true to my conception of duty, and
I condemn the infamy they are perpetrating.”
(Democratic applause.)

Mr. Dinsmore, of Arkaneas, protested vehemently
against the Senate amendments,

MR. LACY CITES PRECEDENTS.

In reply, Mr. Lacy, of lowa, called the attention
of the Democrats to the excellent precedents for
the proposed legislation in the acts for the govern-
ment of the Louisiana and Florida purchases. Of
course, he said, the proposed method of govern-
ment was purely temporary. In time a permanent

form of government would be established. This
was simply the preliminary step.
Mr. Richardson interrupted to say that if the

act for the government of the Louisiana Purchase
was substituted for the proposition, every emo-
crat would vote for it

Mr. Dalzell, closing the debate, insisted that the
method proposed for securing a vote on the pend-
ing proposition was not unusuai in the closing
hours of Congress, and cited several in
Democratic Congresses when analogous proceed-
ings were taken. He sald the Philippine proposi-
tion found its exact parallel in the legislation for
the government of the Louisiana Purchase.

“But the Louisiana act,” interpcsed Mr. Williams,
of Misslssippi, “was to continue only untii Con-
gress should meet again. This act is to remain In
force unril Congress shall otherwise provide. It
cannot provide otherwise without the approvel of
the President.”

“This replied Mr. Dalzell, “is much more
generous than that enacted for the government of
the Louisiana Territory.” He called attention to
the fact that the President’s instructions to the
Philippine Commission gave to the Filipinos every
constitutional guarantee, including the right of
trial by jury. As to the Cuban amendment, it
simply provided for the maintenance of the Mon-
roe Doctrine and the proper sanitation of the isl-
&nd to protect the United States and the Cuban
people

Mr. Richardson then attempted a point of

DEFENDING THE AMENDMENTS.

Mr. Hull, of lowa, chairman of the Committee
on Military Affairs, then moved to concur in the
Senate amendments in gross, and took the floor in
support of his motion.

J. R. Williams, of Illinois, in contrasting the
Democratic policy of the past toward Cuba with
the Republican policy of the present said the Dem-
ocrats desired to buy Cuba, while the Republicans

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STEEL CIRCULARS READY.

SEVERAL ADDITIONAL COMPANIES SAID
TO WANT TO ENTER THE
COMBINATION.

It was learned yesterday from a well informed
source that circulars signed by the directors of
each of the companies which are to be taken into
the United States Steel Corporation had been pre-
pared and would be sent out last night to the
stockholders, these circulars stating the terms
offered by J. P. Morgan & Co. for exchange of
their stock, adding that the signing directors had
agreed to turn in their holdings on those terms,
and advising the other stockholders also to con-
sent to exchange their shares for stock of the new
corporation. H. H. Porte:, chairman of the board
of the Federal Steel Company, yesterday said that
the directors of that company had informally con-
sidered the Morgan proporsition, and had practi-
cally agreed to accept the offered terms. John W.
Gates, chairman of the board of the American
Steel and Wire Company, was quoted as saying:

There is not a word of truth in the story that
there is a disagreement between Mr, Morgan and
myself. There is absolute accord between us. It
is true we were dissatisfled with the terms and
prices offered for our stock; nevertheless, the
directors of the American Steel and Wire Com-
pany have decided to enter the combination. and
the terms offered by Mr. Morgan were accepted
vesterday. At the meeting of the directors held
vesterday the publication of a circular was au-
thorized, stating to the stockholders of the com-
pany that a certain percentage of the stock has
been deposited with Mr. Morgan, and adding: “Tt
is the belief of these shareholders that it will be
for the interest of the other stockholders to enter
the combination.”

It is reported that several additional steel com-
panies are desirous of being taken Into the new
combination. Their names are not mentioned, but
it is hinted that among them are the Tennessee
Coal and Iron Company and the Sloss-Sheffield
Iron and Steel Company. Both are Southern com-
panies. In financial circles, as well as in the trade,
it is believed that the United States Steel Corpora-
tion will mot for the present at least absorb any
companies other than those already accepted by
the underwriting syndicate, although it is sald that
the American Bridge Company may come in at
some future date.

It is again reported that early in the negotiations
it was Mr. Morgan's purpose to take in several
properties besides those which were finally decided
upon, in which the consolidated company
would probably have had §350,000000 stock, as was
announced in The Tribune to be the intention, in-
stead of $800,M000, the amount now fixed

Experts have been estimating on the earning
capacity of the great combination.

This
is being done because citizenship is bigger than
politics.

1 deny that Tammany Hall
is a political party. It Is simply an organized gang
of freebooters and pirates. The leader of Tammany
Hall is the greatest freebooter in the world because
he contrals the judges which he nominates for his
own pockets.

When .the campaign is hot uptown I hope you
gentlemen from the Bowery will come up and help
us. [ believe the people uptown need you more
than you do them, because your hearts are in the
right glnce and you have wise heads.

I have been talking lately with men who are put-
ting up buildings here, and they told me of the
money th had to put up to have plans passed
by the B:R'ldlngs Department. They are not the
only ones that have to pul ur.

Don't you think these fake
shows have to put up to the police? Of course,
they do. Even the panhandlers and heggars who |
have flocked here from Chicago and Boeston have to |
pay tribute for the privilege of working the public
streets. The poor Italilan peanut and Gréek pea-
nuat pedlers who are tryving te earn an honest
livelihood have to put up to the police or they |
will be arrested and their pushcarts seized. It's
got to be awfully small business when tribute is
exacted from poor peanut men who cannot speak
our language.

My quarrel has ever been with our officials who |
are pald blg salaries to keep them honest, but who,
nevertheless, enter into partnershin with erimi-
nals and disreputable characters.

BUILDING NEAR LINCOLN, NEB., ALMOST
DESTROYED—ONE CONVICT LOSES 1
HIS LIFE,

Lincoln, Neb.,, March 1. —The Nebraska State
Penitentiary. three miles from this city, was al- |
most destroyed by a fire which started soon after
midnight One convict, George Pfleuger, lost his |
life. He was released with the other convicts, and
had marched out with them, but was allowed to go
back to his ceil for some personal effects. When
