AMENDED RILL FORBIDS HEALERS FROM CHARG-

ING FEES.

Albany. March 4 (Special).— The so-called anti-
Christian Science hill of Assemblyman Bell is to be
amended ?o as to permit the practice of all Chris-
tian Scientists. Spiritualists, osteopaths and otaers
who seek to cure without medicines, provided that
they do not practise for pay. This amendment was
finally agreed upon at a conference held last Satur-
day in New-York by Dr. Van Fleet, the author of
the bill: Mr. Andrews, the attorney of the County

Medical Society, and Mr. Bell. In regard to the
amendment Mr. Bell said to-night:

The bill now meets all the objections which have
been made to it by the Christian Scientists and
Spiritualists. They have at all the hearings on the
measure argued that their religious liberty was un-
constitutionally hampered by its provisions. Ac-
cording to the bill as it now stands these people
may minister to the sick after the pattern of Him
whom they call the "master healer," but will not

be permitted to use their religion for commercial
purposes, to pose as "latterday prophets." while
at the same time charging fees for their spiritual
ministrations.
