FOUGHT WIND AND WAVE.

CAPTAIN'S LOG SHOWS SUFFERINGS OF
THE BLAKE'S CREW.

The schooner Edward H. Blake arrived from Fer.
randina, Fla., vesterday, after a frightful voyage,
which lasted forty-two days. The schooner left
Fernandina on January 18, laden with lumber con-
signed to Cooney, Eckstein & Co. Five times she
was off Cape Hatteras, and five times she was
blown back. Three different sets of sails were
blown away, spars were swept from the decks, and
the crew was beaten and blown about until its
members were exhausted. To make matters worse,
two women—the wife and daughter of Captain
Smith—were on board. The women endured many
hardships and fought the storms with their com-
panions,

Captain Smith's log is unusually long and ex-
ceptionally intercsting. It tells plainly the terrible
experiences that were endured, and some extracts
from it will tell the story of the scheoner’'s haras-
sing voyage. On January 28 Captain Smith writes:
