Suppose
2 President, at any time during his term, to be
stricken with pa s and to be unable to dis-
charge the powrers and duties of the office; suppose
that the Vice-President assumes those powers and

CIVIC CLUR INVITES THOSE HAVING PLACES TO

FILL TO CALL TUPON IT.
To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: The Civie Club, whose clubhouse is at No,
243 East Thirty-fourth-st., through one of iis com-
mittées, comes in contact with many men and
women living in its immediate neighborhood who
are out of work and need places. By reason of the
fact that only residents of the ward in which the
club is situated are eligible to membership, it re-
sults that there are sure to be a number of men in
the club who are neighbors of and know all about
and know personally every one of these men anl
women who need help. It would thus be practically
Impossible for anybody who was not thoroughly de-
serving to get the indorsement of the club, and it
has therefore occurred to the club that it was in
a particularly good position to appeal to employvers
and ask them if they would not be willing, when
in need of additional help, to let the Civic Club
have a chance to recommend suitable and reliable
persons to them.

The Civie Club has all the social interests that
any other club in the city has, and, besides that,
has civic interests:

Through its committee on streets it attempts to
keep the streets in its ward in fair condition.
Through its committee on buildings it has heen
somewhat successful in having unsafe tenement
houses in its ward made safe or demolished.
Through its sanitary committee it has had some
success in attempting to force the Health Depart-
ment to do §1s duty in the matter of making un-
sanitary tenement houses sanitary.

Through iis policy committee it s making an at-

tempt, which it is expected will be successful, to
suppress policy in the city.
Through its committe on evictlon and destitu-

tion it acts, as far as its means will allow, in giv-
ing material help to those who are in need, espe-
cially. in cases where otherwise the families would
be broken up and the children sent to institutions—
the mother to scrubbing and the father to lodging
houses.
The main point is, as the memblers live in the
district where their efforts are exerted, they know
tically all there is to be known about every
ual case, and cannot be deceived ; ANy means,
One of the prineiy of the club is ““to help
ple to help themselv * and one of the hest ways
to do this is to get a person who Is willlng to work
a place where he will fit and give satisfaction; and
it is for the benefit of men and women personally
known to the club as reliable and decent that the
club issues this appeal
The club usually has several men and women on
hand that it needs work for. ‘The club hopes that
you will publish this letter and bring the facts to
the attention of employvers, who, it is he will
from time to time, as opportunity arises, remember
the Civie Club. The places usually in demand by
the men whom the club illed on to help are
those of watchmen, laborers, porters, drive
fitters, forem:n of laborers, messe TS, <
shipping clerks and stablemen, 1id by the women,
cashiers, saleswomen, cleaners and forewomen.

dent by the Chief Justice of the Su-
preme Court, on the temporary
stand that is erected for the occasion on the front
of the Capitol. Following the taking of the oath
the President delivers his inaugural address. There
are two classes of seats to this stand, and the
pressure to obtain them is simply tremendous.
There are, first, those immediately surrounding
the President. which are mainly occupied by high
officials. The Supreme Court, Senate. House and
Diplomatic Corps are all entitled to places. and all
this goes far toward filling them up. The entrance
to this favored section is from the Senate gallery.
and to each Senator are allotted only four seats to
dispose of. The pressure for these seats is so great
that at the recent inauguration $50 apiece was
offered without obtaining them. They also carry
the privilege of a2 seat in the Senate gallery. from
which can be seen the Vice-President taking the
oath of office and the new Senators sworn in. The
line is then formed, and the march takes place .to
the outside stand, where the oath of office is ad-
ministered to the President. In addition to the
four gajlery seats, each Senator receives tem seats
for the platform outside. These seats entitle the
holder to a seat on the stand. which must be en-
tered from the outside. The seats which they are
for are further removed and less desirable than
e ihat carry the Senate gallery privilege. The
Capitol. teo, may not be entered on March 4 with-
out a special permit. This careful guarding of the
entrances to tha Capitol, and especially to the
latform outside, led once to an amusing happen-
rz.  The children of Senators and members of
Congress go much to the Capitol. For some reason
the Capitol appeals to children as a playground, and
1 have never vet seen one who was net in the
seventh heaven when taken there. The doorkeepers
come to know the children of the various Senators
and Representatives, and, as is not unnatural. they
show them greater or less favor, according to the
prominence and power of the father.
