matter. Wireless telegraphy lihs heen of great ser-
vice jn th« British navy. and, as Ihave s*id. they
have sent messages two hundred miles. The Boers
Ido not think have used the servic* At Cape
Town the authorities poised forty Instruments.
They were irad<* In Imany and were Imitations
of the Marconi rumen The authorities tested
them, but they would not work.

Qrastav 11. Schwab, New-York agent of th* North
German Lloyd Line, paid yesterday afternoon that
the steamer Kaiser Willielm der Gross* was
«<l'Jipped with wireless telegraph instruments, and
that the Mg new steamer Kronprinz WilhHm.
¦which will make her maiden voyage to this port
in September, ieic being fitted with a special telegraph
room. The apparatus, of course, la at present use-
less, when approaching this <oa?t. as there are no
receiving stations on the land.

"Something should be done." he said, "to estab-
lish land connections Marconi. 1 understand, has
da company here. Some one should take the matter
up. It would be af great value. We ought to be
»bl» to communicate with Nantucket Shoal Llght-
fhipand ihenre to the shore, In that way we could
have tea hours' notice of the approach "of steam-
er*."
