The headquarters of the Yeomen are in St.
James's Palace, adjoining the court. where
guard i mounted daily.

A portrait of
Queen Victoria, given by her to the Guard, is on
the walls, with the last letter written by the
Duke of Cambridge as commander-in-chief, and
there is 2 handsome copy of the first luxurious
edition of “The Life of the Queen,” by Mr.

The adjutant, who still retains the ancient
oourt title of clerk of the cheque, a gallant
veteran of the Indian army, has been employed
for six years in an important literary and his-
torical work, in which Queen Victoria took a
special interest. This is the completion of the
record of every officer and Yeoman of the Guard
from the time of Henry VII, and also of a
dlary of the sovereigns, showing where the King
or Quecn was on every day since Bosworth Field
and what was done from the point of view of
the roval bodygusrd.

TO HELP SARATOGA.

LOOP OF TROLLEY LINES BEING
CONSTRUCTED.

Albany, March 1€ (Special).—The Sepate was
swiftly passing bills the other day when sud-
denly Clerk Whipple paused in his work and
said in a somewhat louder key: “‘Senator Brack-
ett, here is one of your Saratoga bills.”

A Senator who was busily writing looked up
quickly, and with his pen peised in air said
inquiringly: “Something about sewers and hack-
men?”

The Senators laughed. and the clerk replied
after =lancing at the bill: “Yes, it seems to be
something about sewers.”

“Well, the hackmen are there, too,” said Sena-
tor Brackett, smiling; and then the bill passed.

The measure was one of a series of bills apply-
ing to the celebrated summer resort known as
Saratoga Springs which have been introduced
by Senator Brackett. They are related to a

the Schroon River. Recently a third rail and
trolley road has been constructed from Hudson
to Albany. Another line will soon be under
construction from Albany to Schenectady. In the
present spring one of the managers of the Al-
Street Railway Company says one will be
to take trolley cars from State-st, in Al-
bany, to Hudson on the south, Schenectady on
« west, or Fort Edward on the north.
Soon also the same trolley rallroad system will
radiate out from the Hudson River line at
Schuylerville to Saratoga, Ballston Spa and
Round Lake, and thence back to the main line
of the Hudson River line at Mechanicsville.

“My Saratoga bills,” said Senator Brackett,
“have a direct relation to the vast improve-

ment of the trolley system of the Hudsan River
Valley now in progress. James L. Powers, Addi-
son B. Colvin and others have just acquired the
Saratoga Traction Company. They propose to
unite that Saratoga system with the Stillwater
and Mechanicsville at Stillwater. There will be
a belt line. A resident of Troy or Albany will
be able to take a trolley car, go to Mechanics-
ville and thence ride to Round Lake, Ballston
s and Saratoga. Then he can return home
by going from Saratoga to Schuylerville, and
southward from Schuylerville to Mechanicsvilla,
and then proceed to Troy or Albany. In the
summer time the p=ople of Albany and Troy will
undoubtedly use the line at times in going to
Saratoga. 1 may mention that one of the de-
of the men who have just bought the
Saratoga Traction Company is to build a line
from Saratoga to Glens Falls. The Delaware
and Hudson now runs steam cars hetween Sara-
toga and Glens Falls by way of Fort Edward.
The trolley line up the Hudson from Mechanics-
ville to Fort Edward cuts off about twenty
miles of the distance between those points. and
commercial travellers will be able to visit a lot
of small towns along the Hudson River which
hitherto tkey have rarely visited.
