SENTENCE OX CAMPERDOWX MEN TRO-

NOUNCED BY BRITISH CONSUL-

GENERAL.

The verdict In the case of the twelve mutineers
of the British steamship Camperdowti was banded
down yesterday afternoon by the British naval
court, which met at the British Consulate, In
Whltehall-st. The court Imposed upon the men a
fine of fourteen .lays' pay «>ach. explaining that
although the> had been In mutiny for fourteen
days, the code provided for a doubling up of iay's
pay in raws of fine.

Th*-- court was made up nt Sir Percy Sanderson,
the Brit Consul-General; Captain E. J. Smith, of
the White Star steamship Majestic, and Captain
Edward Taylor, of the British steamship Sabine.
The ring occupied five days, and eight witnesses
were examined.

The Camperdown arrived in this port last Sun-
day, and her captain on arrival signalled for police
assistance, and had the men taken off the steamer
by the police. They were locked up i;-. the Church-
St. police station.

The evidence showed that for sixty-five hours the
Camperdown was bumping on the shoals of Cap*
Lookout. When she finally floated off the rr>«»n
went to the skipper and requested bin to put into
Norfolk. The commander signified his Intent of
proceeding to New- York. The men refused to obey
orders, whereupon twelve of them wer ordered be-
low and the res: of the crew brought the vessel
here.

Washington, March 16.— Civil Service Com-
mission to-day announced that it i- ready to re-
ceive applications ar.'.l hold examinations for th<
Government service in th*1 Philippine 15:..: : The
examinations are entirely separate and distinct
from thoae for the United States aenrta . the Civil
Service Commission acting merely as the agent of
the Philippine Civil Hcri-ice Board in the United
States.

The Philippine Board announces that it will not
be advisable for Americans to seek positions in
the Philippine Civil Service unless they have pro-
fessional, technical or scientific qualifications or
special clerical ability. Thert will be .i de-
mand for Americans as stenographers and type-
writers, Spanish Interpreters and translators,
bookkeepers to a limited extent. Inspectors In
the customs service, financial aperits nd de-
partment assistants. Applicants must be at

least eigntec-n and not more thai forty years of
age at the time of examination, and they are re-
quired to undergo an examination by a physician to

ascertain their physical capability for performing
efficient a* !v; '¦.

Inall parts of the United States the spring ex-
aminations will be held for department assistants,
stenographers and typewriters and Spanish trans-
