The government here econtinues to show signs
of irresolution and incapacity.

Last night's debate over his ignorance in the
rafiway siding affair was particularly damag-
ing to him, as it exposed him to meérciless ridi-
cule Mr. Chamberiain is constantly gaining
importance as the only member of an inver-
tebrate Cabinet who has a stiff backbone and
i 2iways ready for fight. His strength is
ciearly shown in the revision of Lord Kitchen-
er's terms of peace. A weak minister would

have taken refuge. under Lord Kitchena:'s
reputation of bheing a cold, heartless, unsentj-
mental soidier and administrator, and would

have allowed him full discretion and held him
responsible for the consequences. Mr. Cham-
berlain took a practical, businesslike of
the matter, and declined to become a party to
an unreal and unsatisfactory peace.

Some South Africans believe that the Jameson
raid might have avoided and the Boer
war averted if Cecil Rhodes had acted upon
his own judgment. Mr. Chamberlain's brother
Arthur has brought suit for clearing his charac-
ter against the charges made by partisan jour-
nals, based upon the dealings of various com-
panies which supplied the government with war
material. Mr. Arthur Chamberlain has proved
&n excellent witness under a protracted cross-
examination conducted with great skill by Mr.
Isaace, a young barrister who is making a sud-
den reputation in this case. But the issue is un-
cerrain, even if he has Sir Edward Clarke, the
leader of the English bar, to plead for him,
since the defence disclaims any attack upon
him. and urges that the system of military sup-
rlies was a legitimate matter for newspaper
comment and criticism. Sir Edward Clarke lost
&8 seat in Parliament and probably the Lord
Chief Justiceship through his hostility to the
British policy in South Africa, yet he is con-
ductiug the case for Mr. Arthur Chamberlain, if
not for the entire Chamberlain family, just as he
&ppeared for the defence when Dr. Jameson and

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PLATT AND ODELL CONFER.

FRIENDLY MEETING RETWEEN SEN-
ATOR AND GOVERNOR.

BOTH DECLINE TO TALK ABROUT IT-MR.
PLATT EXPECTED TO GIVE OUT
STATEMENT AFTER THE
CONFERENCE TO-DAY,

Governor Odell came to the ecity from Albany
yesterday afternoon to attend a dinner given

in his honor at the Lotos Club last night. Mr.
Odell's train reached here at 2:33 p. m. He was

driven directly to the Union League Club, where
he met a few friends, and a little before 3
o’clock started for the Fifth Avenue Hotel,
where he had a conference with Senator Platt,

The keenest interest was manifested in the
meeting by all politicians, as it was believed
that at this conference it would be decided
whether any attempt would be made to intro-
duce and pass a metropolitan police bill. After
the meeting, which lasted about an hour, both
Senator Platt and Governor Odell declined te
talk. The Governor went at once to the Lotos
Club, while the Senator remained at the hotel.

Naturally, there was much speculation as to
the outcoms of the discussion between the twe!
men. From a trustworthy source it was learn"'
that the meeting was of the most friendlp:
nature. Mr. Odell did not recede from his po-*
sitlon that additional peolice legislation is un<'
called for and inadvisable. The Senator. on the
other hand, still declared that he favored such
legislation. The two men parted without agree-
ing, but on the most friendly terms. The quese.
tion is to come up before the conference called
for 2 o'clock this aftermeon, when the future
ecourse of the organization as to the proposed
legislation will be decided. The general impres-
sion among the Republican leaders last night
was that no legislation wounld be attempted to
place the econtrol of the police in the hands of
the State officials. It was freely predicted that
after the conference to-day Senator Platt would
give out a statement declaring that the enacte
ment of such a bill at the present time is no@
feasible, and that that will end the discussiong
“Everything will be settled harmoniously,” sald@
a prominent politician last evening. “There will
be no break or rupture in the relations existing
