A MOVEMENT STARTED BY THE COUNTESS
OF MINTO IN MEMORY OF

QUEEN VICTORIA.

At the annual meeting of the Victorian Order of
Nurses, in Canada, held recently at Government
House, Ottawa, n plan for the erection of cottage
hospitals in the Northwest Territories was sub- ,
mitted by the Counts* of Mlnto anil unanimously J
adopted. A special fund, to be known as the Lady
Mlnto Cottage Hospital Fund, will be created for
the purpose of carrying out her excellency's Ideas,
and the hospitals will be known as "Victorian
Cottage Hospitals," a tablet being placed in each
one to show that it was erected to commemorate

the life of the Queen. It is hoped by the organiza-
tion that the Dominion Government may see Its
way to help In this work, and it Is proposed to ask
for grants from the provincial governments. Help
is also expected from municipalities and Individuals,
and already an anonymous donation of $2,000 li.i
been received.

The proposed hospitals will accommodate six pa-
tients, and will require the services of only one
nurse, one assistant and one servant. The help of
untrained women may also be utilized, and in this
way It is thought that each hospital may become a
little nursing school for the district In which it Is
located.

One of the objects of the Victorian Order of
Nurses, as defined by its charter, la "to assist in
providing small cottage hospitals," and during a
tour in the West last summer. Lady Mlnto became
convinced that the organization could work to the
best advantage in the sparsely settled districts
along these lines. She has been working ever since
to attain this end, and It was this which gave rise
to the story regarding an opposition movement to
the Victorian Order of Nurses.
