SUNDAY JAWS ENFORCED INBROOKLYN

WITH SOME THOROUGHNESS.

Brooklyn experienced a wave of reform yesterday
as far as the violation of the law by dance halls
and saloons was concerned, bat the keepers of the
various resorts called it Just a temporary incon-
venience, as they have before been through these
spasmodic efforts on the part of the police to

hoodwink the publicinto beUevtag thai the law was
being enforced. There really did seem to be a con-
sistent effort yesterday to temper the most fl.ierant
and open cases of law breaking and many places
were closed which have not been closed before In
months.

Deputy Commissioner York gave his orders on Sat-
urday and their effect was seen at midnight, when
policemen went the rounds of the saloon and dance
halls all over the borough and insisted that they
be closed. Of course, they missed many oldtime
stand?, but enough of them were shut (loan to
indicate clearly that something had happened.

Mr. York's orders affected the German halls In
the Eastern District, and the dance halls in Coney
Island particularly. All the dances in the Eastern
District were closed promptly at midnight and from
the orders received some of the proprietors de-
cided that it would he better not to attempt to keep
open yesterday At Turn Hall, in Sfeserole-st . the
williamshurp Turn Vereln had scheduled nn ath-
letic entertainment. That was postponed. Military
Hall, at Scholes and Leonard sts . and Teutonia
Hall, at ECarrison-ave and Bartlett-si . were also
closed all day yesterday. No dancinc anywhere

.was allowed. In Arion Hall. Arion Place, near
Broadway, a concert for the benefit of the German
Hospital, and at Schwaben Hall. Myrtleand Knick-
erbocker avec . a performance of the rik Dramatic
Society, were allowed to proceed.

All of the saloor>r« in the Eastern District were
"shut up tight." according to the way the police
look at it, but nobody went thirsty. Down in the
Adams-st. precinct the saloons were open all day.
and all. except a few throughout the night. About
8:30 o'clock Captain Dunn received word that sev-
era! of the saloons were wide open, that is. wererunning with brilliant lights and with no attempt
st concealment. A roundsman with a pquad of menwr.s ireined lately sent out. and In fifteen minutes
lhose places were In darlkness. Everybody was
driven into the street and proprietors were ordered
to shut up at once. No arrests were made. Two
hours later, however, anyone who knew the rope*
could get •» dr.nk nt any of the places that had
been closed, but there was no ilispir.-. about it.

At Coney Island a grandstand play wa? madeInspector Campbell, who is in chart of the dis-trict, went down early in the afternoon with a
squad of fifty-five policemen, and th' Island was
thoroughly canvassed. The proprietor of every
dance hali or '¦the'- resort received strict orders
about the observance of the law. Dancing wasallowed, but no drinks could be served on th* dance
floor. Many of th; proprietors screened off a por-
tion of their floor and sold brer and other drinks
with this temporary shelter

The activity of the police wns t^k^rjphilosophi-
cally in all parts nt the borough by the saloon-keepers and other proprietors, who looked upon 1?
as nothing more than the usual annual "bluff.'

Only two arrests for violation of the Excise lawwere reported at Police Headquarters up to mid-
night, but it was s^id that others had been made
which would be reported this morning.

Mr. York went to Brooklyn police headquarters
a little before last rnldnipht and told the men that
he was pleased with the hearty way In which they
had seen that hi*orders had b"en carried out.

The laws at rrrspnt upon our statute r»«"ks have
not met the situation. The prostitutes themselves
when iipprr-hrnupd dually have oscapfd with a
line, which has only served to make greater sub-
sequent art*vltvon their part the mora tmreratlve.
Thoir arrest and return haw made them more
notorious to th»"ir tenement house neighbors, and
the nature of their business more obvious, both to
younp and old.

The social erll HlttMlie extlrpa'pd from the ten*-
rntnt houses. The chief reason why It has been so
difficult to accomplish this result hitherto is that
the responsible party, the landlord, has enjoyed
practical lsarn«ntrv from conviction because the
"burden of provlr.tr his giiilty knowledge weighs
heavily upon the prosecution. The law holds ex-
cused the landlord who wilfullycloses his eves so
that he may not j=o«>. Furthprmoro. when hardpressed he has t.oon nblp to shift his responsibility
by subleases tad transfers hevond all recognition.
The operation cf the t-r«>spnt statute? hap therefor*
tended to lntrr.s:fy the evil, -.•-. has allowed re-sponsibility to >\u0084p .-\adpd.

Under tlie l"?tF!ation as pr<->po<=*><s by the Tene-
Tnent Hous» Commission the difflf-uftles' of the
.eituation nld fair to lv> prcatly mitigated, if not todisappear altopeth*>r. I'rostitution will no lonajer
t>e a paying risk in t"n*-ment houses. The land-lord, no longer secure from surcrssful attack will
o:erci*e such dilippnce as will kc»p his tenement
house* within the statute. He will no longer be
«b!e to use his rigrnt as a shield of guilt, indeed«n irres;>onsiM« trneriif-nt house as. Nt will be
highly improbable, for the landlord will take pre-
caution* to save his property harmless from theoperation of the law. nrd the owner's diligence
win in each case h» transferred to the agent in
rhsree.

The^ommittee !w>iieves thorouchly that the legis-lation as proposed by the Tenement House Com-mission l!- sounO and likely to be productive of the
result desired.
