SAYS HE WILL SOME TIME WRITE THE

HISTORY OF THE FILIPINO AFFAIR.

Admiral Dewey was seen yesterday morning at
his apartments ,ln the Albermarle and was ques-
tioned as to the probable effect of the capture of
Agrulnaldo. He expressed the greatest satisfaction
at the new? and said he thought that this would'
really wind up the period of resistance. Ho also

| said:
Iam delighted to hear this news. Of course, we

ha 3 the warning a few days ago that it might
I occur, but it looked like a very risky undertaking,

and ifFunston had lost his life every one would
have ?ald. "I told you so." It appears to be a
very creditable piece of work on the part of Fun-
Mon and In keeping with his previous exploits.
It was. in fact, a case of lighting the devil with
fire. Ifa large force had gone against Agulnaldo
he would not have been found, but this was a kind
of strategy of their own sort and appears to have
succeeded perfectly.

Admiral Dewey was asked as to the assertion of
certain people that Aguinaldo had really been an
ally of the United States. The admiral has here-
tofore denied this, but he paid to-day:

Aguinaldo was in no fense. nn ally. When we
went to Manila we made use of the Filipinos just
as the Union forces In the Civil War made use of
the negroes. We used anybody that we could to
aid us. but there was nothing whatever upon which
to base the declaration that they were our allies
In the technical sense. Agulnaldo is himself a most
amiable little fellow. He does not hnve the educa-
tion with which he has been credited and he was
not really the brains of the insurrection. Mabini
was really the brains of the Filipino rebellion and
Apuinaldo was the active leader. Iadmit that I
did not give him credit for the acuten«ss that he
has shown, but he is certainly not a man of very
erent ability. One thin? Iwonder about in the
dispatches to-day from Manila, which. Ibelieve, de-
scribe him as "talking freely." When Ifirst caw
him he was notably reticent and much of his
strength came from the fact that he did not talk
without reserve. The people believed that he was
invulnerable, however and that no harm could be
done to him. There was a story current, in fact,

that a dozen men had stood up and fired at him
as a test. Isuppose there were no bullets In the
guns. or. whatever the weapons were, he was
unhurt. But that story went everywhere. The
people are intensely superstitious and they believed
that no harm could befall him.

To the question. "What do you think ought to be
done with Agulnaldo now?" the admiral replied:

Well, It se»m!> to me that as good a thing as
could be done, for the present, would be to send him
to Guam. It is the same sort of a climate as that
In the Philippines and there would be no hardship
in th.' change, but there would be no chance to pose
and the Filipino leader would feel as Ifhe were out
of the world when «»-nt there.

The admiral recalled the circumstances of the
capture of Guam by Captain Glass, of the Charles-
ton, .n.i told several anecdotes connected with it,

illustrative of what nn unknown spot It Is, In one
of which he related his own ignorance of the situa-
tion of the Island In the presence or a British
captain. He then added:

I*".king o\.r the events of the last two year*. I
am «ometim«'s Impressed with the idea that possi-
bly th.- trouble with the Filipinos misht have be«n
avoided, but. when Inay that. Isay it because
hindsight Is a great deal easier than foresight.
1 hare no criticism for any one. but It can be seen
now how- the Americans who first went there hurt
the pride of th. Filipinos. Ifwe had mads a greater
effort to flatter them, It is possible, the thing: would
have -oaf more smoothly, 'it Iwish to say that, at
the [inning,Idon't believe Agulnaldo had any
Idea of in pendency at all. They simply hated the
Span! irds. They hated them. Isay, nnd they want-
ed to get rid <-.:' them In any way possible. They

looked upon u» as their deliverers and they old
everything Itold thorn to do. Afterward Ithink
It was simply a ¦ :i?e of succe«» turning .1 man s
head in the cs«e of Agulnaldo. Idon't believe that
nt flr.nhe bad any Idea of attempting to get up an
independent republic As to the natter of our
relations with the Filipinos, the history has never
yet been written. Ihave all the letters and docu-
ments pertaining to It and Iexpert some day to

write the history of the affair. When all of the
document! are published it will be perfectly clear
that no obligation rested upen the American forces
tn treat the Filipinos as allies.

PRESIDEXT MUCH PLEASF.D.

OTIS THINKS AGUINALDO HONEST.
SAYS CAPTURE IS NOT OF ESPECIAL IM-

PORTANCE, BUT WILL HASTEN PEACE.

