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day night restoring to the company some of the
powers cancelled by the repeal of the act of 1895
was verified to-night by a Ramapo attorney.

Both Mr. Lauterbach and Mr. Limberger,
counsel for the Ramapo Company, have been ex-
ceedingly active about the Capitol to-day, and it
was said that, after consulting witk Senators
Brackett and Elsberg, the latter had consented
to introduce a bill restoring to the company the
rights and privileges it had under its incorpora-
tion act of 1887, which would give it supremacy
over all other water companies that are incorpo-
rated under the general transportation corpora-
tion act of 1890.

Senator Elsberg denied that he had the bill,
but said he might introduce it if presented to
him, later in the session, on the condition that
he found its provisions equitable and just.

Mr. Limberger said to-night, on being asked in
regard to the reported bill: “I am not here to
press any such bill, but to appear in defence of
the Ramapo company, when the case to dissolve
its corporate existence comes up here next Mon-
day before Judge Herrick.”

“Has not such a bill been drawn up?” was
asked,

“I have heard so.” ol

“Will it be based on the laws of 1890 or 18877

“On the laws of 1887, since the company can
obtain the powers granted by the law of 1890, it

it does not have them already, by simply re-
incorporating.”

“This will give the company greater powers
(han_other water companies, will it not?"

“Well, you ought to answer that question
yourself,” was Mr. Limberger's evasive reply.

“Is Mr. Lauterbach here in behalf of the bill?"

“Oh, no,” was the answer, “he’s only here to
artend a little social function.”

The situation, however, has become so grave in
the minds of the Merchants’ Association that it
has redoubled its vigilance at the Capitol in
watching for the appearance of the new bill.

A MOYE AGAINST DEVERY.

TO MAKE THE MAYOR RESPONSIBLE FOR
HIS RETENTION.

Albany March 28 (Special).—"“The legisiature will
not adjourn.” said a leading member of the As-
sembly to-day, “until the appointment of Devery is
placed fairly and squarely upon the shoulders of
Mayor Van Wyk, so that he must either remove
the Deputy Commissioner from office or be held re-
sponsible before the Governor of the State and the
voters of New-York City for that appointment.
This can be done by an amendment to the New- |
York City police law, which is to be incorporated |
intoe the revised charter, providing that both |
the Police Commissioner and the two deputies be ‘
appointed or removed by the Mayor. Such ani
amendment is acceptable to the majority of the
Assembly Citles Committee, which is now wrestling
with the details of the mew charter.”

This statement was corroborated by several New-
York Republican members of the Assembly, and
was given additional weight by the fact that such
an amendment was offered last night by Gherardl
Davis in the executive session of the Assembly
Citles Committee. and was received by the Re-
publicans with favor. g

This ameadment is still a subject of widespread
discussion. It was learned that Mr. Davis's sug-
gestion so startled Mr. McKeown, the Democratic
committeeman from Kings, that after staring at |
Davis for five minutes he exclaimed:

“My good. good Davis, where did you discover
that bomb?"

The anti-Devery amendment, however. is meet-
ing with increasing popularity among the Repub-
licans from New-York.

AT WORK ON THE CHARTER.

BILL EMBODYING REVISION MAY BE INTRO-
DUCED ON MONDAY NIGHT.

Albany, March 28 (Special).~The Assembly Com-
mittee on Cities held a long executive session this
afternoor 2t which several recommendations made
by the Senate Committee in regard to the revision
of the charter were rejected. The committee will
again take up the revision work to-morrow, and it
is expected that it will have a bill ready for in-
tro@uction on Monday night. Thus two bills em-
bodying proposed charters for New-York Clty,
which, though alike in the main, will nevertheless
differ substantially in certain details, are to
presented to the legisiature almost slmultaneously |
in either house. One will have been drawn up by |
the Senate Cities Commiitee and the other by the |
Assembly Citles Committee. The outcome of such
a conflicting course has caused conslderable specu-
lation. The general sentiment, however, is to the
effect that the Eenate bill will pass the upper
house, be sent to the Assembly, then referred to
the Assembly Cities Committee, and after some
amendments there will be passed by the Assembly.

Among the provisions of the Senate bill which
were rejected to-day by the Assembiy Committee
is the one providing for a single headed Dock De-
partment. Instead, a commission of three men is

recommended, on the ground that there is too
much power in this department to be vested in
one man.

Another point on which the Assembly committee
clashes with the Senators is the salary of the al-
dermen, the former fixing the salary at $2,000 a
year, the Senate figure being £1,000.

The educational features of the chapter are still
undetermined by the Assemblymen, and will ac-
cordingly be formulated in detail to-morrow in ex-
ecutive session.

EXEMNPT.

STRANAHAN TAX BILL RECEIVES MANY
AMENDMENTS.

