
LET JOHNSON BID FOR PRESENT ROUTE

AND TALK OF EXTENSIONS
LATER, HE SAYS.

C M. Bate*, the business associate of A. X*

Johnson. In th* EmpJr* Bulldlnc. said yesterday

that Mr. Johnson would be back from Cleveland
to-day, more than ever determined to build the
extension of the Rapid Transit tunnel to Brooklyn.

"Icalled Mr. Johnson up on the telephone," said
Mr.Bates, "and read to him Mr. Orr*s letter. He

doesn't consider that Mr. Orr and the commission
wish to Ignore him. In fact, he won be ignored.

While In Cleveland he examined tunnel system
plans drawn in 1&83 for a line under Broadway. A

tentative proposition was considered at that time,

the term? of which provided that the city was to

furnish $30,000,000 and the Johnsons and R. T. Wil-

son J15.00Q.0u0 to defray the cost of building- the

system. That plan came to nothing, but Mr. John-
son had a lot of figuring done on It that he can
make use of In case he becomes tunnel bidder
again, as he expects to be."

There ought not to be any further delay in pro-

viding rapid transit by the tunnel route to «'°|'-
lyn. As Iunderstand it.Mr. Johnson does not ob-
ject to the present tunnel route, bat he wants itex-
tended according to his plane. Iam not opposed to

other tunnels. Let Mr. Johnson bid for the present
route, and ifhe can demonstrate that he can make.
It pay. especially on a three cent fare basis all
the money to pay for the extensions Mr. Johnson
wants can no doubt be readily obtained

Increased ami efficient traffic facilities will en-
hance, the value of property, which means higher

assessments, and higher .assessments mean more
l*The borrowing margin of the city willbe greater,

too. Iam an advocate of tunnels at other point*,
but the proposed tunnel to Brooklyn connecting

with the underground road. in course of construc-
tion in Manhattan and The Bronx, it seems to me.
will afford Immediate relief for the conjested traf-
fic in the crowded parts of Brooklyn.

All the passenger traffic in Brooklyn centres at

the two points, and to reach these by an artery

connecting with the underground road in Manhat-
tan is the object of the Rapid Transit Commis-
sioners «nd their engineers. To deflect the tunnel
to any other point might serve a certain district,

but would be of little general advantage.

Most surface and elevated railroad cars In

Brooklyn puss the Borough Hall, or within a block
or two of it. The Brooklyn Rapid Transit Com-
pany's cars carry, according tc the last annual re-
port of the State Railroad Commissioners, 272,-

M"074 passengers annually, and distribute besides
12 "51 904 transfers. The Coney Island and Brook-
lyn Railroad, which controls all lines not in the
rapid transit system, carried in 1900 «;968.«> pas-
sengers and Issued 5.543.5T1 transfers. \\Ith the ex-
ception, perhaps, of those who travel on the an-
derbllt-ave.. Hamilton and South Ferry 1hie?, and
a few of the less important scattering lines, all
pass close to the Borough Hall, at which point they
will be enabled to connect with the rapid transit
system across the river.
A tunnel to South Brooklyn would perhaps afford

better accommodation to the residents of the
Eighth. Twelfth. Twenty-second and Thirtieth
ward*, but would be of little or no advantage to

the rest of the citizens. The population of these
wards according to the federal census of .!*>'. Is
as follows: Eighth. 52.414; Twelfth. 30.364: Twenty-

And yet. the proposed tunnel willbe of Immense
advantage to the resident? of Smith Brooklyn. The
lines on which they travel will connect with the
tunnel at the Flatbush-ave. terminus, from which
a few minutes will suffice to j»tait them travelling
on the underground system in Manhattan Borough,

whence they can reach any points of destination
on the Island. . ,

Above all. the vexatious delays and unhealthy
overcrowding on the Brooklyn Bridge will be
avoided. The cost of a tunnel to South Brooklyn
would be immensely greater than the cost of the
proposed tunnel under the river from Battery Park
to Joralemon-st.

All things considered, no equally good solution
of interborouaiJ transportation can be found than
the proposed tunnel, not only from a financial but
from a practical point of view. The extension of
this particular tunnel is a proposition for future
consideration.JfVDOE APPROVES \VHIPPf\G.

The plan provided that the Erie and the O*wego

canals should have a depth of nine feet, except

In the case of aqueducts and culverts, where the
depth would l*> only eight feet.

The second bill provides for the deepening of

the Erie and Otwejo canals to a uniform depth

of nine feet and the lengthening of one tier of

looks bo as to accommodate two boats of 125 feet
In length, and the other tier of locks so as to ac-
commodate one boat of 125 feet in length.

The line
extends fifty-five miles— from Clinton, lowa, to

Davenport. Iowa: Rock Island and Motlne, 111. It

Is fully equipped with rolling stock, has a fine
roadbed, and is a complete railway system In

itself. It will form one of th.> moat valuable

branches of tr:< Milwaukee read, as Itla to become

a part of the Kansas cutoff, about which there has

been so much talk recently; and as the Milwaukee
has. with the traffic agreement acquired the right

to use the road with Its own rolling stock, trains

and men. it virtuallycornea Into possession.
A meatlas of the officers of the Chicago. Mil-

¦/stem it gives access for the first time to Daven-
port, and brings that road into active competition

for the traffic of that territory. I.iaddition It will

shorten the St. I>ouls-St. Paul route of thai road
by twelve miles.

General Passenger Agent Miller, of the Mil-
waukee roid. said to-day that his system willuse
the road In shortening its route between Chicago

.-.rd Kansas City. Ithas begun the construction
of a "cut off" between Ottumwa and Columbus
Junction, lowa, and this, with the newly acquired
trackage of the Davenport. Rock Island and North-
western, will shorten th» run between Chicago

and Kansas City by at least forty miles and bring

the St. Paul system Into much sharper competition
for pa-senKer'trnfflc between those points. Both
the Burlington and St. Paul systems will begin the
operation of trains over the Davenport road on
Monday.

ACQUISITION OF RIO GRANDE WESTERN*.

The board of directors of the Denver and Rio
Orsadc Railroad Company has adopted a resolu-
tion formally authorizing the acquisition of the
Rio Grande Western Railway Company— in other
words, have decided to exercise the option which
the Denver and Rio Grande has for some time held
on the controlling interest in the Rio Grande West-
