London, March 30.—"The Daily Expresses" story

that Lord Salisbury Is suffering frcra a kidney

complaint which will incapacitate him from duty

for a long period la emphatically denied as utter-

ly groundless. He had planned a trip to the

Riviera previous to hU present slight illness, ex-
pects to resume his duties shortly, and announces
his intention to return from the Riviera in time to
attend a public dinner on May 13^ A:: official bul-
letin issued to-day said:

Tho attack of influenza is follov.-ins its usual
course. He id at present suffering from weakness
consequent on •!. disease, but hopes to be ready to
start for the Riviera In a few days.

London. March 31.—"The Weekly Dispatch" re-
peats the story published In "The Daily Express"
of Saturday, that Lord Salisbury is suffering from
.-l kidney affection which Is likely to incapacitate
him for some time, and says it learns that the
Premier's Illness has taken so unfavorable a turn

that his proposed visit to the Riviera has become
almost hopeless, and that the announcement of his
resignation of the Premiership and his retirement
from political life may be anticipated before the
end of April. '"The Dispatch" adds:

The doctors have pronounced I-ord Salisbury to
be suffering from Hright's disease in so aggravated
a form that a grave view is beinsr taken of the
<¦:!«•. Lord Salisbury is so anxious to prevent the
nature of his Illness from being made public that
nont) of th»» eminent specialists called in are al-
lowed to sign a bulletin. No bulletin sanctionedby the doctors has been issued. The Premier's
condition suddenly became so grave a week a-:'>

XHE NEGRO PREACHER WHO ADVOCATED THE

THEORY THATTHE "?l'N DO MOVE."

Richmond, \'a., March 30.— The Rev. John Jasper,
the famous colored advocate of the "sun do move"
theory, died at his home here to-day, fed . .:.->-
nine. Tie had for many years been pastor of the

Sixth Mount Zlcn Church, and was held In high

esteem by the people- of his race. He once made a
tour of the North, delivering his "«"n •!•¦> move"
lecture or sermon.

John Jasper was born on July 4. 1812, on a firm... Fluva'n'na County. Va.. belonging to the Peachy

estate, nd was the youngest of twenty-four chil-
dren i!; career up to July 4. 1839, his twenty-

seventh birthday, was only disturbed by such
events as bein^ hired out and doln^ the labor
which was the lot of most slaves during that period.
On the day named, while walking through Capitol
Square in the midst of a great demont ration by

the white people, who were celebrating the historic
<>-iy. 1,.. was deeply convicted of hi* slns. and his
distress of soul greatly Increased until the 25th
day of the same month, when he made confession
anil joined t!.e Church. He '..in it. was at once
made known to him. and he was fully persuaded,
thnt !!>¦ was called to preach the Gospel Tie ap-
plied himself i" learn to read so that he could ex-
pound the Scriptures, and after seven months uf
hard study In a "New-York" spelling took, assisted
by another slave nami '. Willi.ir:i Jackson, re
i"nrne'l to read suftlciently to improve himself
further without ihe assistance of another. lie soon
became a popular preacher. He served several
negro churches in Richmond an«l other cities, on.l
at «>n«* time Is said to have baptized three hundred
1andidates in two hours. Soon after the Civil
