DIED A HERO'S DEATH.

LIEUTENANT-COMMANDER ROPER SUF-
FOCATED ON THE PETREL,

LOST HIS LIFE IN AN EFFORT TO RESCUE
A BAILOR-A TRAGEDY AT CAVITE.

Cavité, P, I, March 31.—At 7 o'clock this morn-
ine a fire was discovered in the sail room of the
T'nited States gunboat Petrel, Lleutenant-Com-
mander Jesse Mims Roper commanding. The sail
room is a small nnmparjment adjoining the mag-

azine, The heat was intense, the smoke suffo-
cating and the flames difficult 1o extinguish.

V' Lieutenant-Commander Roper was the first to
descend into the hold, but he was forced to re-
turn to the deck. Others then went down. Pat-
rick Toner, a seaman, was prostreted and about
to perish when Lieutenant-Commander Roper

the attempt.

Lieutenant Josiah Slutts McKean
Lewis suffered severely in bringing the body of
Lieutenant-Commander Roper to the deck.

Twenty-two of the crew were prostrated, To-
ner, Evans, Flaherty, Larsen, Kessler, Cahey,
Burton, Smith, Sullivan and Forsboon seriously,
but all will recover.

The contents of the sail room were destroyed,
but the damage to the gunboat was slight.  The
origin of the fire has not been ascertained; possi-
bly it was a case of spontaneous combustion,

greatly deplored. His body will be sent to the
United States April 5 by the Buffalo.

Madden
was about to shake hlm, when he reallzed the
truth.

The body lay in a pool of blond. In the left
hand, which was straight out at an acute angle
to the body, was a .32-calibre Smith & Wesson
revolver. The shirt was open, the flaps thrown
back. Two gaping wounds, an inch apart, were
visible,

Dr. Armand Buffalo, of No. 59 West Twenty-
seventh-st., responded to a hurry call. He said
Zabriskie had been dead half an hour. Dr.
O’Hanlon, of the Coroners’ office, made a super-
ficial examination. One bloodstained and shape-
less bullet was found under the body on the
bed. It had been aimed at the heart. A rib
had deflected it by two inches. The desperate
man had at once fired again, the docors say.
The second shot went through his heart and
lodged in the muscular tissues of the back,

FREIGHT TRAIN LOOTED.

ROBBERS TUMBLE MERCHANDISE OUT
OF FAST RUNNING CARS ON
THE JERSEY CENTRAL.

Somerville, N. J., March 31 (Special).—The
Allentown fast freight train of the Central Rail-
road of New-Jersey, which left here at 8:30
o'clock last night, was hoarded at White House
station by a gang of thieves, who broke open a
freight car containing valuable merchandise,
which was thrown off along the route as the
train was travelling at a swift speed.

E NEW SUMMER HOTEL BURNS.

THE HENDRICK HUDSGN, AT PARK HILL,
DESTROYED, WITH A LOSS
OF $150.000,

The big Hendrick Mudson Hotel at Park Hin,
Yonkers, almost completed, was destroyed by
fire at § o'clock yesterday morning, entailing a
loss of §150000. The cause of the fire is un-
known. The hotel was owned by the American
tealty Company, of New-York City, and was
to have been ready for occupancy on May 1.
It was a seven story structure of wood and
brick, and was not entirely fireproof. The bulld-
Ing was consldered one of the finest hotels north
of New-York City, having 130 sleeping rooms,
six reception parlors, three banquet halls, billiard
parlors and a roof garden, which was to be one
of the finest In the country, with hundreds of
electric lights, ‘palms and growing plants,

The hotel was on an elevation of 250 feet above
the Hudson River, commanding a view of the
Statue of Liberty on the south, Long Island
Sound on the east, and the Highlands on the
north.

A unique feature of the hotel was a tunnel
five hundred feet south of Park HIill station,
running through solid rock to an elevator, which
ran up through the rock for one hundred feet to

DAUGHTERS OF CAPTAIN DISBROW, U. 8 N.,
LIVED TOGETHER FOR HALF A CEN-

Within a week death has claimed Katherine
A. Dishrow and Cernelia M. Disbrow, her sister,
of New-Rochelle. The women, who were about
eighty years old, lived for more than half a cen-
tury on what was known to wheelmen as “Old
Maids" Hill," between New-Rochella and Larch-
They the daughters of Captain
Henry Clinton Disbrow, a United States naval
officer, who was lost at sea fifty years ago. Cap-
tain Disbrow left a comfortable fortune, and at
his death the daughters, with their servants,
dogs and parrots, took up their abode in the old
home, in which they died, and which was then
regarded as ore of the finest houses along the
Sound.

