Chicago, March 31 (Special).—While it is not
generally considered the province of newspapers
to “make” news, the publications of Chicago
have been reversing the usual order of things the
last week and have collectively and individually
been the most talked of things in the city. The
greatest affair of the week in this respect was
the sale by Victor F. Lawson of *““The Chicago
Record” to H, H. Kohlsaat and the consolidation
by the latter of “The Record” with “The Times-
Herald” under the title “The Record-Herald.”
Growing out of this transaction was the oppor-
unity which Mr. Lawson seized to become a
philanthropist by providing some five hundred of
his employes who were suddenly thrown out of
work with a month's salary each, in case they
did not find other employment in the mean time,
entailing an expenditure of about £H0,000, Fol-
lowing quickly upon “The Record-Herald” eon-
solidation came the sale of “The Chicago Eve-
ning Post” by Mr. Kohlsaat to a syndicate of
newspaper men who had interested local capital-
ists in the enterprise. By the time the turmoil
caused by these changes has abated. *“The Inter
Ocean™ will be about ready to move into its new
building, which is to be one of the handsomest
newspaper plants in the country, and “The Trib-
une” will have under way its new twelve story
newspaper plant. The competition will be keen-
er than ever before, in consequence of these
things, and Chicago is expected to present the
most active newspaper field in its history. Mr,

The new publishers of “The Evening Post” will
make the experiment of running an afternoon
mewspaper in “tabloid” form on the Harmsworth
plan, Typographically *The Evening Post” has

ranked with “The Times-Herald” as one of the

handsomest dally papers in the country, and it is
presumed that it will not abandon its attractive
makeup with its change of form. It will be six-
teen pages, instead of eight, as at present, and
the pages will he about half the size of the usual
newspaper

Charles T. Yerkes has announced that he will
return to Chirago and publish his newspaper,
*The Chicago Intér Ocean,™ as a pastime as soon
as he has completed his London enterprises. This
means, of course, that the loecal publishers must
lead a strenuous life for some time to come,

Recause of the big blockade at the grain ele-
vators at Buffalo at the close of navigation last
wear the winter grain fleet-that wil] move out of
Chicago at the opening of navigation will be the
smallest in years. It is usual for a large num-
ber of vessels to bring a cargo of anthracite coal
to this city in the fall and load with grain for
the winter storage charge and for transportation
east in the spring. The blockade at Buffalo
caught many of the boats at the eastern end of
the lakes. The grain cargoes loaded here to go
out when the ice in the Straits of Mackinac will
permit ageregate 5,755,000 bushels, as compared
with 10,000,000 bushels a year ago.

The lake transportation passenger business Is
& large factor in the eastbound situation this
wear. There will be lively competition on the
part of the Northern Steamship Line, which has
shifted its two big steamers, the North Land
and the North West, from the Duluth-Buffalo to
the Chicago-Buffalo run, in order to capture
some of the Pan-American Exposition business,
&and also the G. A, . encampment business next
August. In order to keep up its passenger ser-
wice between Buffalo and Duluth the Northern
Steamship Company will put the steamer Miami
on the run between Duluth and Mackinac Isl-
and, where 1t will connect with the above named
steamers for the remainder of the trip to Buf-
falo. Two other steamers, the Russia and the
Cuba, are now being fitted out as passenger
boats by another line to ply between Green Bay
&nd Buffalo.

The local money market is hardening percept-
ibly. The head of one of the largest local banks
asserted recently that his institution did not
have a single loan out at below 4 per cent. The
large amounts of money which the Chicago
banks sent to New-York the latter part of last
week were sufficient to take up all of thelr avail-
able funds, and they are therefore making new
applicants for loans bid up for the money, There
4= an increasing call for commercial accommoda-
tions, and rates of 415 10 § per cent are prevalent
for large blocks. A loan of S500,000 was made
yesterday at 4 per cent for ninety days, with the
privilege of renewal for six months at 41, per
cent.

The local election campaign is drawing to a
close, with the usual whirligig of excitement,
Mayor Harrison and Judge Hanecy, his Repub-
Jican opponent, are winding up the canvass with
crowded meetings in every part of the city at all
hours of the day and night. Each has given a
remarkable demonstration of continuous cam-
paigning, and each side appears confident as to
the result. The Democrats assert that Harrison
and the Democratic ticket will be elected by
about 100000 majority, and the Republicans
are equally sure of success. The Republicans
have & much better opportunity than they have
had in many former campaigns, owing to the
feeling against the Harrison administration, and
by reason of the fact that the Republican vote
will be undivided, while there are several splits
among the Democrats.

