WITH FEATHERS SOAKED THE BIRDS

HAVE LITTLE<'HANOE INHANDI AP

AT INTERSTATE PARK.

In the drizzlingrain the start was made yesterday

for the Grand American Handicap at Interstate

Park. Long Island. With a clear sky and a fair
wind to help them, the pigeons would have had
soma little chance to escape the storm of leaden
pellets sent after them by the expert trapshooters.
With their tail find wing feathers soaked with the
rain the birds yesterday afforded the easiest sort

of a mark, with the result that some men who are
considered only fair marksmen with the shotgun

made remarkable scores. The pigeons would flutter
up from the traps, water soaked ani demoralized,

offering an easy target, which the average field
sportsman would have been ashamed to miss. Only
occasionally would a pigeon emerge from the traps

and scoot away with the speed of a Virginia quail

when flushed in the open.
Over two hundred men faced thn traps yesterday,

and the money to be distributed among the success-
ful shooters to-day, when the tournament will be

completed, will amount to 50.3.V.. When th<» shoot-
ing was discontinued yesterday afternoon forty men
had made straight scores of twenty kills each, and
of fifty-three more each had missed only one bird.

CONTROL GREAT NORTHERN. NORTH-

ERN PACIFIC. ERIE AND

BURLINGTON.

It was reported yesterday in Wall Street that
papers were being prepared for a new company, to
be incorporated in New-Jersey, which should hold
majority interests in the stocks of the Great North-
ern. Northern Pacific. Erie and Burlington rail-
way systems. Just as th* United States Steel Cor-
poration has been formed to bring under a single
control the shares of ten or a dozen large steel
companies". The total capital stock of the four
railway companies named Is in txcess of $555.000,0<X>,
ar.d It is «rsld to be probable that the new company,
if formed, would be. capitalized at a materially
higher figure part of the additional stock being
reserved for future acquisitions.

No confirmation of the story could be obtained
yesterday. It*presupposes a ccr.dition which is not
yet known to have been executed- the acceptance
by the majority interests in the Burlington of the
proposition by .lames J. Hill and bis associates for
the transfer of the Burlington stock for

cent collateral trust bonds on the basis of 100 to

220. it Is Increasingly probable, however, that that
offer will be accepted, especially as the Northern
Pacific-Great Northern interests arc now holders of
a very large amount of Burlington stock, most of
which they have bought in the open market. Itis
generally accepted that Mr Hill's plans contem-
plate the establishment of a through line, from
Ocean to ocean. In connection with this purpose,
it is said. Mr. Hill Intends to expend |5.«00,000 to
S"..ovi,oon in Improving the physical condition of the
Krie. the Eastern link of his transcontinental
chain. Incidentally. it is added, a branch will lie
constructed from Lisbon, on the Erie, into Pitts-
T>urg.

MR. LAWSON ENGAGES TUG ANDTENDER
FOR THE INDEPENDENCE AND PLANS

FIRST TESTS AT MARBLEHEAD.

Boston. April 4 (Special).—The committee which
assists Mr. Lawsoa has secured moorings for the
defender Independence at the anchorages of the
Corinthian Yacht Club, of Marblehead. The ar-
rangements for the first trials of the y.-.cnt have
been made. These will be Failed off Boston Light

as soon as the vessel is fitted out. and then she will
proceed to Marblehead, where her headquarters for
the coming year willbe.

The steam tug A. W. Chesterton has been char-
tered to he used by the Independence during the
racing, and as this Is one of the ablest and best
equipped tugs on the coast she will be able to look
after her charge in all weathers. Mr. Lawson will
also engage a large barge belonging to a well
known wrecking company, and this willbe fitted up

with sleeping accommodations for the crew, and It
will filso carry the spare spars, pear and sails.
IfIt be found In the sailing off Boston Light that

the vessel needs alterations in her ballasting, or the
like, she will he returned to the Lawley yards until
made ripht. An advantage of the Marblehead an-

chorage is that it possesses deep water at all tides
and sufficient sea room In which to manoeuvre.
Here she will be sailed every day. but her owner
will remain in the same state of doubt as to her
ability as was the own<sr of th« first Shamrock,
prior to the 1899 races. No trial horse can possibly

he had for the Independence, the Defender having
finally been adjudged too expensive to rebuild, and
the old 1891 Jubilee never having been fast enough
to be of use with the new Crownlnshleld design.
The need of a speed companion is now felt more
every day, and when the vessel has to test her
paces solely with the aid of a timepiece her neces-
sity willbecome stir, more apparent.

The regulation rudder of this yacht has been
taken from the big lathe, where Its post was turned
down, and the filers are new smoothing it. In the
sternpost the lues have been bored to take the
rudder pintles. Th.: balance rudder has also been
in the big lathe to have its post reduced to the
desired size. Allthe plates of the sheer strike, the
top one. are now bolted In place, and that part of
the deck plating which is of steel Is In place

The aluminum for th« other part of the decking
has not yet arrived, but as this is an easy metal to
work it is hoped by Mr Crowninshield that the
delay may not throw out the calculations.
