GENERALS

ALLIED DECIDE WHERE
TROOPS SHALL REMAIN PER-
MANEXNTLY.

THE ROUTE FROM PEKING TO THE SEA TO
BE KEPT OPEN AND FORTS TO
BE DESTROYED

Peking, April 6.—The meeting of the generals
of the allied troops and Count von Waldersee
this morning, was of great interest and im-
portance. Though it was known beforehand what
had practically been decided upon, still the
meeting showed conclusively the attitudes of the

different powers. The only dissentients from
the plan adopted were General Chaffee, the
American commander, and General Wogack,

commander of the Russian forces, who both
thought that the number of points to be occupied
was €xcessive and also that the number of
troops Was too great. The other generals were
unanimous in the opinion that nine points on
the raflway should be occupied, between Peking
and Shan-Hai-Kwan, with 6,000 men, exclusive
of the 2,000 in Peking. This will be a permanent
measure, while the reduction of the present
forces will be made according to the wishas of
the respective governments.

The rallway between Pao-Ting-Fu and Peking
will not be guarded, it not being a line of com-
munication with the sea.

General Chaffee suggested that it was only
NECESSATY 10 OCCUDY two points between Yang-
Tsun and Tien-Tsin and three between Tien-
Tsin and Shan-Hai-Kwan, with a total of 2,000
men, exclusive of those at Peking. It was not
necessary, he said, to have soldiers at Tong-Fu,
as naval vessels were always there, and also
because the reliefs would always be passing
backward and forward.

General Wogack thought 1,000 mon would be
suflicient for occupying Tien-Tsin and Shan-

ai-Kwan.

The wviews of the majority will be presented
to the ministers for immediate action, as the
generals feel that the acceptance by the Chinese
of these terms, including the total destruction
of the forts at Shan-Hal-Kwan, Pel-Tang, Taku,
Tonz-Ku, Pel-Tsan and Yang-Tsun, will mean
complete submission, when arrangements ought
to be made for the withdrawal of a majority of
the forces from China.

IN MANCHURIA TO STAY.

BRITISH AND RUSSIAN COMMENT ON
. THE EASTERN CRISIS,

London, April 6 —Russia’'s attitude toward
Manchuria, as outlined yesterday by the “Offi-
cial Messenger” of St. Petersburg, is interpreted
almost unanimously by the British press as
capable of bhelng condensed into a single sen-
tence, “J'y suis: {'y reste” (I am here; I remain
here”), and there is no disposition to believe
that the matter is thus ended.

“The Standard,” which throughout has taken
a moderate stand, declares that if Russia goes
back on her promise now given as to the integrity
of China, and proceeds to assume in Manchuria
in act the authority denied her by formal stipu-
lation, she will have to confront not only the
protest, but the armed might of the energetic
nation which, under the rule of the Mikado, is
consclous of its strength to aid the greatness of
its destinies. Japan, the newspaper adds, will
have the sympathy and support of nearly all
the powers interested in the Far East.

“The Daily Chronicle” makes similar com-
ments, interpreting Russia's policy, and says
that of the powers which really count Japan is
the only one which is at all likely to back her
protest with force.

“The Daily News" maintains that Russia’'s
policy is as clear as daylight, and simply means
no shred of independence for Manchuria. The
newspaper continues:

Russia has a firm friend and ally in the United
States. The American Government lost no time
in publishing the plausible pacific assurance
received by Secretary Hay from Count Cassini,
the Russian Ambassador at Washington; but
the United States has long been anxious to get
out of the Chinese imbroglio altogether.

St. Petersburg, April 6.—The newspapers here
aver that the foreign powers and not Russia are
responsible for the continued occupation of Man-
churia. The “Viedomosti” says it is quite im-
possible for Russia to withdraw without gome
guarantee that order will be preserved on her
frontiers, adding:

Russia does not intend to be left in the Far
East at the disadvantage she was placed under
in the Near East twenty-three years ago.

The “Rossiya’” maintains that Russia tried to
arrange plans for the withdrawal of her troops,
and that this was thwarted by nearly the whole

of Europe, and she must continue in the “un-
pleasant position of the occupier of Manchuria.”

The apopleptic {llness of Yang Yu, Chinese
Minister to Russia, after his recent interview
with Count Lamsdorff, the Russian Foreign
Minister, will probably make necessary his
withdrawal from the post. Negotiations with
China at St. Petersburg have ceased since his

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RUSSIA'S PROPOSITION TO JAPAN

London, April 7.—The Shanghal correspondent

interests,

RUSSIA'S GOOD FAITH NOT DOUBTED.

ASSTURANCES GRATIFYING TO THE PRESI-
DENT—THE ATTITUDE OF JAPAN.
Washington, April 6.—The determination of

the Russian Government not to press to a con-
clusion the negotiations begun some time ago
with the Chinese Government in regard to Man-
churia has naturally given great gratification
to the government of the United States. The
President is understood to recognize in this act
of the Czar another proof of his sincere regard
for the harmony of the powers now engaged in
negotiations in China and his determination to
do nothing to impede the speedy and =atisfactory
conclusion of these negotiations. In his view,
it is an act worthy of the enlightened sovereign
who initiated the conference at The Hague. The
government of the United States i especially
gratified by this termination of the late compli-
cation, as it has constantly been in harmony
with that of Russia in all the main points of
policy in China. The belief is generally enter-
tained in government and diplomatic circles in
Washington that no motive can be assigned for
this resolution of the Czar except the desire to
preserve the concert of the powers, as it was
clearly within the discretion of Russia to pursue
whatever course that government thought best
for its interests, and it may be sald with ahso-
lute certainty that nothing in the way of pres-
sure or of combination has been put on the Rus-
eian Government to induce this result. It is
true that the government of the United States
on March 1 made known {its views of the matter,
and communicated them with entire frankness

to all the powers interested, but no joint repre-
sentation, it may safely be asserted, has ever
been made to Russia or to China.