Chlcaro. March Major-General Eitv.-ll S. Otis,
formerly in command of th» army In taw Philip-
pines, and now In rtrrnmSTHi of the Department of
the Lake?, expressed satisfaction to-day over th«
capture ->( Aguinnl<l*>. ll'said:

The influence of Asulnald* has b»*in waning for
pome tlm^. therefore the imnortruice of th* c.ipture
1« not ."• great as might be suppose.!. lie has
been a f'lSltlv* in hiding for so long th*t a iar?<s
number of his followers have dropped away, and
a (treat majority of the people) are tired of the whole
thing— of heina? robbed and tired of the war-
fare.

In fact, affnir* in the i?l.ind^ are a? quiet now
as they have been for twenty-five rears under
Spain Th«re arc -->nly two Filipino officers of any
unportaace now left In ih" Islands who still main-
tain hostility <• th^ rn::''l State?. These are
General Cailles and General Luci.r\n. Th« former la
new aiding In the mountains of the ea?t coast of
Lusoi the latter is in Central Luzon, with a small
band.

As to the effect the capture of As"lnn.ldo will
have on our affairs in the Islands. i believe it
will harten the time when peace Will i>+ restored.
Of ooursa, the l"nii<--l States will have to protect
the people for some time to c.->m. . but !think that
In :he cuurse of a fr*vmonths or a year the people
may be nhle to protect themselVes largely. 'Che
capture will result In .1 decri . >̂ of military de-
mana^ In the I'hlHpptr.??.

Agulnaldo was once looked upon by the Flliplna
people as a little nod, hut thl« sentiment baa been
lost almosi completely. Ibelieve that Agulnaldo Is
personally honest, but he has boon actuated by in-
dividual amMti'm.

THE QUESTION OF PUNISHMENT. IF

ANY. NOT YET CONSIDERED.

Washington. March 2S.—The War Department

has not had time as yet to consider the exact

status of Agulnaldo. whether he Is to be tried
and what punishment, ifany, is to be meted out

to him. But there are certain general princi-

ples which are said to be clearly established, and

the first question asked is as to whether A&ul-
naldo is to be tried as a military or a civil of-

fender. Ifhe is to be regarded as having: com-

mitted treasonable acts or fomented an insur-

rection apainet the United States Government,

then the trial would be of a civil character, for

these are political offences against the authority

of the United States Government, and are not

offences under the articles of war, to be tried
by a militarycourt martial or commission. Itis

hardly expected that the rigorous procedure for

treason would be adopted. Ifit should be. Sec-

tion T.,332 of the Revised Statutes provide?:

Every person guilty of treason shall suffer

death. "or. at the discretion of the court, shall
be imprisoned at hard labor for not less than

five years, and fined not less than ?l«>.O<>o.
Another section provides for inciting Insurrec-

tion, short of actual treason, and specifies the

punishment, as follows:
Every person who incites, sets on foot, assists

or engages in any ret, m or insurrection
¦gainst the authority of the United States shall
bfpunirned by Imprisonment for not more than

ten years or by a fine of not more than .>10.0,J0.
or by both.

The foregoing, however, are political offences

against the authority of the United States. It is

presumed that Aguinaldo will be held, for the

present at least, as a military prisoner. If

tried at such, it would be because he had of-

fended against some of the articles of war. Al-

ready there have been several trials of Filipino

officers for offences against military usage, such

as brutality, but a military tribunal will not

take up the larger political offence against the
authority Of the United Slates. Article 194 of

th- regulations governing armies in th* field

recites:
Treating in the field the rebellious enemy ac-

rordJng to the law and usages of war has never
prevented the legitimate government from try-

in- the leaders of th*» rebellion, or the <hief

rebels for high treason, and from treating them
accordingly, unless they are included in a gen-

eral amnesty.

TREASON UNLIKELY TO BE CHARGED.
This article is referred to as showing that the

warfare in th* Philippines has not given Agul-

naldo such a strict military status as torelieve
him from the higher and graver civiloffence of

high treason. At the same time there is little

belief that this offence ill be charged, the idea

being that he willbe held as a prisoner without

any definite determination of his status, and

perhaps In time be granted amnesty on condi-

tion that he leave the country.

Aflde from the punishment to be visited on

him. the military regulation? provide for the
manner in which he shall be treated while held
as a prisoner. These regulations are similar to

those of the Oxford Conference, and more re-

cently those made at the Hague Conference.
Some of the main features are that the capt-

ured officer must surrender his arms, the con-

finement must be such as willInsure safety, but

without intentional suffering or indignity; a

prisoner who escapes may be shot while in
flight;paroles may be granted on stated condi-

tions; honorable men, when captured, will ab-
stain from riving information concerning their
own army, and violence is not to be used against
prisoners to extort information.
Itis nearly a year since anything definite las