Albany, March 28 (Special).—The Stranahan Mort-
gage Tax act was reported to-day to the Senate by
the Committee on Taxation and Retrenchment al-
most torn to pieces with amendments. The com-
mittee asked that the bill be reprinted with irs
amendments and recommitted to its care. This
was ordered. The amendments apparently in-
crease the number of mortgages exempted from
texation. Sestion 293 of the bill as amended reads
as follows:

There shall be exemrn® from the taxes for the use
of the State imposed by this article obligations
secured by mortgige to the commissioners for
Isaming certain moneys of the 'nited States of the
several counties of the State, al! serial bonds here-
tofore or hereafter issued unler and secured by
any corporation mortgage or deed of trust, and
mortgage ohligations the lega! and beneficial own-
ership of which is vested and so long only as the
same shall continue 1o be vested in the United
States or in this State, or in any savings bank,
trust company, title guarantee company, insurance
company, fidelity and casualty company or build-
ing and loan associztion incorporated under the
laws of this State, or in any bank or hanking as-
soclation incorporated under the laws of this State
op of the U'nited States, and all such exempt mort-
gages shall be entitled to be record=d and may be
assigned, released and satisfied without the pay-
ment of the taxes provided for in Section 2% of
this article.

Another amendment says:

Mortgage obligations exempted from taxation by
Seection 253 on the ground of ownership shall be
lable to taxation under this article from the time
of any change of ownership to any person or cor-
poration except the United States, this State or one
of the corporations mentioned in the ownership
exemption clause of Section 283, and an assign-
ment of a mortgage securing any such obligation
o any person or corporation, except as last afore-
#aid, shall be deemed to be a mortgage within the
meaning of the provisions of this section.

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NEBRASKASENATORS CHOSEN

GOVERNOR DIETRICH AND J. H. MILLARD
TO SUCCEED THE LATE SENATOR
HAYWARD AND EX-SENA-

TOR THURSTON.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIRUNE.]
Lincoln, Neb., March 28.—The Nebraska Leg-

ators, both Republicans. They are Governor
Charles H. Dietrich, who will fill out the unex-
pired term of the late Senator Hayward, who
ied last year, and Joseph H. Millard, who is to
succeed ex-Senator John M. Thurston.

Thompson acted first. He asked his men to
ascertain if the antis were agreed. A caucus
was called. The names of Dietrich and Millard
were suggested. Mr. Rosewater suggested the
name of O. W. Lininger, but his suggestion was
drowned in the cries for Dietrich and Millard.
After Thompson and Rosewater had withdrawn,
Hinshaw, Meiklejohn and Martin announced
their withdrawal. Crounse was the last to with-
draw, and he did not get out of the way until
he had practically been forced out by the votes
of the caucus.

Three ballots were necessary. On the first
Governor Dietrich was nominated almost by ac-
clamation, Harlan receiving a few votes. Two
more disclosed 2 close fight between Millard and
Crounse, the second ballot showing the score to
be 33 to 34 in *he former's favor. Then the
third was taken, and Millard gained the lead.
When the nominations were announced the Re-
publican side of the legislature went wild with
joy. Confusion reigned in the State Capitol
building, in the leading hotels and all over the
city. The booming of cannon annourced to the
people that an agreement had been reached. !
The choice of Mr. Millard was not a surprise.
The deal had been hanging in the air for some
time. This is not the first time Mr. Millard has
aspired to Senatorial honors. In 1883, when
General Manderson was elected, Mr. Millard was
the leading candidate. The fight just ended
was unparalleled in length and fierceness in
the history of the State,

Jcseph H. Millard and Charles H. Dietrich ara
both bankers. Neither nad been prominent in poli-
tics until within the last year.

Senator-elect Millard was born in Hamilton, Can-
ada, in 1835. He came to Nebraska in 185 and has
lived since then in Omaha. He was the founder of
the Omaha National Bank, of which institution he
is still the president. He was for many years a
director of the Union Pacific Railroad, but has
not been connected with the road under the re-
orgenization. He has never held a public office.

Charles H. Dietrich, elected for the short term,
is Governor of Nebraska and president of the Ger-
man National Bank of Hastings. He was born at
Aurora, Ill.. in 1553, and came to this State in 1857
Prior to his nomination for Goverror on the Re-
pubiican ticket last year he had never been in
rolitics.

GOTCANCER GERM, HESAYS

H. R. GAYLORD, OF RBUF-
FALO, DECLARES IT TO BE A PROTO-

PROFLESSOR

ZOAN -DOUBT EXPRESSED HERE.
Buffalo, March 28 (Special).—At a special
meeting of the faculty of the University of

Buffalo and prominent physicians of Western
New-York to-night Professor H. R. Gaylord, of

the University of Buffalo, explained his dis-
covery of what he believes is the cause of
cancer. Professor Gaylord's views are the re-

sults of two ye work and are of interest to
physicians throughout the State because of the
fart that a cancer belt exists in this State.