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TO REDUCE CITY EXPENSES.

HOW $20,000,000 MAY BE SAVED IN THB
SALARY LIST.

MEASURE TO PROVIDE FOR COMMISSION TO
INQUIRE INTO NUMBER OF EMPLOYES
AND THEIR COMPENSATION.

Albany, March 31 (Special).—Assembiymamn
Weekes, of New-York, will introduce a bill to=
morrow night which is intended to bring aboug
a curtailment of more than $20.000.000 in the
salary list of New-York City, and to safeguard
the treasury of the municipality against the
efforts to drain it of money.

To accomplish this great work the bill pro=
vides for the establishment of a commission of
fifteen men, to be appeinted by the Governom,
and who will be empowered to thoroughly ex=
amine the present voluminous payrolls of the
city. In erder to carry on the examination with
especial vigor the commission is to appeing
sub-commissions, one for each department of
the municipal government.

The bill, which is given . full at the end of
this article, provides that th= fifteen commissions
ers shall be allowed to expond not to exceed
$25.000 in all, defines their dutles in examining
employes and provides that they shall suggest
legislation which will fix ‘ke number of offices
necessary in their judgment in each departmeng
and the salary which each of such employes
would receive if employed by a business flrnm
The commission is therefore to be made up of
business men, chosen from the commercial and
financial world, men much of the stamp of the
present Committee of Fifteen, and who will have
no political purposes to serve,

It is to be their purpose, Mr. Weekes says, o
learn how many men on the city's payrolls are
there not for service to the city, but to draw
funds with which to guard the power of Tame
many Hall and the election of thelr “bosses™ to
office. The commission is, furthermore, to de-
termine what is equitable pay for the different
officers and employes of the city and to frame
legislation which will deflne exactly the numbes
of offices In the different departments which are
actually necessary and the exact salary for each
office,

This pr nesed legislation, if enacted into law
by the ne. legislature, is to be added to the city
charter, and will therefore render !mpossible
the increases of salary and of officials whichy
now are of weekly occurrence. These new sec-
tions of the charter in which are to be contained
the itemized salary list of the city cannot be
changed except through legislative enactment.
Mr, Weekes believes that this is no violation of
“home rule” if the city will save more thanm
$20,000.600 thereby.

GOVERNOR'S PLEA FOR ECONOMY.

No man at the State Capitol has felt the need
of retrenchment in the municipal government of
New-York more than Governor Odell.

In his message regarding the commission’s pree
port he urged the legisiature to amend the re-
vised charter to secure the city greater economy,
This recommendation was little heedad, if at all.
In some instances the Cities committees, which
had the work of charter revision in charge, even
went counter to the Governor's wish 24 sought
to inerease the city’s payroll. The most glaring
evidence of such action is the amendment to
provide for a thres platoon system for the Police
Department which, it is said, will add fully
$4. 000,000 to the city's expenditures,

In his message ghe Governor sald:

It is unfortunate perhaps that the commission
did not more fully meet the expectations of the
taxpayers of the city of New-York in their recom-
mendations for economy instead of confming them-
selves principally to the administrative duties of
the various departments. This omission upon thefr
part should not restrain vou, however, from pute
ting into the new chart such changes as

compel grearer economy the administration of
the affairs of the city of New-York.

That the Governor favers the ends sought to
be reached by the Weekes bhill may be inferred
from another extract from his message regarde
ing the report of the Charter Revision Commige
sion, which is as follows:

The suggestions of the commission for the fxing
of salaries of employes, ete., by tha Board of Esti=
mate and Apportionment and by
Aldermen are neot, In my opinion, sufficient for the
protection of the taxpayers. We must understand
that the same objection as to control exlsrs as
been oautlined in the case of the police recommenda«
tions. The limit of salaries should be fixed by the
legislature, and it IS vour duty to rectify and cor-,
rect existing evils before continuing to this
the power which It now possesses,

Fvidence of the way the payrolls of g ity
have been rolling up is forcibly shown by “The
City Record™ of January 31, which tabulated an
increase of $266.265 in salaries and an additiom
of twelve hundred names to the payroll for the
six months preceding. The records also show am

increase of $627.485 for the year of 1900