NOT NXEEDED FOR ORPHANS NOW.

CATHOLIC CHRISTMAS AND EASTER COL-
LECTIONS TO BE USED FOR
EDUCATION,

A circular letter from Archbishop Corrigan was
read vesterday in all the churches of the archdio-
cese, announcing that the usual Christmas and
Easter collections would henceforth be turned into
new channels and applied to other uses. By the
recent sale of the two Roman Csatholic Orphan
Asylum sites in this city for $3,600,000 it will be
possible to devote the money from these collections,
more than $100,000, to religious edu~ation instead of
orphanage purposes.

The circular says:

Until further notice the Christmas collection—the
best in the year—will be devoted to the most im-
portant of our wants, the promotion of Christian
education. For the present it will suffice merely
to announce this purpose; details will be arranged
and announced later. The second collection, tem-
porary in its duration, is intended to meet the ex-
penses incurred by the purchase of a preparatory
seminary.

For a preparatory seminary the Boland Trade
School, at Fiftieth-st. and Madison-ave., has been
bought, at a cost of $350.6M, of which, through the
‘g\-x;-rnaiir,\' of two benefactors now dead, $30,000 is
n hand,

The circular says that the balance will be pald
off gradually by the Easter collections, supple-
mented, it is hoped, by offerings and bequests.

The Rev. Michael J. Lavelle, rector of St. Pat-
rick’s Cathedral, in conversation last evening with
a Tribune reporter, said the letter of Archbishop
Corrigan was clear and explicit. He thought the
news would be received with a great deal of pleas-
ure by %wama at large and by the priests because
it would give an opportunity to buifld up the other
works in the archdiocese. The preparatory semi-
nary was much neaded, and was called for by both
the law and the custom of the UChurch, Many such
institutions exist in this country already, notably
in Philadelphia, Baltimore and Rochester. and the
colleges of Seton Hall and Mount St. Mary's are
practically preparatory seminaries.

Father Lavelle said a large amount of money had
been expended on the free day schools, but they
called for larger means than it had been possible
to give them. The Christmas offerings. however,
would make it possible to increase their number
and efliciency.

COFFEFE KINGS AND SUGAR BARONS WAR.

ARBUCKLE DROTHERS STE WOOLSON SPICE COM-
PANY FOR $50000 AS DAMAGES FOR LIBEL

Toledo, Ohio, March 31.—The proposed settlement
in the battle of the coffee and sugar trusts was
only the lull that preceded a storm. Open hos-
tility has been declared on the coffee kings by the
sugar barons. Yesterday Arbuckle Erothers,
through their local counsel, Brown & Geddes, filed
an action against the Woolson Spice Company,
James Secor, ¥. M. Brigham, manager, and John
H. Doyle, attorney, for $50,00 as damages for al-
leged false and malicious libel. The action was
filed in the United States Circuit Court. The sult
is the result of a recent decision of the Pure Food
Commissioner in his raid against glazed coffees.

The Arbuckles charge that the Woolsons have
fssued a circular broadcast through the coun-
try, in which they use the decision of the Pure
Food Commissioner to harass and injure the busi-
ness of the plaintiffs. They charge that the Wool-
sons have given out that the glazing is done to
cover up imperfection:, and set up the circular of
the Woolsons, In which there is a picture of the
Arbuckle facte it is alleged, with rotten eggs,
unde oped eggs. Easter eggs, bolled eggs, tainted

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TELEPHONES IN RAILROAD TOWERS.

YONKERS POLICE THE FIRST TO MAKE USE OF A

NEW SYSTEM.

The Yonkers police have adopted the first system
of telephone communication between Police Head-
quarters and the towers along the Hudson River
Raflroad of the New-York Central line in this
State. The towers from Ludlow to Hastings have
been equipped with telephones connecting with Po-
lice Headquarters, so that now in case of accident
or injury the ambulances can be summoned at a
moment's notice.

Another object of the telephones is the detection
of suspicious persons. Many thieves enter Yonkers
along the tracks, dropping from eslow running
freight trains, and getting away in the same man-
ner. With the telephone equipment the police can
be informed by the towermen as soon as they de-
tect suspicious persons walking or riding along the
tracks. There are six towers within the Yonkers
eity line, and Police Electrician Tillotson has juet
completed the work

UNITED STATES ASSOCIATION REFUSES
SANCTION TO WORLD'S CHAM-
PIONSHIP—-NOTES OF
THE GAME.