The Japanese Minister, Mr. Takahira, has re-
ceived no word from his governn.ent since the
latest Russian declaration was communicated to
Japan. The Mirister says it is probable that the
London dispatch as to the warlike attitude of
Japan was sent out bhefore the Russian declara-
tion had been received by the Japanese Gov-
ernment. The dispatch alluded to said that the
Japanese Government had decided that Russla’s
reply concerning Manchuria was unsatisfactory,
and that a peremptory remonstrance, amount-
ing practically to an ultimatum, would be de-
livercd to Russia. This appeared to refer to

ussia’s latest declaration. But on examina-
tion it is clear that it could not have referred
to the latest Russian declaration, as this was
rnot sent to the -powers until Thursday night.
after the warlike dispatch was sent out from
Japan. This leaves open the question of Japan's
policy on the case as now presented by Russia,
and removes the impression that Japan has per-
emptorily rejected the Russian statement.

AN HAVANA PAPER SUPPRESSED.

PRESIDENT M'KINLEY, GENERAL WOOD
AND SENATOR PLATT CARICATURED
BY “LA DISCUSION."

Havana, April 6.—“La Discuslon” has been
suppressed by order of Governor-General Wood,
and its offices have been closed and sealed. This
action was due to the publication yesterday of
an illustration having the title of “The Cuban
Calvary,” representing the Cuban public in the
form of a Cuban soldier being crucified between
two thieves, General Wood being represented as
one thief and President McKinley as the other.
Both were labelled with their names. Senator
O. H. Platt was represented as a Roman soldler
giving vinegar and gall in the form of the Platt
amendment, while Public Opinion, as Mary
Magdalen, was weeping at the foot of the cross.
Below was the following inscription: “Destiny
will not reserve for us a glorious resurrection.”

The picture caused much unfavorable com-
ment yesterday, from the point of view of de-
cency. The editor of the paper, Sefior Coranado,
was arrested, but was released on bail.

Sefior Capote, president of the Cuban Consti-
tutional Convention, visited General] Wood and
told him that the convention, individually and
as a body, regretted the publication of this cari-
cature. Sefior Capote said the picture misrep-
resented the public feelings of the Cubans, who
held General Wood and President McKinley in
the greatest respect, and were deeply grateful
to thnrq‘.

ECLIPSE OF WEST POINT.

FEW HIGH ARMY OFFICERS GRADUATES
OF THE MILITARY ACADEMY.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Washington, April 8—The approximate total
eclipse of West Point as the source of army com-
manders at the present time, while it is a notable
fact, is misunderstood to a great extent even
among those who are in the service, and it is likely
to create an utterly false impression on the general
public, which is now beginning to manifest a
wholesome interest in military matters It may
astonish most persons to be told that of the thirty-
three general officers now at the top of the army
only six are graduates of the Military Academy,
and of the twenty-two generals of the line, the
commanders of actual fighting forces, only three
had the advantages of a West Point education.
Without explanation this remarkable state of
affairs might naturally give rise to grave doubts as
to the practical utility of the great national school
on the Hudson, or suggest a similarly erroneous
suspicion that other than purely military considera-
tions had governed many cof the selections for the
highest grades. At the present time the army or-
ganization is head by one lieutenant-general, six
major-generals of the line and one major-general of
the staff. none of whom are gradnates of the Mili-
tary Academy. They are Miles, Brooke, Otis,
Yox;ng, Chaffee, MacArthur, Wheaton and Corbin
There are fifteen brigadier-generals of the line—
Wade, Merriam, Ludlow, Bates (John C.), Davis,
Sumner, Wood, Hall, Hughes, Randall, Kobbe,
Grant, Bell, Smith and Funston. Of these Ludlow,
Hall, Grant and Bell are West Pointers. There are

ten brigadiers in the staff—Inspector-General
Breckinridge, Judge Advocate-General Lieber,
Quartermaster-General Ludington, Commissary-

General Weston, Surgeon-General Sternbers, Pay-
master-General Bates (Alfred E.), Chief of En-
glneers Wilson, Chief of Ordnance Buffington, Chief
Signal Officer Greely and Chief of the Record Di-
vision Aimsworth. Of these ten only threHBates.
Buffington and Wilson—came out of West Point,
and in the cases of Wilson and Buffington there is
no alternative under the law, which stipulates that
West Point men shall be at the head of the En-
gineer Corps and the Ordnance Bureau. In factt,
none but West Point graduates become members O
these corps, and it naturally follows lhnti.the—ir
chiefs must be graduates of the Military Academy,
A RESULT OF REORGANIZATION.

Strange as thls state of affairs may a.r-pen: to
the superficial observer, it indicates unmistakably
good soldlers may be made outside of the
national school, and goes far to show that under
the American system, at least, some soldlers are
born to command.

NOT MENACING DENVWARK.