been heard about Aguinaldo. Then the informa-
tion was not very authentic. He was being pur-
sued in Northern Luzon by different expeditions
under Colonel Hare, Colonel Ilowze and Major
Peyton C. March. The troops under the last
named officer captured his equipments, and it
was supposed the chief insurgent had been
wounded. His escape was effected, it was said,
by placing him on a raft and covering him with
leaves and bushe?. This raft was floated down
the stream and passed the points occupied by
the American troops. This stream was th*; Rio
Grande d» Cagayan, which flows northward and
parallel with the eastern coast of Northern Lu-
zon, near which the capture was made. Reports
of the death of Agulnaldo hay»- been frequent.
The fact that many orders issued In Aguinaldo's
name never were actually signed by him en-
couraged the belief that his name was being
used by his followers even after his death. There
was another story that Agulnaldo was once
captured by General Young, bur was in the
garb of and appeared as a common laborer of
the district, not understanding a word of Eng-
lish or Spanish, and was turned loose after a
few days.

But th« reeling of the Philippine
people and their determination to ti^ht out the•trucglo for Independence willremain unshaken I
received a cable dispatch only yesterday which con-
vinced me that the Philippine leaders have not
modified their persistent attitude regarding the con-
tinuance of the war. Whatever disaffection* may
have taken place In favor of the Americans, thePhilippine people as a whol* are resolved to ac-cept nothing short of independence.

When Agonclllo was asked what effect the capt-

A FINAL BLOW TO ORGANIZED
INSURRECTION.

informed by cable of every movement of the
expedition. They fell assuro.l that ARulnaldo
would be either captured or killed, and that
the remnant of his un>-e somewhat formidable
band of fighter!" would be scattered or suffer
the fat.- that wa3 In store for h'm. As an evi-
dence of their confidence in the success of th»
expedition they decided more than a week apn,

as was told in the Washington correspondence
of The Tribune, to visit the islands early in the
summer with the view of reducing the strength

of the army and to assist in transferring au-
thority from military to civil government.

Great credit is Riven General Funston for his
daring feat. It is pointed out that it Is on a
par with the performance of Lieutenant Hob.
son In fluking the Merrlmac at Bantlngo, and
as Hobson was chosen by Sampson to "bottle
up" Oorvera's fleet, at the imminent risk of life
to every man on the Merrlmac, because of his
special fitness for the work, so did General Mac-
Arthur choose Funston to lead the brave band
in search of AgUlnaldo, because of Funston's
proved fitn us for this kind of service. In point
of fact. General funston has been held in the
Philippines for months Just for the purpose of
making the final hunt for Agulnalde. This
statement was made to-day to a Tribune repre-
sentative by one of the highest. officials in the
War Department. From the President and his
Cabinet officers down through the list of offi-
cials of high rank nothing but unstinted praise
of Funston has been heard In administration
circles ti>-<"ay. and when it was learned that the
President had sent a cable, dispatch to General
MacArthur bearing hearty congratulations to
Funston. th»» name of the "little Kansas gen-
eral," as he is called, was hailed throughout the
capital as that of the latest national hero.

FUNSTON'S PHOHABLE REWARD.
How General Funston's future career will be

affected by his notable achievement is a matter
of varied speculation. It is known that he Is
fond of active military life, as attested by his
following that career almost without intermis-
sion since he Joined the Cuban insurgents fiveyears ago, and soon rose to the grade of major
of artillery In the organization commanded by
General Maximo Gomez. If Funston should
make application for appointment to the regulararmy it is presumed that he would not ask for
a rank lower than that which be now holds in
the volunteer service. Whether or not the Presi-
dent could see his way clear to appoint the
Kansan a brigadier-general inthe regular estab-
lishment is generally regarded as doubtful.
Still. Funston's Kansas friends already are at
work in hid Interest, and are urging the Presi-
dent to appoint him a brigadier-general in the
regular army. Officers in the regular establish-
ment who have recently returned from service
In the Philippines with Funston speak of him
in the highest terms both Am a gentleman and
a soldier. They declare that he Is not the "gal-
lery player" he has been represented to be by
some ofhis overzealous friends among the news-
raper correspondents in the Philippines, and
that he is in no sense of the term a notoriety
seeker.

Representative Long, of Kansas, was at the
War Department to-day, and discussed with of-
ficials the question of adequately rewarding-
General Funston for the capture of Agulnaldo.
Mr. I..>ni.. !.<'¦¦¦ that about six weeks ago the
Kansas delegation called on Secretary Root an.i
the President and recommended General Fun-
ston for promotion, and asked that he have somerecognition for past services. it was said then
that there was no place for General Funstonexcept in one of the staff departments, unless
he was made a brigadier-general, and it was
said that he could not expert such a promotion
as that. The action of the delegation Waspurely voluntary, as General Funston had madeno application to them, nor had he made any
request at the. War Department for recognition.

It was evident, however, that he had little ap-