In 18058 New-York State established a patho-
logical laboratory at the University of Buffalo,
the prime object of which was to investigate
cancer. Dr. Roswell Park was general director
of the laboratory, and the pathological work
was under the directorship of Professor Gaylord,
who later assumed full charge. Early in the
work peculiar bodies were found in fresh car-
cinoma (better known as cancer) which seemed
1o be quite constant in all cancer examinations,
but which waere hard to differentiate from cells
of degeneration and fat. However, they did not
correspond to the ordinary reactions of fat. In
one case serum from the abdominal cavity of a
patient suffering from ecancer, which contained
these bodies in large numbers, was injected into
the venous system of a rabbit, and later a typl.
cal cancer lung developed in this animal.

Cultures of this organism were injected into
the abdominal cavities of animals and
again recovered, kaving apparently grown in
the serum of the animal. These bodies were of
such varied form and, as has been mentioned,

other

were so easily mistaken for cell degeneration
and similar bodies noted before by other ob-
servers that this work was allowed to lie

quiescent from that time until recently.

In the mean time Professor Gaylord had
worked out possibiiities the vyeasts heing
causative agents in the production of cancer, and

he is finally able to say that they are not. In
the same interval a number of observers had
deseribed bodies which they ascribed to the
protozoan group (to which the common fresh
water ameba belongs), which they thought
were probably the organisms of cancer, Within
the last few we s Funke, a German observer,
has publishad its of experiments with vac-
cinia and variola, proving that these diseases,

closely allied to smallpox, are caused by a proto-
zoa.

It was this discovery that led Professor Gay-
lord to return to his researches of two years

ago. He reasoned briefly that if these proto-
zoa which Funke saw were the cause of
vaccinia and variola, then the bhodies which he
has « Iy 'n in cancer, and which were

similar i nce and behavior to Funke's
organisms, were in all probability the cause of
cancer.

With this analogy in mind, he and his assist-
ants continued their researches, and, as a result,
he now feels able to state that the organism of
cancer is undoubtedly a protozoan and that he

has at least pr ary proof that the bodies
which he finds the orzanisms
A report to thie effect ig to be made to the

legislature at once by Professor Gaylord. To-
night’s statement to the faculty is the first that
has been made and, if correct, is of supreme
importance, according to admissions made by
the physicians who were present.

possibilities, as it is very rich, both agriculturally

and in minerals, but as yet little headway has
been made toward taking advantage of the natural
resources with which the country is so richly
blessed. One reason for this is the hestllity which
the nativss betray toward the forelzner and foreign
innovations. Apropos of this characteristic of the
native population, Colomel John Bidlake recently
told me a rather good story. Bidlake, who is an
o!d Hudson Bay man, has put in the last seven
vears in Colombia and is enthusiastic over the out-
look for the future there. Bidlake's story deals
with the professor of one of our American museums,
who came to grief while trying to investizate
Colombja. The Santa Marta range of the Andes
Mcuntains runs along the coast of the Caribbean
Sea, in Colombla, and just out of the village of
Santa Marta is the beginninzs of an ancient Stone
trail built of huge rocks. This trail reaches out
and disappears in the Santa Marta range, but no
man knows what lies at the other end of it, for
the people beyond do not encourage the curiosity
of the ali=n. All sorts of legends of a lost or hid-
den city exist. It is supposad to be like those that
have been uncovered i{n Vera Cruz and Yucatan,
and, if it be so, it probably contains material valua«
ble to science. This, according to Colonel Bidlake,
some vears ago led a certain Professor Wands, a
renresantative of a prominent American museum, to
attemrnt an investigation. The professor went up
the old stone trail through the forest for a con-
siderable distance without enccuntering opnosition,
and then he chanced upon a native chief. The chief
in question was a large and copious person with a
strongly marked personality and a wonderful mus-
cular development.

“He ehanced upen the professor at a point whera
the stons trail ran through a forest glade, and
there he stopped and made speech
TOLD THE with him. The speech savored
PROFESSOR'S somewhat of Li Hung Chang’s yell
FORTUNE. known methods, for it was mainly
inquisitional, the gist of it being,
what the dickens was the professor doing in that
country, anyhow? The professor, touched by the
politeness of the chief, or something else, entered
nto voluble and minute explanation. When he had
done the chief said that, as a reward for his Ju-
eidity, he would tell the Ameriean's fortune. In
his hand he held a horn filled with beads. and,
choosing a smooth place upon the ground., he cast
the beads upon the earth so that they fell in a
semi-circie. Over the failen beads he studied long
and intently, and then he said that great evil
would surely fall upon the professor did he not re-
trace his steps. To hold along the old stone trail
would lead the American to a death accompanied
by great agony.

The professor was as able to take a hint as
the next man, and ten minutes later he was wend-
ing his ranid way toward the coast.