If the Glen Echo Country Club, of St. Louis, per-
sists in its idea of holding a world's champion-
ship it will be without the sanction of the United
States Golf Assoclation. *“No jurisdiction™ is the
broad ground upon which the assoclation refuses
irdorsement. The Glen Echo club, not being a
member of the United States Golf Association, the
executive committee has courteously declined to
take action. Such in substance is the reply made
by Secretary Robert B. Kerr to George S. MceGrew,
president of the Glen Echo Country Club., Mr.
Kerr's letter is as follows:

I have the honor to advise you that your several
letters with regard to holding the world's cham-
plonship golf meeting on the links of the Glen Echo
Country Club were laid before the executive com-
mittee at thelr last meeting, and 1 am instructed
to inform you that the committee, having no juris-
diction, can take no action in the matter.

That this will result in an abandonment of the
enterprise is not considered at all likely by those
who have followed the doings of these breezy St.
Louls golfers. One of two courses s left open
to them, either to join the association and renew
the application, or to disregard the association
entirely and go it alone. Those who know say it
will be the latter. Some comment, however, has
been caused by the fact that a similar application
to the St. Andrews Golf Club of Scotland, as the
recognized leader of golf abroad, brought out an
enthusiastic response from Colonel A. Sydney Tock-
hart, who was then its secretary, the letter saying
that the club would cordially support the scheme
and lend whatever a!d was possible That the
United States association should now refuse support
is regarded by some as impolite, espes jally in view
of the bitter feeling aroused in the West over its
recent refusal to take in the Toledo Golf Club.

Another view, however, {8 that no other course
was open. The St. Louis club not being amenable
to the assoclation in any way there is no reason
why its sanction should have been asked. If the
national code is not in a position to govern the
tournament, or to hold the St. Louis club answer-
able for the way it Is run, it is certainly out of place
for It to lend its approval. This Is the opinion
expressed by a number ol players fn t} city, and
will probably be echoed by the be r class of play-
ers throughout the country. The lLouls cludb is
going ahead with its preparations nevertheless, and
the scheme is being pushed “‘regardless.”

WIND GIVES VENTURESOME RIDERS A
HARD TUSSLE-ASSOCIATED CYCLING
CLUBS NOTES.

The high wind yesterday played havoc with riders
of the wheel. The brightly shining sun and the
clear sky tempted many to take a ride, but the
wind was so strong that it was impossible to call
the day a pleasant one for cycling.
were many riders out. Riverside Drive, the drive-

¢ ways in Central Park, the Boulevard and the roads
, above the Harlem were well sprinkled by wheel-

men. About Grant's tomb the wind blew so hard
that most of the riders who attempted a spin
around it found it expedient to cdismount. Those
who crossed the Brooklyn Bridge had their
troubles, too.

A young man and a woman on a tandem going over |

the bridge to Brooklyn escaped a serious accident
by the quickness of a motorman, who suddenly
brought his car to a stop. The couple were riding
at a high rate of speed at the middle of the bridge
when the wind forced them near the track of the
trclley cars. The tandem slipped as the car was
approaching, and both riders went down on the
track. The motorman had scarcely time to pre-
vent his car from running over them. The riders
were unhurt, and started on their journey again
without any concern.

Those who went to Coney Island, Flushing
and other points on Long Island, shared in the
disadvantages raised by the wind. The bicycles
would wabble and the riders would find it almost
fmpossible *0o keep their seats. Several were
blown against the curbs on their way to the Coney
I1sland cycling path.

Along Hudson-st. it was also disagreeable to ride,
as in many of the places the narrow strip of path
is badly in need of repair.

The riders who went to Coney Island and the
Merrick Road had diffieulty in returning home
toward evening. The gale and dust blinded them,
and many who expected to get home at an early
hour found themselves about five hours late.

Automobiles were also out in force, In spite of
the unpleasantness of the weather, on the Boule-
vard, Central Park and the Merrick Road. A dozen
were counted at one time on Riverside Drive in the
afternoon.

" THOUSANDS OUT TO SEE THE OPENING

It is reported that the
Pacific Coast Oil Company, the coast branch of
the Standard Oll Company, is bullding tanks and
a pipe line at Redondo, one of the Angeles
ports, and will put on a line of steamers to take
ofl to San Francisco.
